King as saying he is now 107 |
years old, but added that Doc
“has nothing to prove it.” s
birth supposedly was recorded
|in the old King family Bible, but
he “left that behind him in West
Virginia 64 years ago when he
|came to Kentucky.” Evidently
|the author of the story did not
| take the time to dig deeper than
Doe King's own statements as to
'his age. A bit of further research
might have produced the record
that he was born on March 5,
1859, and not in 1851, hence on
March 5, of this year, he was 99
and not 107.

Of course, Doc could have been
'mistaken about the year of his
birth when he gave in the record
which makes him only 99. Then, |
too, with a few more years added
to his long and eventful life, it is
not improbable that he is 107. |
But, whether he is 107 or only
99, Doc has come to advanced |
old age the hard way, and he is
deserving of everything that has
been written about him, '

According to the story about !
him referred to above, Doc !
claims to be “the last of the|
quick-triggered Hatfield-McCoy
feudists.” He also seriously con- |
tends that he was “wounded five
times” while fighting in the
Union Army during the War Be-
tween the States. He remembers
that war but it is not difficult for |
one _fo be doubtful about his
service as a Union selider. If he
is 107 years old, as he now says |
he is, he would have been just 13
when the war ended; if he is only i
99 years old, as the record refer- |
red to above says he is, he would |
have been but a lad of six years |
when General Lee surrendered to l
General Grant in 1865. |

But Doc strongly contends that |
he joined the Yankee cavalary |
and served under “General
Newman, who was killed in the
fighting on Indian Creek in Wyo-
ming county.” He further insists
that he was “shot five times in

It is suggested that Doc now
confuses the War Between the
States with the Hatfield-McCoy
feud. He admits that for two
yvears he “stayed with” William
Anderson (Devil Anse) Hatfield
on the West Virginia side of Tug
Fork during the height of the
celebrated mountain feud. Asked
just what he meant by “staying
with” Devil Anse, Doc replied,
“Why, I was fighting for him, of |
course.”

Doc feels certain that he kill-
ed “a few of the McCoys.” He
claims to have been present when

of the McCoy boys to pawpaw
“But I didn’t have anything to do
with that,” he said. “I was just
there.”

Doc says his early home was
on Guyan River in West Vir-
ginia, not far from the Kentucky
border. He eame to Letcher coun-
ty in the 1890’s, when the hills
there were covered with virgin
timber. He has been married five
times and “still married to the
last one,” who is about 35 years
old. He is the father of 21 chil-
dren.

EARLY INDUSTRY
