BREAKS POSE
BIG PROBLEMS,
JUDGE AVERS

Jurors Told by Hill
Stiff Penalties, Less
Probation Are Needed

The offense of breaking and
entering, one of the most common
on Floyd court dockets, came in
for special attention by Circuit
Judge Edward P. Hill in his in-
structions to the grand jury Mon-
day morning.

He recommended stiffer penal-
ties and fewer probations.

A one-year pen term means
eligibility for parole in six
months, and violation of that
parole brings little punishment,
Judge Hill said; hence, the need
for longer sentences for breaking
and entering.

Hill said he proposes to grant
probation in the future to fewer
persons guilty of such violations.

“I don’t mean to minimize our
duties in respect to murder, boot-
legging and other felonies, but
we must give particular attention
to this matter of breaking and
entering,” the judge told the
grand jury.

For those who
really want to impress their
wives or girl friends, here are
some baseball firsts, compiled by
the research department of The
World Encylopedia.

The first clash between a play-
er and his archenemy—the um-
pire—occurred June 19, 1846,
when the Knickerbocker Club of
New York played the New York
Baseball Club at Elysian Fields
in Hoboken, N, J. A player nam-
ed Davis was fined six cents for
cussing. The umpire was Alex-
ander Cartwright, a leading play-
er for the Kincks, who had chos-
en to umpire instead.

That game was also the first |
instance of team baseball as we |
know it. The New York Club won |
23 to 1, after four innings.

The Knickerbocker Club, form-
ed in 1845, was the first regular
baseball organization. And jn‘
their third season, the members
donned blue and white uniforms |
to become the first team uniform- |
ly outfitted.

A breach of baseball etiquette
made Al Reach the first paid ball
player. In 1864, it was considered
unethica Ifor a player to “jump”
from one team to another. Reach,
however, deserted the Brooklyn
Atlantics when he was offered
money by the Philadelphia Athle-
tics.

Five years later, the Cincin-
nati Red Stockings turned profes-
sional and became the first sal-
aried team,

In those days, baseball was far |
from the gentlemanly game the |
Knickerboecker had played. A |
player might leave the field|
bleeding or unconscious after |
stopping a fast ball, but he re-
fused to baby himself by wearing
protective equipment.

In 1875, however, Charles
Waite, first baseman for Boston,
put 6n a glove—flesh-colored, so
the fans wouldn’t notice it. A. C.
Spalding finally wore a dark
brown glove, adding stuffing to it
a little at a time. _'

The first catcher’s mask was
developed in 1878 for a Harvard
player who preferred being call-
ed a sigsy to have his fine Barry-
more profile smashed.
