We 
hear many false rumors in camp 
so I don't believe all I hear." 

"I · have been in some pretty 
tight places but always come OLtt 
safe. About the only fear I have 
is being taken prisoner. We are 
taking prisoners every day and 
they seem very willing to be 
taken."

The first one, dated August 22, 1957, 
shows that public spirited citizens of Floyd, Pike and 
Johnson counties met to map out a plan for development 
of Dewey Lake and the Breaks of the Mountains parks. 

The second article, dated August 29, 1957, shows 
that a plan for road improvements was adopted, and that 
the plan was taken to Frankfort, where it was approved 
by Lieutenant Governor Harry Lee Waterfield; Highway 
Commissioner Robert Humphreys, Rural Highway Com­
missioner J. B. W eHs, Conservation Commissioner Laban 
Jackson, and State Parks Director Mrs. Violet Kilgore. 
The program was widely publicized in Eastern Kentucky 
newspapers and the Louisville Courier-Journal. 

Once the plan had been adopted, things proceeded 
at a rapid pace and the highway construction work rapidly 
got underway.

If I am to he criticized because the road happens to 
pass in front of my land, then by the same token we should 
all criticize Bert Combs because the State is spending 
$1,500,000 for a new road by his property. But that would 
be ridiculous and I'm not going to do it. 

I have devoted endless hours of hard labor during 
the past few years to Floyd County, using every ounce of 
energy that I possess to bring about a better situation for 
our people. I have worked with no selfish motives in mind. 
It is very disheartening to find that my every effort is 
subject to deliberate smears and misrepresentation. It is 
unfortunate for any public official to find himself attacked 
and his integrity questioned at every turn by two-by-four 
politicians who have never concerned themselves with the 
ha:Sic problems of the county. 

The attacks that have been made upon me are a good 
example of the kind of smear that keeps too many of our 
better citizens from taking an active role in our govern­

, ment, at a time when men of integrity are needed. 

There is one further thing I would like to say on the 
subject of roads. The State surveyed, blueprinted and pre· 
pared deeds more than a year ago for three new roads in 
Floyd County. These are the Bill Hall Branch-Big Mud 
road, Frazier's Creek road, and Spewing Camp road. Those 
deeds are still gathering dust in tbe Courthouse. The roads 
are not being built because the Courthouse crowd says it 
does not have the money to buy the rights-of-way. This is 
the first time in history that the State wants to build roads 
in l<'loyd county and the ·County says it doesn't have the 
money for the rights-of-way.

' Regulation$ Are Eas~d 
On Septic Tanks, Said; 
Specifications Given 

A regulation easing some re­
quirements for septic tank in­
stallations has been passed by the 
Kentucky State Board of Health, 
effective April 22. The regulation 
is designed to have Kentucky's 
Plumbing Code more nearly con­
form to FHA specifications, ac­
cording to E'ugene F. Perkins, di­
rector of the State Health De­
partment's Division of Plumbing. 

The following story was writ­
ten by Sgt. Milton Lehman and 
appellll'ed as a feature story in 
the Stars and Stripes on Satur­
day, December 25, 1943. Capt. 
Ben J. Butler is now a Demo­
cratic candidate for Lieutenant 
Governor. The story has been 
condensed by Fred Cottrell, Pres­
tonsburg, Ky.) 

"The name of the mountain 
was Pantano and it lies a few 
miles north of the road which 
leads to Cassino and then to 
Rome.

Pantano, 
the weather was clear to begin 
with, but it quickly changed to 
fog, drenching rain and snows 
which made the trails and moun­
tain top a slimy mire.

"The fourth morning on Mt. 
Pantano began with a heavy 
snow which lasted until noon. By 
this time, Hill 1 had been so 
throughly combed by the Ger­
man mortars and artillery, as well 
as by our own artillery shorts, 
that not a bush or shrub remain­
ed standing. The snow spread a 
cover over the sodden hilltop, 
over the German and American 
dead, and drifted into the rain 
and mud-filled. foxholes . 

'The battle lasted six days. To 
hold the hill, 2,400 hand gren­
ades, 5,000 rounds of 60 mm 
mortar and 6,900 rounds of 75 mm 
ammunition for the cannon com­
pany had been expended, not in­
cluding the thousands of rounds 
of ammunition used by the sup­
porting artiUery." 

Distinctions will no longer be 
made between buildings with , 
basements and buildings without 
basements, Mr. Perkins said. 

Minimum distance from a sep­
tic tank to a building has been 
reduced to ten feet. Lateral drain­
age systems will be aHowed no 
closer than 20 feet from a build­
ing, and seepage pits no closer 
than 25 feet. The regulation fur­
ther provides that "no house sew­
er shall be located or instaHed 
within 15 feet of a well or cis­
tern," a reduction of five feet.

Capt. Ben J. Butler stayed with 
the 168th "Rainbow" Regiment of 
the 34th Infantry Division. He 
had more than 400 days of front 
line combat. He was awarded the 
Distinguished Service Cross, Dis­
tinguished Unit Citation, Silver 
Star, Purple Heart, Bronze Starl 
Combat Infantry Badge and eight 
other medals. He was Colonel 
Butler, the Battalion Commander, 
when the war ended, and also one 
of Kentucky's great leaders to 
come out of World War II. 

Proper sewage disposal systems 
are necessary as health safe­
guards, Mr. Perkins added. Sew­
age-borne diseases include polio, 
typhoid, dysentery, and infecti­
ous hepatitis.

"That afternoon there was an­
other counterattack and at dusk, 
foHowing a heavy mortar barrage 
that splintered most of the trees 
on the hill, still another.

"At noon on the second day, 
when the fog lifted and it began 
to rain, the battalion commander 
and Capt. Butler reconnoitered 
the valley leading to HiU 2.

On Dec. 30, 1958, John Ed Pearce, editorial writer for the Louisville Courier-Journal, wrote: 

" ... it is obvious that most of the money being spent in Mr. Combs' behalf-and a great deal is being 
spent-comes from Clements sources.

Combs and Richard P. Moloney, of 
Lexington, organization chairman for the Wyatt campaign, joined the discussion yesterday ... 

"Last Sunday Wyatt met at his home with his principal backers and advisers-including- Moloney, Barry 
Bingham, editor~in-chief of the Louisville Times and the Courier-Journal, and Mrs. Lennie McLaughlin, secre­
tary of the local organization. 

"These advisers urged that a union be made.

Earlier, the Louisville papers had reported Wyatt as SaJl.ng, "I have no interest in bartering away any 
function of the government-administrative or political." Mr. Pearce told of "constant efforts of the Clem­
ents people to get (Wyatt) out of the race," but that Wyatt had given "his flat refusal to be bribed."

A wide selection of Kentucky 
maps has been presented to each 
of the six state regional libraries 
in Kentucky by the Maps and 
Minerals Division of the Depart­
ment of Economic Development. 

The lib,.aries are in Columbia, 
Eminence, Princeton, Prestons­
burg, Glasgow and London. Map 
types distributed to the libraries 
include topographic, stream, land 
use, retail market areas, county 
data, physiographic, minerals, 
geologic, and pictorial. The li­
braries also recieved explanatory 
material on topographic mapping. 

During the past two years, 
more than 12,000 map items have 
been distributed free by the di­
vision to public, high school and 
college libraries in Kentucky. 

1 The State agency library also 
arranges educational exhibits of 
maps and map-making methods 
for public display, 

The library carries more than 
150,000 copies of mqp items and 
related publications in stock. In 
addition to the types sent to re­
gional libraries, they include 
ground water, highway, coal 
mine, oil and gas maps, aerial 
photographs covering every sec­
tion of the State, and other var­
ieties of specialized mapping. 

A catalog and price list of items 
sold by the map library is now 
available and will be sent to in­
terested firms and individuals on 
request.
