QUESTION: DID HE GET 
THE LOAN? 
· This is one of the many stories 
that have come out of Washing­
ton. 

A New Orleans lawyer sought 
an R. F. c. loan for a client. He 
was told that the loan would be 
granted if he could prove satis­
factory title to the property offer­
ed as collateral.(The title dated 
back to 1803 1and he had to spend 
months running it down. After 
sending the information to R.F.C. 
he got this reply: 

"We received your letter today 
inclosing application for loan for 
your client, supported by the ab­
stract of title. Let us compliment 
you on the able manner in which 
you prepared and presented the 
application. However, you have 
not cleared the title before the 
year of 1803, and[ therefore, be­
fore final approval can be accord­
ed the :application, it will be 
necessary to clear the title back 
of that year." 

Very annoyed, the lawyer re­
plied: 

"Your letter regarding titles 
extending back of 1803 recoived. 
I note that you wish the title ex­
tended further back than that 
year. I was unaware that any 
educated man in the world failed 
to know that Louisiana was pur­
chased from France in 1803. The 
title to the land was acquired 
by France by right of conquest 
from Spain. The .Land came into 
possession of Spain by right of 
discovery made in the year 1492 
by a sailor named Christopher 
Columbus, who had been granted 
the privilege of seeking a new 
route to India by the then reign­
ing monarch, Queen Isabella. The 
good Queen, b€ing a pious woman 
and careful about titles, almost, 
I might say, as careful as the 
P.FC, took the precaution of se­
curing the blessing of the Pope 
upon the voyage before she sold 
her jewels to help Columbus.

"The Laurel county man is the 
one who interests us for thm'll is an 
air of mystery around this gentle­
man.

The HaTpes, Micajah and Wiley, 
known as Big and Little Harpe, be­
gan their saga of crime and terro.r 
on the Wi.lderness Road in 1795. 
Moving westward, they came to a 
tavern owned by John Phanis just 
outside the settlement of Little 
Rock Castle, near Danville. It was 
the last tavern before western im­
migrants plunged into what was 
called "the Wilderness," a sylvan 
sweep inhabitated by outlaws, Ind­
ians and wild denizens of the forest. 
Few had the hardihood to travel 1Jhe 
stretch of l'Oad alone. 
"ffiephen lJallJgford, a young Vir­
ginian, had preceded the Har-pes to 
the ta ver;n where parties were us­
ually made up to traverse the a·oad 
west. The Harpes were accompanied 
by two women and they were with­
out money. Langford paid for what 
they ate and needed at the Pharris 
establishment and rthe pavty dis­
appean:ed into "the Wilderness." 

Stephen Langford's body was 
found a week: later by d.ro~rs in 
the underbrush along the way. He 
had been tomahawked and his mon­
ey and clothes stolen. It was the 
fifth, but not the last mmxier rut­
tril:m ted to the Ha~-pes. 

A posse gathered by Capt. Joseph 
Ballenger at Standford went in 
pursuit of the Harpes, arrested ·them 
with their paTamours a few miles 
beyond the town, where they were 
sitting on a log. They were taken to 
tl:e Danville jail and the two men 
were charged with mUlxier. 

We allow Logan Ewell to tell why 
he either thinks Stephen Langford 
was not killed or there was another 
Stephen Langford: 

"A man named Stephen Langford 
is mentioned as having been killed 
by the noted outlaws 'Big' and 'llt­
tle' Ha,rpe probably some time in the 
month of Dec. 1798. An extJended ac­
count of this murder is in Mr. Rus­
sell DyChe's history 'Laurel C;Junty, 
Ky.,' and is supported by suffic­
ient evidence to satisfy most any 
man of the actual deruth of Mr. 
Langfm·d. 

"At these: furnaces, (the remains 
of them can still be seen) he made 
among possibly some other tlmigs, 
50 cent pieces in imitation of au­
thentic U. S. coins and, strange as 
it may seem, they contained and in 
fact \\'ru·e made of silver. It is said 
bhrut they passed currently in Laurel 
county; they may have had wider 
circull!Jtion. 

"One of the mysteries about this 
man is where did he get his raw 
silver. It is inconceivable tha.t he 
pwrchased it and transported it to 
Laurel county for !Jhere could not 
have been any profit .to him in this. 

"He died about the 30th day of 
Sept., 1854. Legend states that some 
one ran his furnaces up to and in­
cluding the 'time of the Civil War. 
During the war the furnaces turn­
ed out rifle balls which we1'C made 
of lead. My fathru· says he believed 
these things to be t111c. The gmnd­
mother of the McFadden boys, 
Scobt and Sparks had told them for 
many years they did not know any 
money except the Langford half 
dollars. I leave it to the readers to 
figure out where he 1got his lead and 
silver." 

Reverting to the Harpes, who did 
or did not kill Stephen Langford., 
they escaped the log jail at Danville 
and headed fru'liher "'eht, leaving a 
trail of crime. They became so 
bloodied that even the outlaws at 
Cave-in-Rock ·an infamous hide­
away, drove them of:i. With every­
man's hands against them they 
plunged down the J\,l[ississippi Rivm·. 
A posse finally overtook the west's 
most desperate men in Ju1y, 1798. 
Big Harpe was wounded but Moses 
Stcigal, whose wife and child had 
been killed by the outlaws, became 
tired of the slow way Big Harpe 
took to die. He cut off the head of 
the dying man while he still lived. 

Little Harpe escaped the veng­
eance of the western settlers for 
five mare years but was finally 
cornm·ed and killed.

With the coming of tlhe holiday 
season, we often get so busy wi1th 
the season's festivities tha.t house 
plants bo,th inside and outside are 
often ne!{loolied. House pla.nts need 
to be wa;tered, tUJJ.'11ed oo .that all 
sides will lhave some light, and those 
wi1Jh !heavy leaves need to be dusted 
with a soft cloth. 

Ab!Jraotive decorations are a part 
of tlhe !holiday season, and every 
hiomemaker will be planning ro have 
the m ost effective ones possdble. 
This is as it should be, for Clll'i&t­
m'<~s time should be a tame of beauty 
as well as lmppine.ss. The evergreens 
such as !holly, juniper, taxus and 
hemlock a.Jl lend themselves ·toward 
making- beM.lltiful holiday decom­
tions. The question comes up every 
year-will it injm-e 1Jhe plants and 
shrubs <to OUJt a few bmnches from 
them to use in the house at Chrislt­
moo time? The answer :is iffrlat it 
will not, but notice I have said 
"cut'' branches; do not "twist" them 
off. Sh.airp clippers or Sh'ear<s should 
be used to make all cu<lls, and the 
branches be selected .tJo avoid leav­
ing a hole cr open place in the 
plant at'ter they R~re removed. In 
other words, do not w111lk 1\.lP to an 
everg;reen and cut the first branch 
touched, but go around the plant 
a nd make a selection fron1 fliil M'OO 

where tlhe removal of 1Jhe bmnch 
will not destroy the beaiuty of the 
pla.nrt. ]t :is always possible to re­
move It few branches without leav­
ing a hole in the side of the plant 
and to do this will not ha4'm the 
plant. Good evergreens c:ost money, 
so don't be guilrty of breaking off 
branches just anyway.

West 
Virginia is in a less fortunate 
position. There can be no ques­
tion but that its needs are much 
great£•r than those of my adopted 
home. Consequently, in making 
specific provisions for West Vir­
ginia institutions, I have done 
so in good conscience, with a 
sense of equity and w1th recogni­
tion of a responsibility to distri­
bute my estate in a way that will 
bring the greatest good to the 
greatest number. This decision 
was not made lightly or im­
petuously. 

Conscious that in this Codicil 
to my Last Will and TesUa.ment 
I am figuratively speaking fro~ 
the grave, and that the great 
book of my account with the 
Creator has been closed beyond 
change or amendment, I submit 
my soul to His tender mercy, 
and my memory to the ge.nerosity 
and compassiOn of my fellow 
man.

Historic 

Tragedy: Sharp 
And Beauchamp 

A blood-stadned cas:e knife in t'he 
museum of ,tJle Old State House ~at 

Frankfc:rt recalls a murder so pre­
meditated and cold-blooded that it 
is often referred to as "the Ken­
tucky tl'!algedy." 

Jeo.•eboam 0. Beauchamp arrived 
in Frankfo11t, Nov. 6, 1825, fQ·om ihi5 
home in Simpson couruty. He had a 
single, C.iabolica.l pm·pose. He plan­
ned to murdeo.· Col. Solomon P. 
Sharp, •a prominent "New Court" 
politician. 

The time ,cfuosen for the deed was 
afuer midnight, N'OV. 7. The place 
was tlhe home of Colonel Sha~ on 
Madison Street, just west of the Old 
Capttol. The murde1· weapon was 
1Jhe knife, now in the museum. The 
motive was revenge. 

The campa;ign for Sltalte offices in 
1825 had been bitter. .Mttention 
centered on the race between Col. 
Sharp and John J. Crittenden, an 
"Old Court" paPtisan . Col. Sharp 
wen by a nmcrow margin. Du<·ing 
the campaign, Sharp's political op­
ponents publicly accused him of 
having seduced Ann Ocok Beau­
cha,mp (before her ma~11·iage to 
Jereboam) ,rund having fP;thered her 
still-born child. J ereboam and Ann 
Cook Beauch amp weo.·e incensed 
when a handbill was distributed by 
Sharrp's opponents, publishing the 
colonel's a lleged denial of paJternity 
on rthe ig,rounds thwt the illegitimate 
child 'had been not white, but 
mulatto. 

Beauchamp summoned his victim 
to a side en1JJ.m.nce v;hich led to the 
apa~·tment of Colonel Sha1•p and 
his 'wife. Before the colonel could 
defend himself, rthe =assin de­
livered 1:he deruth blow just below 
the center of the stomach. 

Beauchamp wM tried rund sent­
enced to death by ihanging. Shortly 
before rtihe hour of execution, 'how­
ever, he and his wife stabbed them­
selves. She died shortly th~·eaf<ter, 

but iheo.· dying husband was rushed 
to the gallows a:nd hanged quickly 
before two companies of the 
Twenty-second Regiment and "a 
large assemblage of citizens and 
strangers."
