if the proposed hike in federal gaso- |
line taxes becomes effective. |

That is the added amount that
local car owners will have to pay |
annually toward the construction |
of the huge inter-state highway |
system, based on the new 1% cents- |
a-gallon tax called for by President |
Eisenhower. The present federal gas |
tax is 3 cents a gallon, of which 1 |
cent is for the highway program.

The need for the increase arises |
from the fact that construction costs |
have risen considerably. The high-
way trust fund has been running a
deficit lately, with money pouring
out faster than it has been coming
in. Without the new ftax, say gov-
ernment experts, the fund will be
in the red by $241 million jn fiscal
1960 and considerably more the fol-
lowing vyear.

The $89,000 cost to Floyd county
operators is based on the number
of cars in use locally, The average
driver, traveling 12,000 miles a year
and getting 15 miles to the gallon,
would be nicked for approximately
$12 more than he is now.

For the driver registering 20,000
miles a year, 15 miles per gallon,
the cost would rise $20,

FARM INCOME

Are you looking for ways to;

increase your income? Many peo-
ple out of a job will be looking
to the farm for a living this year
Probably the first consideration
should be given to producing the
family’s food supply. Money
saved by producing food, will
mean same as increased income.

A family living on a small
farm should be able to produce
at least 50 per cent of their food
in many cases they could pro-
duce 75 per cent. Each family
will have to decide for them-
selves how much they can pro-
duce. The amount of labor avail-
able, type of land, and family
need, will largely determine
what and how much to produce.

A good program to follow for
a family of five should include:

Two good milk  cows, one
in the spring. This will supply
fresh milk fr drinking and cook-
ing, cream for butter and skim-
milk for cottage cheese; one-half
acre vegetable garden with at
least 15 kinds of vegetables, in-
cluding tomatoes, leafy green and
vellow vegetables. The fruit gar-
den is often neglected. A family
should have at least two of the
following: 12 fruit trees, 200
strawberry.plants. 10 grape vines
and 100 berry bushes.

Can or freeze 50 quarts of
fruit and 50 quarts of vegetables
for each member of the family.
Be sure to go heavy on tomatoes
and leafy vegetables for each
member. Store seven bushels of
potatoes, root crops, and tree
fruits, 10 cabbages, five quarts
of dried beans and five squashes
or pumpkins.

By Health Dep’t.

Heart disease, cancer, and strokes
continue to be the leading causes
of death in Kentucky, according to
the 1957 Statistical Summary for
Professional Use, published recently
by the Kentucky State Department
of health,

Accidents ranked fourth, followed
by pneumonia, diseases of arteries,
diseases of early infancy, diabetes
mellitus, tuberculosis, congenital
| malformation, and nephritis.

The death rate for heart disease
has steadily risen during the past
| five years, according to the sum-
| mary, while rates for accidents and
[ pneumonia have remained relatively
level although higher than the nati-
onal rate for 1956. The death rate
for eancer is below the national rate
for 1956, but death from strokes
have risen considerably since 19586,
The tuberculosis death rate is ap-
proximately twice the national fig-
ure.

The tuberculosis case rate is also
well above the national rate. The
decline of reported polio cases since
1955 has coincided with the use of
IS&Ik vaccine, Hepatitis bas been in-
creasing in Kenbtucky since 1955, and
It.hc number of reported syphilis
|cases has also risen. :
| During 1957, Kentucky's popula-
|tion increased by 77,700 to 2972,700,
'which is 1.7 per cent of the total
population of the TUnited States.
| There were 74,598 resident live births
and 29,165 resident deaths.

The summary was complied from
records registered with the State
[ Department of Health in 1957, and
also lists birth and death rates by
county and by cities of more than
10,000 population.

“The economic situation now
existing in Pike county is the
worst I have =een in my 25 years

in office,” C. H. Farley, Pike
County School Superintendent
wrote Dr, Robert H. Bevins,

chairman, of the Kiwanis Club’s
underpriviliged childrens com-
mittee last week.

Farley based his statement on
daily reports Heing made by two
personnel directors of the school
system.

“Widespread uriemployment is
wreaking havoc everywhere,”
Farley said. Some communities
are worse off than others, and
on the critical list I would cer-
tainly include Phelps, Freeburn,
Majestic, Knox Creek, the Mec-
| Carr area, Blackberry Creek,
| Marrowbone Creek and portions
of Shelby valley.
| “Dannie Prater and M. F. Jus-
| tice, who are hired and paid only
| to enforce the attendance laws,
'are now spending perhaps half
their time trying to find various
forms of relief for families suf-
{ fering extreme privation.
| “They have secured and distri-
buted considerable quantities of
clothing and have induced lunch-
Iroom managers to strain their
budget to the breaking point in
'order to furnish as many meals
'as possible without cost to the
'puplle In spite of these and other
| efforts, however, hundreds of
children are now hungry and so
poorly clad that they cannot go
outside their homes. School at-
| tendance percentages are going
down, and whole communities
seem to be dazed with uncer-
tainty and fear of the future,

“The facts that I have given you
are indeed grim, but every school
lunchroom will do its very best
within the limits of its own
budget; and when the govern-
ment raises its fool allotment, the
chances are that additional free
lunches will becoime possible. We
shall continue to collect and dis-
tribute clothing.

“The one big need that faces us
now is the sturdy shoes suitable
|f0r winter weather. We have
secured very few <shoes in our
Ig,em:n:'cll clothing collections, and
|th(. need for footwear is distress-
ing. ”
