Historical Societif 
Petfu.aps Kentucky's oldest and 

most-prized museum. relic is bhat of 
the "Burgoynfl oannon," displayed 
in Kentucky's arsenals and in the 
Old State House since 1816. 
It Is a hiighly-polished, brass 

three-inch gun, approximately equrl.­
valent in size and caliber to 1lhe 
75 lllllll howitzers used by American 
mountain •troops In World War II, 
but far more handsome and mount­
ed on a larger carriage. 

The famed Burgoyne Cannon is 
so embroiled in 1lhe legendary past 
that its history lhas been difficult, 
if nigh possible in some cases, to 
document. several historians have 
attempted to be its chief biographer. 
Probably •tihe best known of these 
was A. 0. Quisenberry, wlho did 
considerable researcih on the gun in 
both Washington, D. C ., and at 
Frankfort. 

Quisenberry believed 1lhat it was 
orjg,inallty a French piece cast in the 
rei'g,n of LOiuis XV and that :it first 
made history w'hen it was lost to 
the British on the Plarl.ns of Abra­
ham at Quebec in 1'759. 

He was m.ore certain of its history 
in the Amerioan Revolution, discov­
ering that it was one of a score or 
so of guns captured by General 
Horatio Gates frOilll General John 
Burg·oyne at tlhe Battle of Saratoga, 
October 17, 177. 

Lt w.as employed in the American 
Army until its oaptJure by the British 
in the first year of the war of 1812. 
In the following year it was re­
gained in the Battle of the Thames 
by Kentucky troops, "1ho were out 
to revenge •tlhe massacre of the River 
Raisin. 

Some say Kentuc~ troops ibrought 
the "trophy" to Kentucky UlJ(ln their 
return. others say that it was sent 
to Governor ISRJac Sihelby as a per­
sonal gift from the Federal govern­
ment and that the governor pre­
sE>nted it to the Commonwealth as a 
museum piece. 

Whatever its dntroduction to Ken­
tucky soil, the Burgoyne Cannon 
holds an understandable fascination 
each year to some 60,000 Old State 
House visitors, who seldom fail to 
be impressed by suclh an liD'I.Isual 
and valuable relic.

This elementJat·iY rule 
has lhelped many alcoholics recover. 

In some respects, alooiholism is 
oompamble .to dirubetes. 'IIhe dia­
betic can never use sugaa: normally. 
'IIhe discovery of insulin makes pos­
sible the control of sl!g'ar content 
in the blood. There has not yet 
been discovered any drtUg which 
will allow an alcoholic •to drink nor­
mally.
