Threat of Bill Veto
By Eisenhower Might
Reduce Funds Sought

Eastern Kentucky may be in
danger of losing a sizeable portion
of the funds scheduled for approp-
riationn by Congress for flood con-
trol work as a result of a threatened
veto of the appropriations bill by
President Eisenhower, it was said
here this week.

Both House and Senate commit-
tees had, separately, agreed cn in-
creasing the appropriation for ad-
vance planning of the Fishtrap
reservoir and on $2500,000 for
construction of the Pound reservoir,
plus enough te complete the
Buckhorn dam. But the overall
ri_vers and harbors appropriation,
as planned, stands in the disfavor of
the President.

As a result of Eisenhower’s sharp
criticism of the bill as it now stands,
members of the House and Senate
Appropriations committees are now
trying te lop off enough locks and
dams and reservoirs to prevent the
President from throwing back fto
them the entire public works bill.

And, fear Eastern Kentuckians,
if anyhody suffers a cut it will be
Eastern Kentucky as in the past,

The President urged Congress to
appropriate funds for projects al-
ready started, such as the $19,000,-
000 Barkley dam and not start any
new ones. The House committee
stuck te the total amount Eisen-
hower suggested for such work but
added 44 mnew projects, cutting
funds from work already under way
to provide money for new wunder-
takings,

The President argues that, al-
though: the new work within his
total figure will have no adverse
effect within the current fiscal
year, the 44 new projects @ will
eventually mean the addition of
another $700,000,000.

The bill under Presidential fire
Nad: increased from $200,000 to
$400,000 the appropriation for the
Fishtrap reservoir.

SURETY FIRM
HAS ROAD JOB

Lake Highway Contract
Of Elam Is Forfeited ;
Project To Be Sub-Let

The Bill Elam Construction Com-
pany, of West Liberty, contractor
on construction of the Dewey Lake
road from the bcat dock to Strat-
ton Branch, has defaulted its con-
tract, its surety, the Maryland
Casualty Company, was notified
Monday by the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Highways.

As a consequence, the casualfy
company will be obliged to complete,
or provide for the completion of,
the road. Gordon Moore, Maryland
Casualty representative here, said
remainder of the weck to be done
will be let to contraet by his com-
pany, probably to a local contractor.

Amount of the bond was $103,000.
It is estimated that 40% of the
project has been completed.

Contract eon the road project was
awarded the Elam firm last fall but
work was not begun till this spring.
Followed an interruption when it
was discovered that the highway
department had not procured from
the United States and Floyd county
necessary easements, Claiming
heavy loss of time and money as a
consequence of this interruption,
Elam filed suit in circuit court here
against the Department of High-
ways. Later, labor trouble developed
and heavy claims for wages were
filed by workmen.

No work has been done on the
road in several weeks and, more
recently, all eguipment was moved
from the job,

Plans werer announced several
months ago for extension of the
lakeside road from Stratton Branch

to connect with the existing high-

way at Hager Gap, but no further
action has been taken.

Power Service Disrupted
For Five Hours; Kincaid
Notes Extensive Damage

A severe electrical storm,
companied by heavy rainfall, moved
over the Martin area early Wednes-
day afternoon and by the time the
storm was over lightning had cut
electric transmissicn lines on both
sides of town.

Title 1 (under 15 employees)
mines had a fatality rate of .87
per million man-hours. In con- |
trast, Title 2 (15 or more em-
ployees) under federal inspec-

tion had a fatality rate of 1.35.
‘Moss and others favoring the
Clark bill testified

Title 1 mines was 2% times high-
er than in Title 2 mines.

But Reed and Taggart of Vir- |

ginia complained that these
figures came from the Bureau of
Mines. And, said Taggart, they
are ‘‘completely erroneous, incor-
rect and unmorthy of accept-
ance.”

Both favored proposals by Sen-
ator John Sherman Cooper, for
studies of coal-mine safety by
the Bureau of Mines or a tem-
porary commission. Reed

NELSON FAMILY

The following background on the |
history of the Nelson family is |
taken from “Early Families of |
Montgomery County,” by Harry W.
Mills, a correspondent of this col-
umn who resides in Washington,
D.C. Mills writes oceasionally for
the Mt. Sterling papers.

The Nelson family was a numer-
ous one in Penirth, Cumberland
county, England. Thomas Nelson.
who settled in Yorktown, Va., in|
1705, was the earliest known rep- |
resentative of the family in Vir- |
ginia, a prominent merchant, He |
was father of William Nelson, pres-
ident of the Couneil of Virginia
and grandfather of Gen. Thomas |
Nelson of the Amaerican Revolution. |

died there before his father, Hugh
Nelson, died at Penrith.
