The 50 x 80-foot, two-story con­
crete block building is not yet com­
plete but is usable.

The building is expected to be 
completed at a total cash outlay of 
around $7,000. This low cost was 
made possible because practically 
all the construction work was done 
by squad members, only masonry 
being done by others, and because 
heavy contributions in materials 
were made by suppliers.

ROADBUILDER 
WINS APPEAL 

Richard Hall Awarded 
Judgment For $88,000 
In 2-Yr. Controversy 
Richard Hall, the Knott county 

contractor whose road-building 
pacts with the state have been the 
subject of legal controversy for the 
last two years, is entitled to keep 
the $66,960 paid him by the state, 
the court of Appeals ruled last Fri­
day. 

Five court and law enforcement officials who were inter­
viewed this week by The Times spoke of the need for stricter 
law enforcement and pointed to the need of public support of 
such a policy. 

Their statements were requested after a second week-end in 
a row during which a deputy sher iff's automobile had been 
fired into. 

SHERIFF HERS HELL WARRENS, in a prepared statement, 
said: " ... "My deputies and I have made an effort to give the 
people ... good law enforcement. However, I have not received 
the necessary cooperation from the people to do the job that 
should be done. . . Recently there has been organized and 
violent resistance to law enforceme~t, but this will not stop or 
slacken the effort being made by my deputies and myself to 
enforce the law." 

CIRCUIT JUDGE EDWARD P. IDLL: "One solution I suggest 
to meet the situation is. crack down with heavier penalties. 
As for a more detailed statement {)f my stand, I refer to my 
statement made in court which has been used by defense 
attorneys in an effort to get a case continued." 

In that statement, as quoted in an affiCLavit filed by the law 
firm of T'ackett & Tackett, seeking a continuance of the liquor 
case of Eva Halbert, Judge Hill said: 

"A deputy sheriff's car has been shot into, and it is up to us 
to stop this kind of thing and back the officers up." 

COUNTY JUDGE HENRY STUMBO: "As far as I am con­
cerned, my court will give vi{)lators the law. If citizens of the 
county don 't stand up for the officers, they might as well quit." 

COMMONWEALTH'S ATTORNEY HOLLIE CONLEY: "I 
think we have some good deputy sheriffs and that some are 
trying to do good job. But the only way to put a stop to this 
situation is for juries to put more teeth into penalties." 

(Speaking of the current situation, the Commonwealth's 
Attorney said he or his family had received three threatening 
telephone calls.) 

COUNTY ATTORNEY ROBERT S. WELLMAN: "I will co­
operate with the officers in every way. I have been cooperative 
in the past, and I will continue that policy." 

Sheriff Warrents pointed out that no county official can pro­
vide good law enforcement unless the people cooperate. He 
asked that citizens no1. refuse out {)f fear to permit use of their 
names in procuring search warrants or warrants of arrest.

"An expanded tourist promotion 

program to advertise Kentucky's 
attractions" will be one of the first 
considerations to be undertaken by 
Bert Combs and Wilson Wyatt, 
Democratic candidates for governor 
and lieutenant governor, respect­
ively, when they take office follow­
ing the general election November 
3. 

A complete study of the tourist 
business and promotions used in 
other states have been made by the 
two candidates and plans already 
are being formulated for the in­
tensified promotion of the great at­
tractions to be found in Kentucky 
-said to be second to none in the 
nation. 

"The history and romance of 
Kentucky are so well told in the at­
tractions that Kentucky has to of­
fer that we are missing out on our

D. A. R. Preserves 
Johnston Home 
In Mason County 

The birthplace of Albert Sidney 
Johnston, one of the most daring 
of Confederate generals, is in Ken­
tucky. 

The little house where the illustri­
ous general was born is in Washing­
ton, Ky. Owned by Mason county, 
the house has been restored by the 
Daughters of the American Revolu­
tion.. 

The DAR has furnished the home 
with authentic antiques of the early 
1800 period and keeps the home 
open to the public. 

Albert Sidney .. was the youngest 
son of Dr. • John and Abigail Harris 
Johnston. He was born Feb. 2, 1803. 
He attended school in Washington; 
Transylvani~ College, Lexington, 
and was a,mong the top ten of his 
graduating- class at West Point. 

He had an outstanding career in 
the Army of the United States but 
when the Civil War came. he re­
signed his commission and joined 
the Confederacy. He was killed at 
Shiloh, April, 1862. 

In his birthplace, the DAR has 
some original silhouettes of the 
General, his parents, second wife 
and two of his children. The silhou­
ettes are signed by the artists who 
did them in 1814 and 1'843. 

Albert Sidney Johnston's birth­
place is another of the many relics 
of the Civil War which may be seen 
in Kentucky.
