Irvin Prati climbed on a horse
Ttesday and traveled up and down
treacherous mountainsides for nine
miles to deliver the United States
mail. A

He does the same thing three
times a week.

But the trip from nearby Pine
Top to Pippa Passes, Knott county,
was different Tuesday.

A party of five men went along
with Pratt to get firsthand know-
ledze of what he says is the only
mail route of its kind in existence.

The B56-year-old Pratt, a former
ccal miner who was disabled, took
over the circuitous wvoute five years
ago at a salary of $88.37 a month,

“It’s an accommodation for the
people,” said Pratt, who delivers
mail to more than 30 families, liv-
ing in the back country away from
highways.

It takes him about six hours to
ride to Pippa Passes, home of the
famed Caney Junior College,
then return to Pine Top.

By making the round trip Pratt
serves those who recgeive mail at
the two post offices.

Float Fishing
Popular Sport

Fishermen tired of crowds at
Kentueky's big fishing spols are
advised to try their luck while float-
ing down some of the state’s less
known streams.

The advice comes from the De-
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re-
sources. The agency calls this type
of angling “float fishing,” The ma-
jority of these smaller streams
abound with bass, crappie, bluegill
and even some monster musky, the
department says.

The strong of back and heart will
find this sport the answer to the
problem of the batfle of the joy-
boaters on large lakes, despite the
fact boats must be carried on some
stretches of the smaller streams,
adds the agency.

It lists some of the favorite float
fishing streams in Kentucky, bhest
fishing seasons and pecies:

North Fork of Kentucky River —
Largemouth and smallmouth bass
and some musky: May, June, Sep-
tember, October,

Middle Fork of Kentucky River—
Same fish and same fishing months.

South Fork of Kentucky River —

| Same fish; May, June and August.

Green River — Upper section
noted for all three species of black
bass and redeve; lower section same
and also walleye and mammoth
musky: early spring and late sum-
mer and fall.

Red River — Small and large-
mouth bass and good musky; early
spring and late summer and fall

Licking River — Upper part has
musky, black bass, redeye; lower
part void of musky; early spring
and late fall.

The department recommends
these streams for musky fishing:
Tygart Creek, Carter and Greenup
| counties; Triplett Creek, Rowan

county, and Kenniconick Creek,
Lewis county.

SPORTS AFIELD

How game is the pickerel? That’s

controversy. Here is the opinion of
Jason Luecas, Angling Editor of
Sports Afield Magazine.

Let’s, as a standard of measure-
ment, try to compare the gameness
of a pickerel with that of the bass,
since bass and pickerel found in
the same district are likely to aver-
age much the same size. When a
pickerel of reasonable size takes
your lure and heads sou’east by
east he’s considerably faster than
a bass—one glance at his perfectly
streamlined figure and powerful fail
shows that he’s built for speed.

That speed is in his favor. Against
him is the fact that he's not nearly
as likely to leap as a bass—but when
he does go un his leap is likely to
be higher and more spectacular
than that of a bass.

Will he give as long and tough
a fight as a bass? That varies
greatly. In warmish water he's
likely to put up only a brief and
weak fight, scarcely to be called
a fight at all; a bass almost never
does so badly. But in cold water
he'll probably fight longer than a
bass of the same size; and his fight
is likely to be tricky, with some
periods of little action, when you
think you have him licked, inter-
spersed with unexpected, jet-pro-
pelled runs at that high speed he’s
capable of,

So far, things are very roughly
equal, but here's a highly important
angle: Generally speaking, a pick-
erel either isn't feeding so you can't
catch him, or he is feeding and you
can hook him easily. Out of a whole
season, there may be only two days

periods when they might be said to
be suffering from epizootic temp-
orary insanity with suicidal tenden-
cies. The rest of the time, unless
where you are is really about fished-
out, you can always catch some bass,
and generally a nice number of
them—if you've really studied bass
fishing, and if you're willing ‘to do
approximately the same amount of
mental work required in a hard
game of chess.

Boiled down we might class the
two species thus: The veteran ang-
ler far prefers bass, since cafching
them in reasonable numbers is
strictly a game of skill, high sgkill.
