SPORTS AFIELD

How strong is this swing to the 
fly rod for bass? One large mid­
w~stern rodmaker has ;reported that 
he had an increase in sales of fly 
rods of 24 per cent in a year, and 
all makers reported a marked in­
crease, states Jason Lucas, Angling 
Editor of Sports Afield Magazine. 
Another straw in the wind is that 
about all the large companies that 
formerly sold, and boosted, only 
spinning tackle are now selling fly 
tackle too. Most of it is used for 
bass-which is only natural, since 
the bass is by miles the favorite 
Ametican game fi sh . 

Unless you're practically a giant, 
avoid a "bass-bug rod" as you would 
the plague. That name is given to 
a very heavy, powerful rod of at 
least 8% to 9% feet-exactly the 
same thing that is call~d a "steel­
head rod" in the Northwest. For 
bass bugs, get a trout rod not an 
inch over eight feet; it will probably 
weigh in the neighborhood of four 
ou ut exact weight doesn't 
matter. 

Even a fairly inexpensive reel will 
serve very well if it's large enough 
to hold your line comfortably. An 
almost equal number of automatics 
and single-actions are sold- but the 
expert generally prefers a single­
action. 

Be sure to get a line of the new, 
lc•ng-floating type, and it should be 
of good grade. About all rodmakers 
recommend lines too light to per­
mit either easy learnin~ or good 
castim•. However, for practically 
any h-ollow-glass rod sold now, of 
the lengths here recommended, 
you're about safe in getting a C-level 
line; this level line will do, and cos ts 
little even in a good grade. For 
about three times as much, you can 
buy -a GBF with short 'front taper 
(not over six teet or so) which will 
permit much nicer casting, and 
.o reater distance, when you've got 
~ . 
the hang of the thing. 

Use a six-foot monofilament lead­
er from five-to-ten-pound test, de­
pending on whether or not you have 
to hold large bass from tangling. 

Now for the bug : " bass bug," to 
most, means purely a surface lure-­
a "popper," although in most fish­
ing it need not be popped. Until 
recently all poppers were of cork, 
but now some excellent ones are 
made of a sort of light, foamed 
plastic. There are many other kinds 
of surface bass bugs, one of the 
most popular types being the deer­
hair frog. However if you can't get 
bass on the cork or light-plastic 
popper you can't get any bass on 
anything.
