A program planned to improve 
economic conditions in Floyd and 
29 other Et~stern Kentucky cotmties 
was announced Monday, with the 
Kellogg Foundation contributing 
$754,000 over a seven-year period to­
ward the wide-scale undert-aking. 

In announcing the grant Monday, 
Gov. Bert Combs called it a "brook­
through in the psycholo,o-y of gloom" 
in the 30-county !'.rea. 

He said the new sales tax enabled 
the state to appropriate sufficient 
rna tching funds to ma!ke Kentucky 
eligible for the grant. 

A 10-member team of speciaiists 
from the University of Kentucky 

"ricultural College. will begin by 
July 1 a program seeking to elevate 
t.hc area in these seven categories: 

1. Industrial location and develop­
ment-. 

2. Community improvel!lent and 
planning . 

3. Career guidance and job place­
ment. 

4. Soil, water and crop manage­
r.lent. 

5. Meat, poultry and milk produc­
tion. 

6. Horticulture. forest manage­
l!lent and utilization. 

7. Marketing and transporhtion. 
Agriculture College Dean Frank 

Welch, who will head the university 
team, said planning for the project 
already has started. 

He said his group will work with 
residents of the area and guide a 
block of governmental services seek­
ing· to provide new economic op­
portunities. anci ca.se unemployment. 

The team also will aid local lead­
ers to stimuJate residents to im­
prove their own living conditions; 
a;1d where there is a Sut'plus of 
lab~r to seek opportunities outside 

' the area. 
A survey of 22 of the 30 counties 

indicated tl1e area had a 1'7 per cent 
population loss in the past eight 
years because of lack of job op­
portunities.

FLOYD FIFTH 
IN STATE AID 
Educational Allotment 
For County $1,507,879; 
Added Services Seen 
Floyd county is one of the five 

school districts in Kentucky that 
will receive an allotment from the 
state of more than a million dollars 
for educational purposes in the en­
suing school year. 

The county will get $1',507,879, ac­
cording to an announcement last 
week by Superintendent of PUblic 
Instruction Wendell P. Butler. 

The stSJte allotted $62,418,117 to 
Kentucky's 212 public school dis­
tricts for the 1960-61 school year. 
The increase was $2','74.3,857 over 
last year, Butler said. 

The superintendent's office here 
pointed out that this larger amount 
for education in Floyd county will 
mean many additional services for 
the system. 

The four districts with greater 
allotments than Floyd and the 
amounts given are Jefferson coun­
ty, $3,560,216; Louisville, $l,419,336; 
Pike county, $2,111,632, and Harlan 
county, $1,673,620. 

Tentative State allotments Qf 
$61,576,494 were made last August. 
The final ones released Wednesday 
under the minimum foundation 
program of State aid to public 
schools are adjusted figures using 
exact classroom aml transportation 
units and qualifications of teachers. 

Combined with local support to 
the schools, the 2>12 districts will 
spend $99,441',306 for education in 
this school year. 

A sharp increase is expected next 
year when record-breaking State 
appropriations for education go in­
to effect. 

$68,298,526 goes for instructional 
salaries. Another $14,720,340 was al­
lotted for ounent expenses; $9,5'79,-
240 for capital outla-y, and $6,843,200 
for transportation costs. 

These figures include both State 
and local suport. 

Butler said the number of class­
room units allotted in this school 
year was 24,534, or an increase of 
549 over the number allotted in the 
previous year. 

He said the per cent of tea<Jhers 
with college degrees increased from 
66 in 1958-'59 to 69 in 1959-60. 

The number of transportation 
units incre!',sed 182 over the 1958-
59 total of 4,094. Butler said this 
was caused by more children in 
school and consolidation of smaller 
schools into larger ones. 

Local effort decreased $110,812 in 
1959-60 over the previous year, he 
said, because of a recent Court of 
Appeals decision affecting assess­
ment of franchise property. 

'The Revenue Department, how­
ever, is revising franchise-tax as­
sessments under a new law passed 
by the 1960 Legislature and the loss 
probably will be made up next year. 

Under the foundation program, a 
school district is guaranteed at 
least $80 a pupil in a verage daily 
attendance, or the district's per 
capita allotment for 1955-56 lbefore 
the foundation law took effect), 
whichever is greater.

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WYATT URGES 
STEAM PLANT 
f or Eastern Kentucky 
In Conference With TV A 
Officials At Knoxville 
An Eastern Kentucky location for 

a new TVA steam plant was urged 
by Lieutenant Governor Wilson W. 
Wyatt and other Kentuckians in a 
full scale meeting . with the TVA 
Board of Directors, general mana­
ger and key staff members, in 
Knoxville, Tennessee last Wednes-

' day. 
"EVet'Y conceivable factor which 

might affect TV A's decision was 
explored to place us in the be3t pos­
sible position to work in close co­
operation with TVA, and to ad­
vance Kentucky's interest in get­
ting their plant. We were shown 
every courtesy and received much 
helpful information," Wyatt said. 

Accompanying Wyatt was E. B. 
Kennedy, commissioner of Econo­
mic Development, Leonard Kernen, 
director of Industrial Development, 
and John D. Whisman, d1rector of 
Eastern Kent-ucky De •elopm • t 

Kennedy outltned four basic re­
quirements upon which the Ken­
tuckians were told TVA's decision 
would 1be based. 

1. Location of the use ai:ea for 
curl'ent to be produced and cost of 
required transmission lines. 

2. Location of adequate and prop­
er coal reserves and suitability of 
economic transportation systems 
between coal reserves and the site. 

3. Supply of water. Initial raw 
water supply needed wo\lld be ap­
proximately 500 cubic feet per sec­
ond, and twice this amount might 
be required later. Use of cooling 
towers and other devices could re­
duce the actual supply needed, but 
at added cost. 

4. A site of as much as 1,000 acres. 
with a minimum of 500 acres, and 
with the major part "reasonably 
level." 

"It will be the site at which the 
best economic balance of all these 
factors is found, that TV A will se­
lect," K ennedy pointed out. "We 
will now go to work, first to deter­
mine which of our Kentucky areas

Former Attorney Here 
Accused in' Auto T helt

Paul E. Hayes, former Prestons­

burg· attorney and a former assist­
ant attorney-general, was named in 
a federal g~·and jUl'Y indictment at 
Pikeville Monday of figuring in the 
disposition of two stolep. autos. 

Jointly indicted with him was 
Helen Hayes. The indictment al­
leges that on or about January 12, 
1959, they received a 1954 Cadillac 
transported in intet·state commerce 
from Portsmouth, Ohio, to Floyd 
county, then to Blistol. Va., and to 
Lexington, Ky.; and on Jenuary 30. 
1959, of recf>iving a 1957 Ford trans­
ported from Portsmouth, Ohio, to 
Floyd county and tlhence to Pound, 
Virginia.

An immediate audit of tohe ac­

counts of Jenny Wiley State Park, 
Kentucky Dam Village and Ken­
tucky Lake State Park was request­
ed Mondro.y by State Treasurer 
Thelma L. Stovall in a dispute over 
who has the authoritJy to transfer 
such accounts. 

Mrs. Stovall and Finance Com­
missioner Robe1t R. Martin, on op­
posing sides in the 1959 political 
campaign, were the principals in 
the hassle. The former said Martin 
had ordered tl'le transfer of parks 
funds to other banks. 

"That is a complete misstate­
ment," Martin said . "I have not 
ordered the withdrawal of funds 
from any banks, and I have not 
authorized their placement in other 
banks." 

Martin said he simply had per­
mitted the parks to deposit their 
receipts in different banks which 
nlso qualify as state depositories. 

"The law, of course," Martin said, 
"gives the commissioner of finance 
authority to permit an agency to 
place temporary deposits in the 
bank previously qualified as a state 
depository by the state treasurer 
and the commissioner of finance."

Witness Says H atlield 
Forced Him To Dynamite 
DeRossett Residence 
Marion Hatfield was declared in· 

nocent last Friday by a Floyd cir• 
cuit court jury of the dymmiting of 
the home on Bull Creek of Frank 
DeRossett. 

The not-gmlty verdict was made, 
despite testimony of one man that 
Hatfield forced him at gun-point 
to place d<ynamite under t'he home 
and lig1:Jt the fuse, and the testi­
mony of two others that Hatfield 
had earlier approached them and 
attempted to hire them to blast the 
residence. 

Two of the three witnesses are 
federal convicts, "Jap" Han-is and 
Freddy Newsome, Jr. The third was 
Jackie Hall, of Banner. 

Hatfield introduced testimony es­
tablishing an alibi, with at least 
three wit-nesses corroborating his 
statement that he was at or near 
Jackson, Ohio, the night of the 
dynamiting. 

Harris, who was brought here 
from the Atlanta penitentiary, 
testified he was at the home of 
Jackie Hall when Marion Hatfield 
arrived there during the afternoon 
preceding t.he night of the blast, 
that Hatfiled took him near the De• 
Hossett home, then held a gun on 
him and forced him to place five 
sticks under the building and an­
other five sticks under the nearbY 
car of the DeRossetts' daughter, 
and then to light the fuses. He said 
Hatfield then drove him to the top 
of Abbott mountain, there ordered 
him from the car and fired one 
shot at him. He added that he 
hitch-hiked a ride with an unknown 
man back to the Jackie Hall home 
at Banner. 

Newsome said Hatfield offered 
'him $500 to use either gasoline or 
dynamite in destroying the home 
and a. neighboring church but that 
he refused the ofofer. 

Hall told the jury of Hatfield ar­
at his home arounrl 6 

te.npting to hire · to do 
He said he told ·Hatfield he 
been in enough trouble already and 
refused the offer. "What a-bout Jap 
there?" he quoted Hatfield as say­
ing. He said Harris then went out· 
side and left soon thereafter, Harris 
returning about 6 o'clock the fol­
lowing morning. 

Bascom Hall also told of Hat­
field being at the Jackie Hall home 
and of his leaving in company with 
Harris. 

The accused man testified he came 
here from Jackson, Ohio, the day 
preceding t-he blast, and went to 
Weeksbury to visit his son. The 
latter was not at home, however, 
and he stopped on the way back 
down Left Beaver to get his pants

County officials beg·an an invest­
igation Wednesday afternoon into 
bhe mutilation of four graves in an 
old cemetery on .AJbbott Creek, and 
this morning (Thursday) youths of 
that neighborhood were being ques­
tioned by the grand jury. 

Four graves had been opened and 
re-filled, and a. headstone to one 
grave W9.S missing, authorities said. 
A small boy was said to have ad­
mitted that he and three other ju­
ven iles had dug into the graves, but 
officials >believe older youths are 
involved, since the gnwes apparent­
ly were opened to their full depth. 

The violated cemetery is on the 
Garfield Music farm and is located 
in the gap between Lick Fork and 
the Conley Fork of Abbott Creek.

Representatives of the 
gcntsia of one of the newe t mem­
bers of the world's fratet 'ty of 
nations, they revealed fa ets of 
their o n civilization noted 
impress! ns of ours. 

'Dhe standard of American living 
was almost incomprehensible to 
them. Television is in its infancy in 
India. Food surpluses commodities 
distribution are unheard of in their 
country. They don't like the Amer­
icans they meet in I ndia but were 
delighted with the average people 
they found here. They think m ore 
cordial relations could be establish­
ed if their countrymen could see 
tlhe average Amer~can instead of 
the flashy, extrovert American 
tourist. They observed that our 
State Department had a lot to 
learn. 

While here they visited Prestons­
burg schools, attended a 4-H Olub 
meeting at Wheelwright and a cat-

tlemen's association gathering at 
the courthouse. They toured the 
Lalfferty farms at Cliff with County 
Agent Robert Jones. 

It was J. L. Lafferty's store of 
canned goods that impressed them. 
I n India they do little home can­
ning and that only of sweets.

Conveys J b ~s 
Theme Of Hope 

Much of the message of human 
grief and ultimate understanding in 
"The Book of Job" is conveyed by 
make-up and costume inspired bY 
mosaics of early Christian chlll'ches 
in Byzantium. 

The outdoor religious drama will 
be presented by Everyman Players 
at Pine Mountain state Park, June 
24-August 20. 

The mosaic design in the actors' 
Byzantine robes and in masks 
painted on their fn,ces a£X:ents the 
play's s-:tting in mideastern Bib­
heal culture. The mosaic motif ac­
cords with the weird chant of the 
actors speaking the doleful verses 
from the King James version of 
"Job." The bizarre pattern suggests 
the mystic theme of the Book-thai 
finally joy emanates from misery 
accepted with resignation to God's 
will . 

Play designer 1s Irene Corey, wife 
of the director-producer, Orlin 
Corey, and head of the art depart­
ment at Gcorf(etown College. 

She studied the mosaic art of the 
Byzantine churches, the first to pic­
cure the life of Christ. The bits of 
~lass, colored stones and jewels em­
bedded in the plaster of the church 
wall!; impal'ted some of the radiance 
of Christ's story to the picture. Mrs. 
Corey sought the same ra:liance for 
the Job story. 

And so, patterned after the 
church mosaics, the players' cos­
tume and make-up-masks robes, 

• gloves and wigs - sparkle and 
twinkle under the summer stars 
and the spotlig.hts. Even the actors' 
formations on the stage, as they 
glido in and out of more than one 
hundred living tableaus, assume 
geometric figures like the early 
mosaics. 

The mosa ics are painted directly 
t:pon the faces of the players witn 
liquid make-lip, continuing the ef­
fect of the robes. The players are 
not recognized by the audience; 
their "living masks" look like 
jeweled and colored stone faces. Yet 
they are flexible enough to assume 
a wide range of e:x~pressions. There 
is no impediment of voice by the 
m::~ke-up as the actors sing, chant, 
:-tum and speak Biblical poetry.

New drugs and tiny new tools are 
helping surgeons save eyes they 
formerly clidn't dare to touch. Rob­
ert O'Brien describes eight of the 
bold but little known techniques in 
the MllY Reader's 'Digest. 

One is a light coagulator, a de­
vice which seals detached retinas 
back into place. It shoots a bril­
lirmt beam thl·ough the pupil of 
the eye, O'l3r.cn expl:<ins. Th') eye's 
own lens focuses it on the retina, 
and in a second or two t.hc con­
centrated beam painlessly ~::pot-welds 
the hole. Detachment of the retina 
threatens the sight of thousands of 
Americans every year. 

Other developments make it 
possible to graft delicate tissues in­
to eyes vtf1ieh have suffered dam­
age. A "razor" invented t>y Dr. Ra­
mon Castroviejo, noLed New York 
eye specialist, makes it possible to 
shave a J[?_yer of mucous membrane 
only 1;4000 of an inch thick from 
the lower lip of a patient to replace 
conjunctival tissue covering the 
front of his eyeball. Dr. John. Harry 
King, Jr., an eye surgeon of Wash­
ington, D. C., has grafted .the cor­
neas of cats to human voLunteers. 
Dr. King has also dehydrated hu­
man corneas so that they can be 
~hipped anywhere in glass vacuum 
tubes at room temperature and 

rehydrated for use in 15 minutes. 
Another King invention is instant 
vitreous, a dehydrated fotm of 
aqueous fluid inside the eyeball 
which can be reconstituted with dis­
tilled water or saline solution. 

O'Btien, who Jives in Westport,

I Drink Victim 
Often Denies 
He ,s Alcoholic

(This is the last of a series of art­
icles prepared by Mr. Ringo befor 
his recent death.) ' 

One of the hardest jobs in the 
world is to get an alcoholic to ad­
mit to himself that he has a prob­
lem or needs help. One of the 
symptoms of the illness is the ra­
tionalization of the drinker as to 
the reasons for his drinking. 

Once the person has re~tched this 
point in the illness it quite often 
brtkes a shock or disaster to bring 
him to the point where he will ask 
for help. This is what is known in 
Alcoholics Anonymous as "reaching 
the bottom." This blindness on the 
part of the drinker is one of the 
hardest things for the non-alco­
holic to 'understand. 

Waiting for the alcoholic to reach 
this point can be a most trying time 
for the family, whi.oh is completely 
helpless at this ,point. 

There is an organization, separate 
from Alcoholics Anonymous, but 
related to it, called Alanon. This is 
an organization of families and 
friends of alcoholics who meet to­
gether in order to understand the 
illness and to help and sustain each 
obher with the problems that arise 
as !'\"'\result of active alcoholism in
