'Noted In Floyd County;
" Infant Mortality Drops,
National Survey Shows

Special to The Times

New York, Nov. 28—A significant
improvement in child health has
been achieved in Floyd county in
recent. years, according to latest
government figures.

A child born in the county today
has a much better chance of cop-
ing with the hazards of life than
did hig father or his grandfather
when they were born,

Compared with the situation 50
years ago, the infant of today has
a five-times better chance than he
would have had then of getting
through his first year successfully
and then going on fo reach ma-
turity,

The mnationwide figures, released
by the Department of Health, Edu-
cation and Welfare, reveal that

there has been a drop of 344 per |
cent since 1948 in the annual mor- |

tality raie among Floyd . county

childien under the age of one.

' At that time, not counting still-
births or deaths of non-residents,
35.2 out of every 1.000 local children
died before reaching their (first

[ birthday.

By contrast, the figures just re=
leased show that by 1958 the rate
was reduced to 23.3 per 1,000.

Tor the rest of tkhe country, the
rates vary over a wide range. The
state with the lowest mortality is
1,000.
Mississippi is highest, with 41,0, The
United States average is 27.1.

Despite the gains we have made
we are still lagging behind nine na-
tions, notes the government report.
They are Sweden, with 15.8, Neth-
erlands, 172, Australia, 20.5, Nor-
way, 20.5, Switzerland, 22.2, United
Kingdom, 233, Denmark, 234, New
Zealand, 234, and Finland, 24.5.

Pointing out that not one of our
states was able to matech Sweden's
record, Mrs. Katherine Oettinger,
head of the Children’s Bureau,
warns against complacency, stating
that in some directions the United
States has made little or no progress

‘recently.
Specifically, she cites the “in-
significant reduetion since 1950 in

the mortality rate among infants
less than one day old.”

The 344 percent reduction in
child mortality achieved in Floyd
county in the 10-year period Iis
found to be relatively good. It com.
pares favorably with the results at-
tained in the United States as a

whole, where the drop was 153 per
cent among children under cne year
of age. The state of Kentucky’s im-
provement was 26.8 percent.

To a folklorist the most primitive
people are no more folkish .than
the up-andicoming onesg among us.
The chief difference, folkishly
speaking, is in the things that each
group -swears by or at. For every
primitive superstition there is a
healthy;, modern one, often. gg in-
| explicable and as laughable. What
[most of us know of drugs, for ex-
ample. would not crowd a postal
card to set down. Older people wor-

shiped at  the shrine of  Granny
This or That or revered the old
family remedy that tasted bitter or
smelled bad or burned like fire. De-
scendants of these funny old-timers
swear by this or that modern prac
ticer of the healing art, often with
no more actual knowledge of drugs
than our ancestors had. If the ad-
vertisements say that Vitamin Q
or Mineral Z is a “must” in the
diet, we buy some prepared food
that contains it, assuming that we
have suffered all these years be-
cause of this fearful deficiency in
our diet. Many of us will spend
twice ag much for a bottle. of sweet-
ened water with a minimum of bit-
ter.herbs in it as for a prescription
written for us by our family physi-
cian, Since the actual doctor does
not elaborate on the cure-all na-
ture of the stuff that he prescribes,
we listen to the blurb of the patent
medicine, ’

Many of us can remember when
some quack educator would set up a
so-called college and soon be selling
diplomag in just about everything,
often to people who had never been
on the campus of the college, even
assuming that there was a campus,
I saw several of these diplomas,
some years ago, and even had the
owner of one to call me uncompli-
mentary mnames for spending my
good money getting a degree at In-
diana University when I could at- |
tend this jerk-water fake of a col-
lege a ten-week termy pay $50, and

ave as good an AB. degree as
could be found anywhere. Some good
work on the part of real college and
university people has about laid to
rest this species of gquackery; but it |
was once-cgmmon to see high school
and even fdolleze catfalogues listing
faculty members with these bought-
and-paid-for degrees.

Pork Storing DlSCﬂSSEd
By Floyd-Co. Home Agent;

Freezer Tlps Are Given

Home-killed pork s[;cred
freezer *will keep its high quality
for six months if handled properly,
says Miss Frances
county home agent.

What doeg “proper handling” in-
clude? Miss Howland gives
tips.

The first rule is “keep it clean.”
Second comes thorough bleeding,
Pork that has been well bled “keeps”
longer and tastes better. It's also
less likely to strain and soften the
wrapper and leak into the freezer
when stored,

Meat for freezing should be chill-
ed ' quickly and thoroughly. Then
package the meat carefully and la-

bel it with “what” and “when
frozen.”
Wrapping paper used to package

meat for the freezer should be mois-
ture-proof to keep the meat from
drying out; it should also resist ab-
sérbing blood and fat. Use
paper
meat is being wrapped or that bones
will ‘not puncture. However, the
paper should be pliable enouglht to
mold closely around the meat being
wrapped, so that air pockets will
not be around the meat,

After wrapping the chilled meat,
freeze it quickly at a temperature
below zero. If freezing is done at
home, be careful not to' overload
the quick-freeze or sharp-freeze sec-
tion of the freezer. Do not stack
packages together until 'they are
hard frozen.

When the quick-freeze section is
overloaded, meat freezes more slow-
ly, causing large ice crystals to
form- in the meat. Large ice cry‘;tals
puncture the meat cells; this means |
greater loss of juice during thawi
and cooking. .

After pork has been hard-frozen
store it at zero degrees or below.
Do not store pork in the freezer for

lIonger than six months. Sausage
shows losg of flavor after four
month ‘storage; however, you can

add one teaspoon of monosodium
glutenate fo the seasoning for each
10 pounds of sausage; this helps
the sausage keep its good taste fm
jonger than four month.

ROSES AND CHRYSANTHEMUMS

The large and rugged climbing
roses need little if any winter pro-
tection in Kentucky. Allother roses
should get protection im early De-
cember. About the best protection is
a mound of dirt, eight to ten inches
deep around each plant. Don’t hoe
this dirt up from around the plant,
this will damage roots. Bring the
soil in from another location.

Hardy chysanthemums should be
cut back to six inches in height and
be mulched with either hay or straw
in December, A cover of burlap
. makes a satisfactory winter protec-
| tion. Forest leaves are not satisfpe-
| tory for winter protection as they
| tend to pack down and smother the
{ plants.

\ MULCHING STRAWBERRIES

| Many peple are getting anxious
': to muleh their strawberries. Hold off
