HOSPITAL TAX
IS ANNULLED

By Tax Commission;
County’s Side Of Case
Inadequately Made, Said

The $516,000 tax assessment made
by the Floyd County Board of Sup
ervisors against the McDowell Me-
morial hospital was annulled Fep
4 by order of the State Tax Com-
mission, county officials were noti-
fied this week,

The assessmen was made as of
Jan. 1, 1959 and the UMWA-op
erated institution filed an appea)
with the Tax Commission. The hos-
pital’'s real estate holdings were
evaluated at $500,000 and its tangi-
ble personal property at $16,000.

A hearing was held about two
months ago at the Tax Commis-
sioner’s office here. Evidence pro-
duced for the hospital claimed it
is a charitable institution. Tax
Commissioner Manis Conley' said
the county’s ease supporting taxa-
tion of the hospital was not ade-
quately presented.

The State Tax Commission order,
written by William E. Scent, chair-
man, reads, in part:

“The Commission, after carefully
reviewing dthe record and being
fully advised, is of the opinion that
this organization is working within
the recuirements set forth im ite
articles of incorporation as a char-
itable institution, and is, therefore
exempt from the payment of prom-
erty taxes under Section 170 of the
Kentucky Constitution.”

| barring the issue of bonds with the
added 90 per cent of the water bill
to amortize, there was an alterna-
tive.

COUNCII: OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY
PROHIBITING THE RUNNING
AT LARGE OF DOGS OR OTHER
ARNIMALS WITHIN THE CORP-
ORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
ESTABLISHING A POUND AND
MAKING REGULATIONS FOR
THE IMPOUNDING AND KEEP-
ING O©F -SUCH ANIMALS, AND
FIXING FEES FOR THE IM-
POUNDING, KEEPING AND RE-
LEASING OF SUCH ANIMALS.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
AS FOLLOWS;
SECTION 1.

That it shall be unlawful for any
dog or other animal to run at large
on the streets of the City of Pres-
tonsburg, Kentucky, when not ac-
companied by the owner of such

If said animal is not called for
on the same day it is placed in said
pound, the owner shall pay, there-
fore, in addition to the sum of $2.00,
the sum of $1.00 each day that said
animal is kept in said pound.

SECTION V.
If no one claims said animal after
it has been kept in said pound for
a period of ten (10) days, the keep-
er of said pound is authorized to
dispose of said animal as he sees
fit,
SECTION VI.

This ordinance is enacted by the

EATING HABITS OF AMERICANS

Eatine habits in the U.S.A. today
are quite different from 50 years
ago, according to the U.8. Depart-
ment of Agriculture, What and how
much people eat have changed con-
siderably.

The USDA’s mational food supply
fioures, dating back to 1909, are the
besis for comparing average per
capita food consumption over the
50-year period. These figures show
a trend toward more milk and most
milk produets, more meat and poul-
try, eggs fats and sugars. People
todav also are eating more green
and yellow wvegetables, citrus fruit
and tomatoes, but less of many of
the other kinds of wegetables and
fruits, especially potatoes. A steady
drop in use of the grain products
is noticable.
