BULLET FATAL 
TO EX-MINER 
'Woman Says She Fired 
Shots To Fright en Him 
Is Held to $5,000 Bond 
A Wayland woman told county 

authorities that •the bullet which 
killed McKinley Parrigan, '10, re­
tired miner, ea,rly Saturday night 
was fired by her after her bedside 
prayer was interrupted by a, rock 
thrown against iher house. 

Mrs. Mary Allen, about 50, ex­
ecuted $51000 bond here Monday 
after waiving examining trial and 
after both rthe a.ttorney for tlhe 
CommonweaJ.th and defense coun­
sel had agreed on the Mnount of 
bail. 

Mrs. Allen, w'ho lives a1one on 
Steele's Creek, near Wayland, said 
she fired four shots to frighten 
Pa11·igan away. One of these, she 
admitted, "must have" struck the 
victim. 

Parrigan's body was 1 ate r 
found, 1\ace down, at the Allen yard 
gate. A .38-calibre revolver bullet 
had struck him in rthe back, ap­
proximately tJhree inches to the 
right of the spine and beneath the 
shoulder blade, had ranged tro the 
left and lodged about five inches 
below the left nipple. 

The shooting was unwitnessed 
except by .the principals, it was 
said here. 

Deputy coroner W. R. Callihan, 
in a sworn statement, said lhe wa.s 
called at 7:30 p.m., Saturrday and 
told of the shooting. He and 
COunty Judge Henry Stumbo went 
to 'Dhe Allen home and found Pru·­
r!gan lying, face down, at the 
gate, which is about 20 feet from 
the porch of tlhe I'CSidence. His af­
fidavit quoted Mrs. Allen as giving,

ENGINEERS TE L WHAT DAM 
MIGHT HAVE SAVED· VALLEY 

Flood control measures in the 
upper reaches of the Big Sandy 
river have passed the dream 
stage, Lt. Col. Harold E. Beaty, 
of the Army Corps of Engineers, 
Huntington, W. Va., indicated in 
a talk Tuesday night before the 
Pike County Chamber of Com­
merce. 

Col. Beaty discussed the status 
of the proposed John W. Flan­
nagan reservoir project near 
Pound, Va., and of the Fi htrap 
project in Pike county. He spoke 
with more than just a note of 
optimism. 

These two projects, both up­
stream from Pi.keville,are plan· 
ned to be links in a chai:a o:f 
flood-control dams which would 
prevent recurrence of the devas­
tation wJ:ought throughout the 
valley by the high waters of 
January, 1957. 

Referring to the Fishtrap Dam, 
Colonel Beaty declared, "I would 
say in all confidence that it is 
a reality," although no con­
struction funds as yet have been

appropriated by the federal gov­
er~unent. 

The Pound project, he pointed 
out, should be under construction 
within the next three months. 
Bids will be opened next Wed­
nesday, he said, for construction 
there of a concrete-lined diver­
sion tunnel, 804 feet lcog and 16 
feet high. This phase of construc­
tion, the value of which is ap­
proximately $1,200,000, is to be 
completed within 420 calendar 
days after receipt of notice to 
proceed. 

Colonel Beaty expressed confi­
dence that the Fishtrap dam al­
ready is assured, no !ng that core 
drilling for planning purposes is 
under way i:.."l two places at the 
site of the proposed dam. 

"Once it is started," he said, 
"the Fishtrap project will be oom­
pleted." and he expects to see it 
accomplished within the next four 
or five years. 

The Flannagan Reservoir, he 
said, "is ell assured." 

Preoonstruction planning for 
the Fisht11ap project, he said, is 
about 25 percent complete with 
costs to te of $81,693. The total 

1 cost of the project is estimated 
at $41,700,000. The net allotme:tt 

1 to date for n6W' work is $129,700.

Engineers were making a survey 
of that site this week, and its ac­
cessibility, view and roominess are 
said rto recommend it as a site for 
the lodge and possibly a number of 
vacation cottages. 

(Hemlock Point has been in use 
for the last few years as a picnic 
ground overlooking the lake and is 
reaehed by driving past the boat 
dock on the a-oad which dead-ends 
at the lake itself.)

The projected $73,000,000 sUper­
highway to the mountains of 
Eastern Kentucky passed the 
planning stage Friday when Gov. 
Bert T. Combs ordered the High­
way D€partment to proceed '\Yith 
construction. 

The road, leaving interstate 64 
at Winchester, will fork at Camp­
ton with the two prO';lgs leading 
to Pikeville and Whitesburg. The 
highway will enter Prestonsburg 
at Dingus street from a four-lane 
bridge. 

Extension of the two prongs 
of the highway to Pikeville on 
the one hand and to Whitesburg 
on the other are hitherto unre­
ported featuTes of the big road­
building program. 

Gov. Combs said plans call for 
full speed .ahead on the entire 
project with actual co•:1struction 
to start this year.

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East Kentucky Deserves Roads 
Because the Need Is Greater 

(McLean County News) 
There may be some, especially in this end of the state, who 

will take exception to Governor Combs' plan to build a 
two-pronged road into the mountain area of East Kent 

In recent months we have had personal skepticism about 
some of the road programs being undertaken. We wonde1 d if 
we are not spending too much of our substance for luxm ious 
roads and complicated interchanges, all so that people can et 
someplace a few minutes sooner for nothing in particular. 

During the campaign, I discussed this very idea with r. 
Combs. He did an excellent job of convincing me that sue is 
not the case in the mountain areas. 

Governor Combs .and other leaders from the mountain reas 
are firmly convinced that drastically improved roads ar. in 
absolute requirement for economic recovery of the mou tain 
region. 

They tell us that whenever they try to interest any pro pec:t 
in locati<,'lg an industry or business in the mountain r ion, 
they are immediately rejected because of their poor and u afe 
roads. And any one who has traveled the mourJtain roads very 
much can easily see how they might discourage an industrialist 
or business man. ParticuLarly one from the North or East, where 
most of them are from, and where they al'e used to good, new, 
fast roads. 

As Kyle Vance pointed out recently in the Courier-Journal, 
the average possible speed .on the Eastern Kentucky roads is 
33 miles per hour. Besides, they are so winding that distances 
are doubled or sometimes more, and they give a person unLa­
miliar with them a constant feeling of danger. 

Yes iwe are convinced that if any region in Kentucky needs 
roads, it is Eastern Kentucky. If Combs is willing to go all out 
to build them roads, we're behind him. All the way to Pike­
ville and Whitesburg, too. 

With Earle Clements as Highway Commissioner, we in West­
ern Kentucky ne!id have no fear of being mistreated . 

But, mol'e importantly, we need to rise above sectional con­
siderations. East Kentucky is still Kentucky, and many of our 
finest Kentuckians live there. We need to remember that what's 
good for them is good for all Kentuckians. With two or three 
exceptions, we'·re now blessed with reasonably good roads in 
the Green River valley. We should be thankful now if East 
Kentucky gets a good share of betteer roads. 

.Am:bitious, Accomplishable Program 
(Lexington Herald) 

If one aspires to the accomplishment of big things then one 
must think in big terms. Gov. Bert Combs, in his first m essage 
to the General Assembly, has outlined a program that calls for 
big thinking. At the same time, if the 18 suggestions t hat he 
made for a greater Kentucky are studied one by one, there is 
nothing that should stand in the way of their accomplishment. 

There can be no doubt that the time has come for Kentuc­
kians to "think big" if our state is to move forward and take 
its propel' place with other leaders in the Ulniop. While it is 
easy to set forth a program such as was presented to the legis­
lature, its implementation will take hard WQl"k and will call for 
the strong and w1.wavering support of all Kentuckians who 
want to see these things bro'..lght to pass. There will be many 
disagreements, and many agencies will feel that their wishes 
have not been given full consideration as the bills which will 
implement this big program begin to take shape; but all in all, 
the entire program can be put into effect and most of it during 
the current sessiqn if the General AISsembly :will but settle dov..rn 
and work hard on the problems. 

Gov. Combs took the only stand that he could in calling for 
a 3 per cent retail sales tax to provide the funds n eeded to ac ­
complish the suggested program. While the details of his tax 
program were not spelled out, enough was said to indicate that 
he considers an "across-the-board" l'etail sales tax as essential 
to the carrying out of his program. Between now and the time 
the final measure is presented for his signature every know:n. 
group or business will present "infallible" argumen ts why they 
should be exempted from the provisions of the tax. A few legi;;­
Jators will cry out against the imposition of any sales tax, and 
we may see the aisles of the ouse and Senate flOIWing with 
the tears of some representati es over the thought of taxing 
food, clothing and medicine. But, if the program set forth is 
to be carried out, even in part, at this session, then a sales tax 
that hits all alike must be passed. 

The governor told the membel's of both houses that they h ad 
a "moral obligation" to provide some payment to veterans. He 
based this on the some 38,000 majority given the bonus amend­
ment in the November election. There will be some who will 
disagree with this because of the fact that perhaps the full im­
port of the passage of the bonus amendment was not recognized, 
but with this majority there can be no m1staking the mandate, 
whether we like it or not. The governor faced this issue cou­
rageously and we may expect a bonus payment from the pro­
ceeds of the sales tax. 

Gov. Combs suggested "immediate and subst<:mtial" pay rises 
fol' the state's teachers and at the same time proposed a central 
school building authority to aid local construction. He also pro­
posed appropriations sufficient to set up an adeqttate agricul­
tw·al research center at the University of Kentucky. These are 
worthy projects and nothing should stand in the way of their 
accomplishment. 

'Ihe need of a merit system long has been apparent, and the 
governor has proposed the legislative adoption of such a pro­
gram during the current session. State groups h ave been giving 
earnest consideration to such a program, and it undoubtedly 
will be passed as the governor already has set aside the system 
put into force by gubernatorial decree last year. At the same 
time Gov. Combs has asked that "teeth" be put in the laws 
which forbid state employees from contributing to campaigns 
or being coerced into donations for any cause. Such laws have 
been on the statute books but they never have been enforced. 

Wider use a£ voting machines and corrections in the absentee 
voting privileges also are proposed, and both these p roposals 
are essential to good government and honest elections. The 
governor's wishes should be carried out. 

A proposal vital to the future of cities of the Commonw ealth 
also was offered by Gov. Combs. Cities and towns should be 
given authority to govern themselves and not be controlled iby 
the Laws imposed by those who are n ot familiar with urban 
problems. Legislators should appl'oach legislation sought by the 
cities with understanding and sympathy and concede that the 
representatives of urban areas perhaps may understand their 
problems better. Playing of politics and the aligning of cities 
against rural areas should h ave no place in government. By the 
same token the city representatives should give to rural r epre­
sentatives the same sympathetic unde.rstanding of their prob­
lems. 

Many of the things sought could be included in the proposal 
to revise the state odnstitution, but Kentucky can not stand 
still during. th_e ~nterval t hat is required to mak e these changes. 
Therefore, _It IS Imperative that as much legislation as possible 
to brm~ this new day to Kentucky be provided during the pres­
ent sesswn. 

The Governor's pr-oposals for broadenbg the program of the 
state parks by giving this governmental division the status of a 
departm~t should meet w:ith \Videspread approval. 'Ihe p arks, 
workmg m cooperation with the Department of Public Rela­
tions, can do much to increase the state's gross income. Out-of­
state visitors to our parks -will also help the program through 
the pa"yment of sales taxes similar to those they have in their 
owh, states. There are numeroll!S COJlservation proposals set 
forth in the package deal presented by Gov. Combs and later 
bills will give more details of his thinking along this line. His 
forestry program alone, with its collateriaJ program of conserva­
tion of soil and w.ater resources, can mean millions of dollars to 
the state. 

"I am confident these proposals will set us on a c01urse of 
progress in governmental services which the history of Ken­
tucky may judge and approve," Gov. Combs told the members 
of the General Assembly. There is mqch to gain and nothing t01 
los~ by the adaptio~ of his program. Kentucky can be made 
great through the s1mple process of big thinking and putting 
these big thoughts into action.

"It was then that r obtained

ing. 

"After obtaining their ad­
vanced studies, I was convinced 
that we could construct this ma­
jor breakthrough for E'astern 
Kentucky durinJg my term as 
Govemor. I endorsed the project 
and i7lcluded it in my speeches." 

Combs said he felt that people 
in other sections of Kentucky, 
knowing the need for good roads 
in the mouptains, would have no 
fuss with the project. 

"The 32-county area of our 
state is completely bypassed by 
the federal interstate highway 
program," the Governor con­
tinued.

Three breezy paintings of out­
doors scenes now adorn walls 
at Cru:dinal Hill Oonva!Jescent 
Hospital to enliven the days of 
the young patients there.

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Early State Funds Kept 
In Strongbox At Capitol 

Frankfo·rt, Jan. 14 - 'I1he entire 
fund of the Commonwealth of 
Kent.ucky was at one time kept in 
a small strongbox now displayed at 
!:'he Old State C&l}itol here. 

This valuable relic, no larger 
than the strongbox of the average 
family <today, was t r ansfe!1l:ed in 
1929 by the Oanh·m fa!hily of Scott 
county t<> the state mu~eum. of the 
Kentucky Histru·ical Society. Thus, 
Kentucky's first treasury was pre­
served for posterity. 

The original custodian of the lit­
tle mahogany box was John Logan, 
bhe first treasurer of Kentuoky. He 
served his st!a·te for 15 years, from 
1792 'Until 1807. Not much else is 
kno'Wll about Logan, whether w· not 
he was the same John L'0gan who 
was , second in command at st. 
Asaph's in 1779.

Drinking practices are funda­
meTJJtal parts of group cultures. 
From earliest history the literature 
of eveJ.·y ag·e recounts instances of 
drinking as an !lJCCepted custom in 
the soci3Jl and f.amily life of com­
munal tribes, states, kin2,d8rns and 
dcmoCit'acies. 

The pattern varies in different 
racial grcups. What is acceptruble 
drinking practice in one society is 
oon11Plete1y taboo in another. The 
use of wine by cihild~·en in France 
is commonplace. In the Untted 
S tates such usage is col11q)letcly u n­
acceptable. 

The incidence of alcoholism is 
so rare among· Jews it is negligible. 
There •rure so many Irish alcoholics 
it approaches a group hazard. 

Sociol'ogists have studied cultural 
and 1-acial characteristics seeking 
a key as to why some groups are 
alcoholism-prone while others ex­
hibit no addictive tendencies. These 
studies have produced interesting 
sbatistioa•l information but no real 
clue. 

Fra·nce leads the world in both 
annual per capita consumption of 
absolute '<l.ILcohol, (2.95 goallons) oand · 
i.n inoildence of alcoholism (5,200 
per 100,000 population aged 20 and 
over). Italoy is second in consump­
tion, (2.05 gallons) but is ninth in 
incidence of alcoholism (500 per 
100,000). The United States is third 
in alcohol consumption (1.66 gal­
lons), is second in alcoholism raote 
(3,!N>2 rper 100,000r). Sweden, seventh 
in com1.11mphlon ( 1.06 gallons per 
ca:pita), is third dn percentage of 
alooholics (2,580 .per 100,000). 

The statistica~ figures cleaa·ly 
prove -that a per centJage of in­
dividuals who dltink 'beconre h-.:um­
~ulloy addicted. The incidence of 
addiction varies with oountries, 
states and cities. No clea~· CJUt pat­
bern is estJabliShed other than ur­
ban rates are hig;her ·than rur~l. In 
the United States 5,000,000 of the 
70,000,000 who lndu1ge oa;re halmful 
to themselves and to society gen­
eral!~. 

P.unishment as a. crime has not 
solved .the problem. Prohibition of 
sale !has not solved it. Can public 
educartion solve it. 

The philosophy lliDderlying the 
efrorts of the Kentucky Commis­
sion on Allcoholism is based on the 
assumpti•on that onloy biY under· 
stMlding iby arll memibers of our 
society can the incidence of alco-­
!holism be l!'educed. The commission 
has •PUblished a booklet, "Some
