Louis Harkey Mayo, professor of 
law at the George Washington 
University, Washington, D. C., 
Tuesday night as be stood in Pres­
tonsburg's 3,500-s e at gymnasi'llm 
and addressed the 'high school's 
record graduating class of 141. 

He had inspected the new high 
school building and the huge, new 
gymnasium ,before beginning the 
Commencement address and was 
thinking back to the old high school 
he attended, the old, frame gym 
where he played basketball and the 
small senior class with which he 
graduated. 

Dr. Mayo did not offer advice, 
remarking, "If I knew specific 
things to tell you to do, I would put 
them into effect for myself." In­
stead, he pointed to trends of mod­
ern-day life, to the problems to be 
met and solved, and to individual 
responsibility. 

Technological advance, the one­
time Prestonsburg high school sa­
lutatorian and star athlete told the 
graduating class, is at the rate of 
too per cent every 10 years, but 
that does not necessarily mean we 
are making progress. "Technology 
can be 1\lsed to help the race on the 
one hand, or it· can be our destruc­
tion on the other," he added. 

He "wondered" if the mechani­
zation of business will tend to mech. 
anize lives. Dr. Mayo spoke of 
mass communication media, of in­
tricate IBM products as dispensers 
of information. "But." he told the 
graduating grouup, "what disturbs 
me particularly is a lack of reason­
Ing power on the part of students, 
not only in high school' but also in 
college . . . You are getting too 
much information, perhaps, too 
much irrevelant information. I 
would guess that In the futw·e we 
will have more on problem-solving 
and decision-making." •

District 4 was singled out for the 
first concentrated assault chiefly 
because of the large number of 
cases of TB found by the mobile 
X-ray units man survey, still .an 
important case-finding tool in Ken­
tuclcy. Any county that finds one 
case per UJOO persons X-myed has 
a TB problem. Eleven of the 14 
counties of District 4 exceed this 
figure and several counties during 
a good survey find over 5 cases per 
l',ilOO. 

Anotc1er factor which pinpointed 
District 4 for the first concentrated 
assault was the rJgh incidence of 
positive skin tests in the ·three 
counties that have conducted skin­
testing programs in schools. Tu­
berculosis tests Given to high school 
seniors in Floyd, Pike and Boyd 
counties showed increased sensi­
tivity rates. A rate of 25% in Floyd 
county is considered extreMely ser­
ious. A positive skin test indicates 
that t.."le pen,on tested has been in 
contact with someone who has ac­
tive tuberculosis, not that he him­
self, necessarily, has the c'isease. 

Dr. Magallon attributes the ser­
ious tuberculosis problem in Dis­
trict 4 to lack of health officer and I 
private physician coverage and 
shortage of health department fa­
cilities. She said that the local 
health departments in District 4 
do an amazingly fine job, consider­
ing their handicaps and problems.

Old Fort Harrod 
Was Kentucky "s 
First Settlement 

A visit to the state park at Har­
rodsburg, Ky., is a step into pioneer 
days. 

So aubhent!c is the reproduction 
of Old Fort Harrod, the first set­
tlement in Kentucky, and therein 
so many the crude utensils and 
pieces of furniture actually used 
by the first settlers, that the visi­
tors easily can imagine the stock­
ade is still surrounded by a wilder­
ness. 

Pioneer Memorial State Park in­
cludes the replica of the fort, the 
George Rogers Clark Memorial, the 
Pioneer Cemetery, the Mansion Mu. 
seum and the Lincoln Marriage 
Temple. 

In this fort, Ann Mc.Girty operat­
ed the first spinning wheel in the 
West; John Lythe preached the 
G-ospel; Squire Boone brother of 
Daniel, walked about -\vith a Bible 
in his hand; the first white child 
in Kentucky was born, and George 
Rogers Clark prepared to march 
into the Old Northwest. 

Blockhouses at the southwest 
and southwest corners of the log 
stockade are connected by cabins 
with roofs sloping inward. Within 
the cabins and blockhouses are 
pioneer relics - homemade wooden 
u t e n s i 1 s, hand-made furniture, 
crude agricultural tools, lanterns, 
dishes, spinning wheels, copper 
kettles beds, and many other items 
preser~ed by descendants of the 
early settlers. A cabin represents 
the first schoolhouse in the West. 

In another section of the park, 
a crucifol'IIl. brick temple shelters 
the Cll!bin in which the parents of 
Abraham Lincoln were married. 

Near the fort's entrance, fronted 
by a large bluegrass lawn, is a 
heroic granite bas-relief, a me­
morial to George Rogers Clark, 
showing Clark and his horse in a 
setting of pioneers. The memorial 
was dedicated by Franklin Roose­
velt. 

The Mansion Museum is a post­
colonial two-story brick house built 
in 1830 ·bY, Major James Tayl6r. On 
the first floor are the Lincoln 
Room, the Confederate Room and 
the George Rogers Clark Room, all 
with relics. On the second floor is 
the ·Shaker Room the Gun Room 
and the Music Room. 'Tihroughout 
the museum are displays. of Indian 
relics, historical and public docu­
ments.

The best way, as a rule, is to cast 
the surface lure out and not reel 
in-that Is, not until the ripples 
sent out by the dropping lure have 
completely disappeared; and some 
foxy anglers often wait several 
times this long before beginning to 
retrieve. Then, you can be scarcely 
said to retrieve, for all you do is 
twitch the lure very gently. with 
long pauses between most twitches 
(a mechanical monotony should be 
strictly avoided here as in all other 
retrieves for bass). You're trying 
to make the lure resemble some 
half-drowned or injured creature 
that is putting up a rather feeble 
struggle, often lhav!ng to rest. A 
bass, of course, ~ill almost never 
bite any object unless he thinks it's 
alive-but, smart as he is in ways, 
he thinks that anything \DOVing 
even a little, appm·ently of its own 
volition, must be alive. 

Surface lures are likely to do best 
just after daylight in the morning 
and again close to dusk~hen bass 
fishing is at its best an~how in a 
great majority of places and times. 

Most fishing is done from 15 to 40 
feet. 

iLa.ter in the summer, after the 
shad have grown to one to two 
inches, the angler will meet with 
much success by using a different 
method. 

Since white bass prefer\, 'sfllall 
food, anglers have devisea small 
dummy casting plugs onto. which ' is 
attaohed about three feet of leader 
material.

Teaching About 
Alcohol Is Big 
School Problem 
By Loqis M. Foltz, M.D., Chairman I 

Kentucky Commission on 
- Alcoholism I 

Not every Kentuckian !mows that 
for more than two generations 
schools oi the state have been re-I 
quired by law to teach boys and 
girls about alcoholic beverages. But 
there is evidence in latter ,·ears that 
a steadily increasing number of our 
younger citizens ·has better realiza- 1 
tion of the dangers inherent in 
ignorance of this subject than ever 
before. 

"The whole problem of what to 
teach about alcohol has perplexed 
school administrators and teachers 
for some time. Exer since 1945, 
there has been a strong·, new inter­
est in preventing alcoholism, spur­
l1ed by establishment of treatment 
programs for &lcoholics In most 
states," says Raymond G. Mc­
Carthy, in a publication of the 
Yale Center of Alcohol Studies. 

A major stumbling block in 
teaching about alcoholism in schools 
and elsewhere is in gaining general 
acceptance of the now established 
fact that alcoholism is a disease and 
that victims deserve to be treated 
as such, rather than as criminals. 

"Try as we will in our teaching 
to alleviate or to prevent the l>rob­
lems of alcohol, our attempts will 
h~.ve little effect until ~ociety it­
self looks into com;rnunity attitudes 
and practices toward the use of al­
cohol," says Mr. McCarthy, who 
recommends: 

"This much we can do in our 
public school.n: vrte can provide a 
channel for communicating present 
knowledge of alcoholic problems, 
that is, what scientists know and 
what all sorts of people believe and 
do. We can tell then that the school 
qoes not offer judgments or define 
rules of behavior in respect to al­
conol but that every student de­
rives these from his or her home, 
church and associates. 

"And we can express the hope 
that as the facts become better 
known, they will gradually moder­
ate attitudes and influence be­
havior for the best interests of so­
ciety, as well as of the individual," 
this authority concludes.

Built in the 1790's by Kentucky's 
first U. S. Senator John Brown . ' 
the house has the finest Palladian 
window in the Commonwealth. Tra­
dition has it that some architect­
ural plans suggested by Thomas 
Jefferson, under Wlh.om Brown read 
law, were incorporated into the 
house. 

The bricks for the structure were 
burnt on the estate. The timber, 
including walnut trim and olue ash 
flooring, was cut from a nearby 
forest. The window glass was 
brought by pack mule over the 
mountains from Virginia.
