When your puppy commits an er­

ror on your carpet or ruq;- and he 
will-go t him promptly and by 
the tone of your voice make it 
plain to him that he has made a 
grievous mistake. Scold him severe­
ly, place his nose in close proximity 
to the "crime," shame him and then 
take him outside. It will be too 
late but he will eventually get the 
idea. If he continues to repeat these 
errors scold him and gi·re him a 
sharp' slap across the rump with a 
folded newsoaper. It will not be 
!on!:( before the puppy will come to 
associate these v;all:s with doing his 
duty and your troubles in this re­
spect will be almost over. Always 
praise him when he takes care of 
his needs promptly. 

The next step is to accustom him 
to the leash. Teaching the young 
dog to lead is a simple matter, but 
he should first become familiar 
with the collar and leash. If you 
have more than one puppy. put 
collars on all of them. After they 
have become accustomed to the col­
lars, tie short pieces of rag to the 
collars. The puppies will tug against 
these streamers in play. This aids 
in accustoming the puppy to an 
attachment to. his neck. 

After your puppy has become used 
to his collar, see that it is tight 
enoug·h not to slip over his head 
and tie or chain him in a comfort­
able place where he cannot become 
tangled up or choke himself. Leave 
him to his own devices several times 
a day. He will soon stop his at­
tempts to break away and begin to 
realize that the leash or chain 
means that he no longer has his 
liberty. Learning to come when call­
ed by voice is next. 

Take the dog outdoors. Attach a 
light check cord 20 to 30 feet in 
length to his collar. Allow him to 
have a short romp. When his at- · 
tention is attracted to something 
else, call him by name and give the 
command "Come" or "Come here." 
If he responds, pat him, reward him 
with a tidbit and allow him to con­
tinue his romp, calling him to you 
at intervals. 

Presently he will become tired of 
having his pleasure interfered with 
and will refuse to come when order­
ed. Grasp the end of the cord. re­
peat the command "Come,'' pre­
faced by his name, and give the 
cord a sharp jerk. He will probably 
try to resist, but keep giving the 
command and a few sharp jerks 
may bring him to you. If he does 
not come, pull him to you in no un­
certain manner, repeating the com­
mand. Then reward him with a 
tidbit and caresses. Repeat this 
several times and stop the lesson. 

Never allow any type of lesson 
to last too long.

This is the tenth year in which 
a special emphasis has· been made 
on detection of diabetes in Ken­
tucky. In the previous drives, more 
than 1,000 new cases have been 
found each year. However, there are 
still an estimated 15,000 diabetic 
Kentuckians who have not yet been 
diScovered or treated. 

Diabetes is caused by improper 
action of the pancreas gland. This 
gland produces insulin which makes 
it possible for the body to use sugar. 
If the pancreas does not work cor­
rectly, sugar goes into the blood 
stream, then into the urine and is 
finally excreted as waste. 

Many of the early settlers of 
Kentucky, when it was a wilder­
ness, inhabited mostly by wild an­
im~ls and Indians, came first to 
Fort Boonesborough, which was 
established 1775, in what is now 
Madison county, on the south bal'\k 
of the Kentucky River, about two 
miles from Ford, Clark county. 
Among depositions given by pio­
neers at Boonesboro is one which 
bears the nrrme of Aquilla White, 
indicating tl1at he first reached

Through the U.S. Armed 
Forces Institute, he became a grad­
uate of Prestonsburg high in 1953. 
He was then 23 years old. 

Akers' first assignment was at a 
Norfolk, va ., radio school. Here, 
learning the fundamentals of com­
munication he had time to review 

' the careers of his father and three 
brothers in the service. Jake. his 
father, began the tradition of arm­
ed service for his sons when he 
,·erved two years in the Moro Insur­
rection in the Philippines. The na­
tives had to be subdued, for after 
Iibera tion of tlie islands they took 
on the United States and the newly­
established F i 1 i pi n o government. 
Jake saw two years of active ser­
vice in the southern archipelago. 

Archie Akers, brother of Bruce's, 
now an official of the Ryan Aer o­
nautical Co., at White Sands, N. 
M .. and in charge of certain missile 
testing procedures, spen t seven 
years in submarine service. Francis 
se1·ved four years, three months and 
12 days in World War II Navy. He 
1s now living in Texas. Still in the 
service is Paul W. Akers, the third 
brother, who is in the subma1·ine 
service aboard the USS Runner, 
based at Norfolk, Virginia. 

Jake, the father, can repeat with­
out any memoranda the years, 
months and days of their service. 
He knows their exact enlistment 
dates and notes with paternal pride 
that since 1938 there has been only 
a three-month period when one of 
his sons was not in service.

Approves Bond Issue; 
Great Need Is Cited 
B. F. Reed, chairman, Eastern 

Kentucky Regional Development 
CommiSSion, announced today that 
"the Commission has approved both 
the highway and parks bond :iS:sue 
and the constitution question be­
cause we have a special interest in 
them." He explained that "develop­
ment in our region, even more than 
in other places, requires the strong­
est possible programs of all kinds." 

Reed continued by saying "we 
must face up to the fact that our 
present constitution, WTitten for the 
needs of 1892, absolutely will not al­
low us to have the education, health 
and welfare and other programs de­
manded to meet today's problems 
in Eastern Kentucky. Wilh regard 
to the vote to be taken November 
8 however it needs to be repeated 
o~er and ;ver that this vote is not 
upon the constitution itself; it is 
only a vote for a convention to draft 
a limited number of changes which 
will then be submitted to our people 
for their vote to app.-ove or reject." 

The Commission's Chairman in­
dicated that a "most important fac­
tor" concerning road bonds, shows 
that we will severely drain state 
highway funds in the next two 

I years just to match available feder­
al funds which we certainly can't 
afford to lose. Therefore, Reed em­
phasized, "unless we provide bond 
moneys to match federal funds, we 
will not have funds for the local 
and area roads so essential to our 
econmny." 

The need. for bond money for 

I parks development is virtually un­
debatable, Reed asserted. "There 
is no other way to gain funds for 
the parks so basic to a tourist in-
dustry on which we base much of 
our determination to bring com­
merce and jobs to our region," he 
said. 

Chairman Reed strongly stressed 
that "a yes vote on the constitution 
and bond issue questions is a sound 
decision for Eastern Kentuckians­
a no vote will help to tie our hands 
in working realistically for develop­
ment. We of the Eastern Kentucky 
Regional Development Commission 
strongly urge all Kentuckians to 
vote yes on these t~o issues."
