The Kentucky Department of 
Hig·hways announced this eek it 
will call for bids in January for the 
construction of a U.S. 23 bridge 
across the Big Sandy River at Van 
Lear after receiving approval of the 
project by the U.S. Engineers and 
the secretary of the Army. 

The bridge, 800 feet long and 30 
feet wide, will also cross the Chesa­
peake & Ohio Railway Co. tracks. 
An existing railway-highway bridge 
nearby will remain, but will be used 
only for train traffic after the com­
pletion of the new bridge.

West Virginia Fugitives 
Seen Here, Saturday; Car 
Wrecked By Fleeing Men 
Search was being intensified in 

northern Floyd c o 'll n t .y today 
(Thursday) by Federal Bureau of 
Investigation. agents and other law 
enforcement agencies for two es­
capees from a West Virginia prison 
farm. 

It was definitely confirmed early 
today that the two wanted men, 
Allen Hensley, of Matewan, W. Va., 
and Silas Anderson, Grundy, Va., 
who escaped from a minimum se­
curity farm at Huttonville, W. Va., 
Friday, had been seen in Prestons­
burg, Saturday noon. They had 
been serving terms for a breaking 
and ente1ing offense committed in 
the Williamson area. 

The two men, who are said to be 
in their 20's, first appeared after 
their escape at Pikeville, Saturday 
morning when they wrecked a 
stolen 1953 Ford station wagon on 
U.S.23, north of town. Changing 
clothes and hiding their old cloth­
ing in a sewer line, they disap­
peared again for a few hours. At 
noon they were definitely identifi­
ed as being at Leake's Gulf Ser­
vice Station on Lake Drive here. 

One of the men, who has a tat­
tooed sword on his wrist, entered 
the Lake Drive-In restaurant in 
Preston::burg about 1 a.m ., Monday, 
and ate a hamburger. Polict>men 
Kelly Frasure and Frank Blackburn 
were in the place at the time but, 
not having been alerted to the two 
men's presence in the area, were 
not suspicious. Frasure said the man 
left the restaurant, walked off up 
the highway. He afterward learned 
that the tattooed man was one of 
the fugitives. 

Tuesday morning, Hansel Austin, 
of Paintsville, while hunting in the 
Fast Point section, came upon two 
men eating beside the road on Lit­
tle Paint Creek. They fled to the 
woodlands when they saw Austin 
with a shotgun. The Paintsville 
man reported the incident- to the 
Sheriff's office here but a search 
by deputies failed to find the eS·· 
capees. Wednesday afternoon a call 
from Auxier to the office of Sheriff 
Hershell Warrens reported that two 
suspicious-looking men. were in that 
neighborhood. Deputy Sheriff Joe 
Wheeler Lewis and others were 
looking for the men early today.

The rolled rock-fill dam will be 
250 feet high and 960 feet long. The 
work will also include the clearing 
of 110 acres and the construction of 
a 2,000-foot-long service road. Work 
will begin within 10 days after the 
contract is awarded and must be 
completed in 960 calendar days.

When 
the machines are first opened to 
voting the zeros showing that the 
machines are clear of previous vot- I 
ing will be visible.

Pike county and Pikeville busi­
nessmen have figur:J.tively rolled up 
their sleeves and built a $60,000 air­
port runway, accord_ing to Pete 
Janis, secretary of the county and 
city Chamber Commerce. 

"I guess we had more determina­
tion than sense," he remarked. The 
strip was built entirely with dona­
tions of materials, equipment and 
money. 

The new gravel runway replaced 
a grass landing strip. The old run­
way was short and had a dangerous 
mound. There were obstructions at 
either end, and drainage was poor. 

"We've taken down the trees, re­
moved the mound, and extended the 
runway to 3,000 feet," Janis said. 
"But the remarkable thing is the 
way the people of Pike county 
pitched in on a task that everyone 
said couldn't be done. There's no 
federal or state money in this field." 

Work was started on the runway 
early last month. When plans for 
borrowing some giant bulldozers fell 
through, members of the County 
Airport Boarq and the chamber got 
on the phone and started begging 
for equipment, gasoline, small bull­
dozers, gravel and money. 

Work started the following morn­
ing.

passes away. Just what it can be­
come as a building I do not know. 
It is genuinely fine, I will admit, 
and represents years of patient 
planning and thousands of dollars 
of wise spending. Into it has gone 
enough money to build eignt or ten 
ordinary, good houses in the sub­
urbs or in the city, houses that 
would be within fair reach of the 
pocketbooks of some of the county's 
richest people. Just why should 
such a mansion be built? I do not 
know the answer. 

Many years ago , in a county that 
I have known well , just as consoli­
dation of schools was becoming 
common, the county superintendent 
took great pride in building a new 
one-roomed schoolhouse right by 
the side of the main road of the 
county and only a mile and a half 
of an excellent twelve-grade county 
school. I wanted to say something 
ugly when it was being built, but 
I waited <>nly five years to see the 
new bmlding sold to a private own­
er; I often pass it today in my 
drives and wonder why the educa­
tion~tl leaders of that time did not 
see how wasteful it was to create 
a new district right under the nose 
of a well-established larger and bet­
ter one. Just this week one of my 
former students reminded me that 
his county, near by, had sixty-three 
schools <>nly a few years ago. Even 
as old a man as I could have walk­
ed across two or three of the small 
districts. Now the county has five 
centrally-located and good school 
buildings and is really doing an ex­
cellent work as a small, though not 
either poor or rich coupty. Some 
long-range planning has done 
wonders for that oounty in the half 
a century that I have known it. 
The "mansions" that have been 
built have some assurance of being 
needed and always useful. 

Some years ago, when river traf­
fic was definitely on its way out in 
my part of the state, the national 
government built a new lock on 
Green River that made the older 
ones looks shabby. Within a few 
years it was actually out of use; 
no boats came and went. Today it 
is "locked up," literally, for it would 
take days to reactivate the aban­
doned lock. If you want to go be­
yond the lock in a boat, you will 
have to haul it around as boats are 
hauled on "tote roads" in Maine. 
The lock itself is as useless as the 
abandoned canals in the states im­
mediately north of us, canals that 
had a very short life in their com­
petition with railroads. 

If I were a sociologist, I would 
enumerate a long list of efforts to 
bolster up some passing institution, 
just after it was a foregone conclu­
sion that there was no future for it. 
Imagine our trying, rigl1t now, to 
develop a better breed of work 
mules or, even better, a better type 
of plow oxen! Or suppose we asked 
for a few millions to aid tall-corn 
growers! How easy to subsidize some 
dying institution that everybody 
knows is doomed! Of course, it is 
sad to think that even what we most 
love and cherish is of the earth 
earthly and will go down in the 
struggle. But pump-priming and 
artificial respiration will merely 
prolong the life of something that 
will die of old age anyway. It is 
easy to dream of some greatnes-s 
that used to be and let ourselves be 
dropped in our own time.

Against Georgia we had our best 
pass defense of the year ; and the 
forward pass beat us. This paradox 
is easy to explain. One of our half­
backs twice committed the cardinal 
sin of pass defens~he let a re­
ceiver get behind him. Outside of 
these two crucial errors, Georgia 
could do little with the passing 
game. 

Their fine quarterback, Francis 
Tarkenton, completed six passes for 
67 yards, but three of those com­
pletions were behind the line of 
scrimmage. The two scoring passes 
were good for a total of 44 yards, 
so for the rest of the nigh t Georgia 
gained only 23 yards by air. Tark­
enton h ad his poorest game of the 
season in total passing yardage and 
number of completions. That, I 
submit , is terrific pass defense.

Our errors were in three areas­
first, fumbles, pass interceptions, 
and penal ties; second, confusion 
caused by trying to do too much 
with the wild card rule; and third, 
failing to take adv:mtage of the 
openings Georgia left us. 

Our mistakes had a direct bearing 
on their three scores. On the first 
Georgia touchdown-the only drive 
they were able to generate-a use­
less piling-on penalty gave them 15 
critical yards, from the Georgia 46 
to the K entucky 39. 

Next, a poor pass from center 
and a fumble by the punter gave 
Georgia the ball on our 13.

Nearly 5,000 post office buildings 
have been constructed since the 
launching of the department's mod­
ern improvement program by Post­
master General Arthur E. Summer­
field shortly after his appointment 
to this position by Presfdent Elsen­
hower in ~953 . 

From January, 1953, through Au­
gust, 1960, 106 new postal facilities 
were constructed in Indiana. These 
include new post offices, branches 
and stations; also garages and par­
cel post annexes. The number for 
Ohio for the same period was 199, 
and for Kentucky, 76. These three 
states comprise the Cincinnati Reg­
ion of the Post Office Department, 
with almost 4!1,000 employees.

Winter doesn't necessarilY mean 
dirty milk. Too often when the milk 
cow is housed in the barn the milk • 
becomes dirty, and not desirable 
for use. 

Clean milk should be the goal 
of everyone with a milk cow. Some 
factors .that will help keep dirt out 
of milk are discussed below: · 

Clip flanks, bellies, udders and 
tail now and a.gain in mid-winter. 
Wash udders with clean warm wat­
er before milking and then wipe 
dry. 

Milk with clean hands and use 
clean utensils . Wash milk bucket 
and strainer with a chlorine solu- . 
tion to kill all bacteria. 

Proper bedding 'Will help keep 
cows clean. Also clean barn lot, 
lanes and barns will help keep dirt 
out of milk. Dirty milk will be the 
result of dirty cows. Milk is a per­
fect place for bacteria to grow. No 
matter how clean milk .seems there 
will be some bacteria present. For 
this 1·eason a home pasturizer would 
be a good investment for any family 
using raw milk. They are easy to 
operate and the health protection is 
well worth the cost involved. 

CORN MOTH 
Each year farmers lose thousands 

of dollars worth of corn due to the 
corn moth or weevils . In the spring 
when the damages is noticed it is 
too late to do much about it. 

The first step in cutting down on 
this loss is to start with a clean 
crib. Before any new corn is put in 
the crib, do a complete cleaning job, 
by removing all old corn, sacks. 
cobs and other odds and ends. 
Sweep clean and spray with Mala­
thion, thoroughly. 

After the corn is cribbed, spray 
the side and top of the corn with 
Malathion at the rate of one pint 
of 57 % emulsion concentrate in five 
gallons of water on each 1,000 bush­
els of corn. 

Don't wait until next spring be­
fore thinking about controlling 
weevels in corn. 

PULLETS OR HENS 
This is a reminder for anyone who 

is keeping both old hens and pul­
lets. They should be kept separated. 
This will cut down on diseases and 
parasite problems. t will also show 
which group is laying the most 
eggs. 

Where only one house is avail­
able, a wire partition will do the 
job. 

By keeping the two groups sepa­
rated. some important facts should 
be seen. Pullets will usually lay 25% 
more eggs than old hens. A larger 
percent of hens will die, and feed 
cost per dozen eggs will be higher 
for hens.

"The re­
cruitment of students for state ser­
vice is something that hasn't been 
done to any extent in the past, and 
we are eager to make such a pro­
gram succeed," he said. 

"We are interested in a wide va ­
riety of educational baclq~rounds," 
Banks said, "but we are primarily 
interested in business majors, such 
as accounting, economics and sta­
tistics, and majors in the social 
sciences, such as psychology, social 
work, sociology and political sci-
ence." 

"We are always looking for engi­
neers," he added.

Kentucky State College on October

Banks said the recruiting program 
for high school graduat es would 
begin in the spring. "OUr greatest 
shortage of skilled employees is 
stenographers," Banks said. "Any 
high school graduate who has taken 
shorthand is qualified for a steno­
grapher job ." 

Banks noted that many other 
state jobs were open to high school 
graduates, S'lch as revenue investi­
gator, polite trooper, clerk typists, 
junior dr[:flsman 'and dental aide. 
The average beginning salary for 
high Echool graduates is $220 a 
month. 

The beginning monthly salaries 
for college graduates range from 
$324 to $436 a month, though in 
some instances the top salary re­
qu ires a degres, plus a year of ex­
perience. 

Regional Association 
Formed To Coordinate 
State, Federal Remedies 

Kentucky and eight other stat es 
affected by the economic and social 
problems of the Appalachian region 
have formed an association to co­
ordinate local , state and federal 
remedies. 

This was accomplished at the 
Conference of App:1!achian Gover­
nors at Lexington. Chairman was 
Governor Bert Combs of Kentucky, 
a state which already has made 
progress in attacking the problems 
of mountainous areas. 

Other stat es entering the associa­
tion are Tennessee, A 1 a b a m a, 
Georgia, North Carolina, Virginia, 
West Virginia, Pennsylvania and 
l\.1: a r y 1 a n d. Representatives from 
New York and South Carolina said 
they were in sympathy with the 
purposes of the meeting. 

To alleviate economic depression 
in the Appalachian areas, Combs 
said, federal participation is neces­
>ary. The problems are too great 
to be handled effectevely by local, 
state and regional leadership alone. 

Other governors at tending were 
Luther H . Hodges, North Carolina; 
Buford Ellington, Tennessee; J. 
Linds:-ty Almond, Jr .. Virginia, and 
Millard Tawes, Maryland. 

The conference resolved to sup­
port creation of major economic fa­
cilities such as key roads and water 
cont rol projects. It also voted in 
favor of comprehensive state and 
regional programs in such fields as 
forestry, agriculture. mineral re­
sources. tourist travel, industrial 
and community developmen t, educa­
tion_ health and welfar e_ 

K entucky Lt. Governor Wilson 
w . t t said the two fundamental 
needs of the Appalachian r egion are 
roads and water control. He said 
that state and federal ~overnments. 
instead of spending millions in di­
rect relief should devote th ese sums 
to helping people help th emselves.

During the 
decade of the SO's, the iron casket 
became such a tourist attraction 
each time a river packet landed at 
Hanging Rock to take on pig iron, 
that relatives of Mr. Ellison had the 
remains removed from the iron 
casket and buried elsewhere. 

DEVIL JOHN'S CASKET 
Speaking of caskets reminds of 

how Devil John Wright provided for 
his interment when he was old and 
his feud days were over. Ee lived 
on Bold Camp Creek, Wise county, 
Va., just over :Pound Mountain 
from the present town of Jenkins. 
He was in his late eighties and, in 
preparation for death, had been 
baptized. 

AfteJ: that he picked out a giant 
walnut tree on the farm and had it 
sawed into lumber. A local carpen~ 
ter dressed the boards and put the 
casket together. When Wright died 
his remains were placed in it and 
he was laid to rest on the Bold 
Camp farm where he had spent his 
last days in peace.

Instances right now of deferred 
action are two letters on the desk. 
One is from May W. Layne, 1067 
Hamilton Ave., El Centro, Calif. She 
inquires for information, pictures if j 
possible and copies of articles ap­
pearing in 'The Times on James 
Shannon Layne and his grandson, 
Moses Santford Layne. 

Another letter is from Mrs. Frank 
B. Spaulding, Norfolk, Conn., rel­
ative to the Scalf family of South­
eastern Kentucky. Melvin Scalf, a 
nephew by marriage to Mrs. Spauld­
ing, is a native of Lily, Knox coun­
ty. Kentucky, but Jives now in Con­
necticut. Mrs. Spaulding is helping 
on a Scalf genealogy for her neph­
ew. Melvin is a son of Daniel and 
Betsy Jones Scalf. It is presumed 
that all the Southeastern Scalfs are 
descendants of Peter Scalf, early 
settler of Knox county_ He was a 
brother of Britain Scalf. whose fam­
ily migrated to Johns Creek in the 
1840's after the father. Britain, was 
killed by a falling tree while work­
ing on a road in Russell county, 
Virginia. 

Britain ana Peter Scalf were sons 
of John Scalf, Revolutionary sold­
ier, of North Carolina. John is 
found in the 1810 Census of Floyd 
county, Kentucky, but died in Vir­
ginia. Evidently he didn't like early 
Floyd county and returned to Vir­
ginia where he had migrated earl­
ier.

Enforcement Promised 
On Auger Mine Laws; 
Complaints Are Lodged 

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 24 (Spl,) 
Strict enforcement of the state law 
regulating auger and strip mines 
has been promised by the Kentucky 
Strip Mine and Reclamation Com­
mission. 

Numerous complaints have been 
received that some operators are 
flagrantly violating the Kentucky 
statutes governing the operation of 
these mines, according to J. 0. Mat­
lick, Commissioner of Conservation 
and chairman of the commission. 

"The commission," Matlick said, 
"is charged with the responsibility 
of enforcing the law and regula­
tions governing these operations, 
and it intends to bring about full 
compliance as quickly as possible.'' 

The chairman's statement came 
following a meeting of the commis­
sion here, at which plans were made 
for regulating auger and strip min­
ing operators as provided under the 
statutes. Other members of the 
commission are Henry Callis, di­
rector of the Division of Strip Min­
ing and Reclamation, Frankfort, and 
Ambrose Mandt, chief of the De­
partment of Mines and Minerals, 
Lexington. 

Under the state law, operators 
must first obtain a permit from the 
division. Before the permit can be 
issued, however, they must file with 
the division a map showing the lo­
cation and area of the land to be 
affected. They then pay certain 

I basic fees and post bond. 
Any violator who violates any 

provisions of the state Jaw is sub­
ject to stiff penalties. 

Commissioner Matlick said that 
at a meeting of the Strip Mine and 
Reclamation Commission held in 
September, the director was re­
quested to notify by ·letter all op­
erators of record who had failed to 
comply with the statutes, calling at­
tention to the particular areas in 
which they were in non-compliance, 
and urging them to take the neces­
sary steps to bring about full com­
pliance immediately. 

"It had been brought to our at­
tention that some operators are 
stripping coal·without permits," he 
said. "We believe an operator should 
not attempt to operate a strip or 
auger mine without a permit for 
the same reason he would not op­
erate an automobile without a li­
cense," he added. 

"We realize that coal mining is 
important to the economy of Ken­
tucky," Commissioner Matlick con­
tinued, "and we want to do every­
thing we can to co-operate with all 
auger and strip-mine operators. We 
have field men assigned to the areas 
to assist them in carrying out ap­
proved reclamation practices."

Music has been named fire 
control supervisor for 50 counties in 
Western Kentucky.
