The Morgan county ftree nursery
at Woodsbend, seven miles from
West Liberty, was dedieated Satur-
day, Established by the Kentucky
Division of Forestry last year, it
is now in production.

Wilson Wyatt, one of
the state’s chief proponents of for-
erstry and a sponsor of the Morgan
county farm was guest speaker. He
was accompanied to Woodsbend by
Gene Butcher, director of the di-
vision. Bill Dingus, superintendent
of the farm, was eonductor of a
tour of the seedling farm,

Wryatt, in his speech Safurday,
advocated reforestation of Eastern
Kentucky hills and outlined the ad-
vantages accruing from setfing
trees. The Woodstand nursery will
produce 9.000,000 seedlings annual-
ly.

Already the nursery has 120 500-
foot beds of free seedlings growing,
and Superintendent Dingus said he
hopes to have eight to nine million
seedlings ready for distribution to
landowners by next spring.

strength to the outside.

They had two men on both our
flankers. damaging our outside at-
fack. both nassing and running, We
simply weren’t .strong enough to
oo. up the middle and foree them
to pull their defense in.

In the face of this. two of our
fine sophomores—auarterback .Jerrv
Woolum and end Tom Hutchinson
~—led the drive to our touchdown |
and in snother drive that barely
missed ecoine all the way.

Racked on our own ld-yvard line,
