Upheld by High Court 
On Manslaughter Charge

lVhy is Kentucky losing Its popu­
lation? -(Judy Ball, Bardstown). 

Kentucky showed a population 
increase in 1960 of only 93,350, or 
3.2 per cent over the 1950 census. 
This is much below the national 
gain of 18.5 per cent. Since Ken­
tucky's biTth 'rate matches the na­
tional rate of 24 per 1,000 popula­
tion, it is apj)S!rent that thousands 
of Kentuckians are leaving the 
state. The reasons for this migra­
tion are many, but the greatest 
s1ng1e cause 1s the desire for oe~;­
·001· economic conditions. Because 
Kentucky's per captt:I. ihcome is 
only two-thirds that of the national 
figw·e, Kentuckians are leaving the 
state for !higher income areas of 
the North.

Nature Trails

STORY OF KING CORN 
Corn is today the king of all 

crops grown in America, yet it 
was unknown to the white race 
until Columbus fotmd it growing 
in Cuba, in 1492. Its origin has 
never been solved! You may often 
find wild oats, wild rice, wild 

" 'ld grasses, but never any Wl 

corn." Plant corn among the 
weeds ~nd it will be sickly and 
never mature. Corn has to be cul­
tivated! 

There is some historical evi­
dence that corn was grown at 
least four thousand years ago by 
t h e prehistoric Mound builders 
and the cliff-dwellers of North 
America. Corn became the back­
bone of existence for the various 
Indian tribes scattered 1 rom 
coast to coast, and! from Canada 
into South America. It was the 
builder of the marvelous civiliza­
tions of the Aztecs, Mayas and In­
cas. These advanced Indian tribes 
of Central and South America 
were specialists in growing maize, 
and they set records that have 
never been surpassed by modern 
.farmers! What a pity that the 
Sp a n ish conquerors destroyed 
their civilization! 

Columbus penned in his \Jour­
nal, on Nov. 5, 1492: "There is a 
grain they call mahiz, which is 
well tasted, bak<ed and dried and 
is also made into a flour." 

He took some corn grains back 
to Spain, where the people grew 
it in their gardens mainly out of 
curiousity. Columbus never lived 
to realize he had made one of the 
m ost remarkable discoveries of 
all t ime, a discovery that was to 
m ake America the greatest agri­
cultural nation on earth. It was 
great deal of land sown with a 
the discovery of Zea Maize, or 
Indian Corn, destined to be hailed 
as "King Corn" in more recent 
times. 
Tod~y our coun~ produces a 

bumper crop of three billion 
bushels yearly, and plants around 
100,000,000 acres in corn! There 
are so many fine foods and pro­
ducts made from corn, and its 
various parts, like blades, stalk 
and cob, that scientists are work­
ing around the clock t o discover 
still new and more wonderful 
things from maize. 

It is certain that Indian corn, 
or maize, h{ld its origin in the 
New World, probably in Central 
America. The w ord "corn," as 
used in the Bible and ancient 
writings, means a seed or grain, 
and was applied to wheat, rye 
and barley. It w as not the same 
as the maize found by Columbus. 
This, is made clear by Jesus in St. 
John 12:24, where he says, "Ex­
cept a corn of. wheat fall into the 
ground and die, it abideth alone: 
but if it di.e, it bringeth forth 
m uch fruit."

the underlying neighborly atti­
tudes that all of us nave, even 
though, in the rush away from 
the compact old neighborhoods, 
we sometimes seem to have given 
up most of our early customs and 
manners. Just as in Fidelity at its 
best, faculty women, church 
women, and miscellaneous friends 
of the distressed family did 
everything tbey could to help 
soften the tragic blow. It-seemed 
to me that I had suddenly waked 
up in Fidelity as I knew it and 
that the intervening half century 
just did not count. In spite of our 
seeming coldness, we are not 
nearly as sophisticated as we pre­
tend to be. Hlaving left our com­
pact little Fidelities, where every­
body literally kne~ everybody 
else, we sometimes feel that much 
of what we once knew is old­
fashioned and out-of-date. I will 
admit that it is old-fashioned to 
be so neighborly and so interested 
in neighborhood affairs, but I 
hope that this older custom will 
be a long time a-dying. We used 
to say that you could take a boy 
out of1 the country but that you 
could not take the country out of 
the boy. Like a lot of folk sayings, 
this has a grain of deep truth. 
When trying times come, we re­
vert to what we used to be; and 
it is commendable that sorrow 
among our friends is one of those 
times. If we ever become so so­
phisticated that we will take the 
death of a friend as casually as 
we seem to take many lesser 
events, I hope that it will be af­
ter I am gone and foi·gotten.

can't seem to have r.ny luck with 
a home garden? Your problem may 
be that you're depending on luck 
rather than a plan-and good 
planning is the secret to success 
in home gardening. 

Why do gardens fail? Too much 
guesswork, not doing things at the 
right time, and a -general lack of 
planning ahead usually cause gar­
den failure-not bad luck. Busy 
people often forget; a schedule v.ill 
remind you what to do when in 
the garden. 

First, you should plan what to 
plant. Think about the vegetables 
your family likes and needs in 
their diet. Then decide on the 
amount of each that v.111 be need­
ed for u.se when fresh or for pres­
ervation. Determine the number 
feet of row you should plant to 
provide this amount . 

Next, make a schedule of what 
to plant, when to phnt, how much 
to plant, etc. You'll want to make 
several plantings of some veg­
etables, so you'll ihave them fresh 
from the garden all through the 
growing season. Avoid guesswork, 
too, on plant spacing and on how 
and when to control insects and 
diseases. 

Your county extension agent has 
University of Kentucky garden 
publications that will help you plan 
a garden schedule and answer 
many of your questions. Ask at 
your local Extension office for 
UK circular 539A, "Home Garden­
ing for Better Living;" Garden 
Service Letter No. 2, and UK Leaf­
let 220, Home Garden Calendar for 
Kentucky; no charge is made for 
these publications. Also ask a bout 
enrolling in the Family Garden 
Improvement Program.
