EAST McDOWELL KENNEL OWNER
BREEDS BEAR, WILD BOAR HOUNDS

Bennie Moore, of East McDowell,
never engaged in @ ‘bear hunt or a
wild boar chase but he breeds
champion dogs for those who do.

The greatest dogs in the world
for bear, bobcat, wild boar and
‘coon are Plott hounds, dog breed-
ers say. Of the four top champions
in the United States, Moore owns
two of them.

He ships dogs to California, Ore-
gon, Washington, south to Florida,
north to Canada and has traveled
hundreds of thousands of miles to

attend Plott hound field events. He .

has served as president -of the Na-
tional Plott Hound Association and
is now a director.

The Plott hound is an unusual

dog with an intriguing history. It |

is probably fewer in numbers than
any other breed of hounds. That is
partially due to the tight-lipped, old
German family which brought the
basis of the stock to America.
Jonathan Plott, resident of; Ger-
many and o ‘hunter of wild |boars
there, came to America in 175¢ with
a few of his best dogs. Thef dogs
were known as European wild boar
hounds. He settled in Western North
Carolina and refused to breed) them
with jany other dogs. Plott’g does
became famous as bear anfl boar
hunters because they werg 'fast,
courageous and strong.
Jonathan Plott died in 1780 and
his son Heray took over '

H. D. Pitzpatrick, Jr., of Pres-
tonshurg, ber of the FEastern
Kentucky State College board of
regents, figured prominently in a
lively tweshour session of the Coun-
cil on Public Higher Education at
L Frankforf, Tuesday.
|  The €ouncil is composed of the
president of the University of Ken-
tucky, the presidends of the five
member of the
board of regents of each of the state
colleges, fthree¢ members of the
hoard of trustees of the University,
two members of the State Board of
Bducation, the dean of the College
of Education at the University and
the Superintendent of Public In-
struction. The discussion conducted
by this group was concerned main-
ly with the report filed recently
with Governor Combs by the Gov-
ernor’'s Commission on the Study of
Public Higher Education, and par-
ticularly with that portion of the
Commission’s report 'which recom-
mended a master board of control
be set up fo eonduct research and
long-range planning and to coordi-
nate higher learning in the state.

Such a board would, in effect,
leave presidents of the University
and the five state colleges to ad-
ministration of their respective in-
This plan has drawn
heavy fire from the presidents of
these institutions, and again the
subject occupied much of Tuesday’s
session.

“We have mnever before heard
where in Kentucky (he Farmers
and Geans lived but felt it was
close together as neighbors.

1825, would haye been aboui'17
when son John was born in Ken-
tucky, 1842. We know nothing of
son Harry but he would have been
the only one o carry the Gean
family name if e had a family. We
do know Sarah, Efferela, Henry,
John and Adeline came to Illinois
but nothing of the others. We Know
about their families here.

“We have mo proof about' old
Acie Farmer and his wife ex-
cept the stories their descendants
fell. He still has a granddaughter
living at age of 90.

duced midgets.

Dwarf production, says Dr. Mar-
tin can not be corrected by feed-
ing or medication. It can be de-

feated only through “progeny test-
in2” or by using “sons of sires” that
have been prozeny tested and found
[to be dwarf free.

Dr. Martine +says that now all
breed associations have a program
to combat dwarfism. They are urg-

ing all breeders to be completely

honest in dealing with fellow breed-
ani-
mals or ecalves from known “car-
riers” for breeding purposes.

The more progressive purebred
breeders, Dr. Martin says, are pro-
geny testing and cleaning up their
herds and offer for sale only those
bulls with which they ecan supply
a dwarf-free guarantee.

Dr. Martin warns all Eastern
Kentucky beef producers ito secure
such e guarantee with any breed-
ing stock they may purchase.

CORN PRODUCTION

Lexington, Ky.—Is there a pos-
sibility that Kentueky farmers
could benefit by producing more
white corn? Yes, say D. M. Shuffett
and Clyde T. Bates, UK Experiment
Station economists. For instance:
In a 20-year period, Bates discov-
ered in a check of price records,
white corn ranged anywhere from
20 cents to 30 cents a bushel higher
in price than yellow eorn.
