'OLD DEBT' PAYME T 
BOND ISSUE 
TO AMORTIZE 
DEBT PLANNED 

Magill's Help Sought 
As Debt Reorganization 
Plan Gets Consideration 
Clear of bonded indebtedness for 

the fir::t time in more than 2'5 
years, the Floyd fiscal court last 
week consi.dered and gave approval 
to a pla.n to take on a new bonded 
debt in order to pay off tm old 
floating indebtedness. 

Bri~fly, the plan is to issue re­
funding bonds to pay off a float­
ing debt which was estimated "in 
excess of $65,000." 

Resolutions adopted by the court 
called for issuance of refunding 
bonds and reorganization of the 
debt structure of the county. The 
resolutions also petitioned D. M. 
Magill, state local finance officer, 
to approve issuance of the bonds 
and to J1clp plan debt reorganiza­
tion. 

Three of the four mal6istrates 
yoted for the resolution. These are 
Johnnie Caudill, Zeb OUsley and 
Fred Conn. Magistrnte Grover C. 
Holbrock abstained from voting. 
IIe exphined he was not opposed 
to the pl~n but that he abstained 
because his term of office will soon 
expire. 

County Attorney Robert S. Well­
man oppo::ed the pl:m. 

The resolutions adopted point 
out that: 

1. The flOG.ting debt constitutes 
a valid claim against Floyd county 
for materials, supplie~: and services 
furnished. • 

2. A large percentage of' the in­
debtcdne')S was incl!rrcd to carry 
on the hoccessary governmental 
functions of the county.

Engineering Firm Head, 
Former City Council111an 
Victim At Home Tuesday 
Jerry Arthur Hager, 57, owner of 

the Hager Engineering Company 
and former Prestonsburg C i t y 
Councilman, died of a heart at­
tack suffered at his home here 
about 10 o'clock Tuesdo.y night. He 
was dead on arrival at the Pres ~ 
tonsburg General hospital. 

The fatal seizure was wholly un­
expected and came as a s~ock to 
Mr. Hager's many relatives and 
friends. He had been bowling, earl­
)er in the evening, and apparently 
had not suffered from a heart ail­
ment. The attack came shortly af­
ter his return home. 

A native of Mineral, Kansas, he 
was a son of the late Jerry Walker 
Hager and Marcella Tygart Hager. 
His family moved to Kentucky 
when he was eight years old, and 
he had resided in Prestonsburg 
about 40 years. He had been as­
sociated with the coal business 
most of this time as an engineer, 
and at one time he operated a 
l!line. Mr. Hager was a member of 
the Community Methodist Church 
e.nd for years had l:r~en a.ctive in 
churdh work as a Sunday School 
teacher. He also was a member of 
Zebulon !l.iasonic lodge.

A wire which can he easily coiled 
has been dr~~wn from the new sup.­
er-conductor, the new material at 
liquid helium temperotures <minus 
452 degrees Farenhelt) has con­
ducted 100,000 amperes of electrical 
current per square centimeter in 
a moderately high magnetic field 
(30,000 gauss.) 

The performance of' this wire 
may be roughly equated with op­
eration of a household electrical 
appliance at about 100,000 watts 
from a normal sire (110 volt) wall 
outlet.

Reside :Jets ef the Melvin section 
report a pl:J.gue of millipedes-only 
they do not call them that-which 
is probably the most annoying of 
its kind to be experienced in th~ 
county. 

The m.illlpedes-th:>.t's wh1.t Dr. 
Lee Townrend, head of the Depa~­
ment of Entomology, University of 
Kentucl:y, called them-are known 
locally a-s "thousand legs." In the 
Melvin area they h a v e been 
scooped up by the shovelful, and 
one repo!'t sa.id those killed by set­
ting fire to them after drenching 
them ·with gasoline were carted 
away by wheelbarrow. Yet another 
report said a grave wa-s dug there 
recently and t'hat the millipedes 
were present in the earth the full 
depth of the grave. 

The specimen submitted to Dr. 
Townsend f o r identification is 
identical with the well-known 
"thousand leg" variety except that 
it is sn-mllcr. For control of' the pest 
he Tecommended the following in­
secticide formula1: 

Use 5% granu~ted neptachlor or 
r>.ldrin at tl1e ra of 20 pounds per 
home; spread a 10-foot baad

cation may be required within a 
month. 

The people of Melvin have tried 
all other kin<ls of insecticides with­
out success, it was st>,ld. 

County Agent Robert Jones 
pointed out that the millipede does 
not bite or sting or damage furni­
ture but does eject a fluid which 
stains nnd also has an offensive 
odor. 

The Auxier &.nd Auxier ro..1.d sec~ 
tion suffered a similar plague but 
on a lesser scale, a few years ago. 

The county agent said millipedes 
ususJly come out of wooded areas 
in the fell and go into houses, 
seeking shelter for the coming 
v;inter. He admitted the situation 
at Melvin is unusual. Since light 
attracts these pests, he suggested 
tha.t ~10useholders should not u:re 
porch lights after dark any more 
than necessary. 

Some have expressed t:':le theory 
tha.t the abnormally wet summer 
has resulted in the appearance of 
the m!llipedes, but the rainfall has 
been geneml over the county and 
no other community has suffered 
from the millipede plagu~not yet, 
anyway.
