Fharlie Milley was permitted to
enter a pl=a of guilty Monday to
the charge of wilful murder filed
against him. for the revolver slay-
ifg here a few months ago of Dep-
uty Sheriff Wesley Fannin, and 4
circuit court jury gquickly set his
penalty at lifé imprisonment.

It was the second attempt by the
46-year-old Miller to enter a guilty
| plea. At the September court term
he sought an ‘“agreed” verdiet of
life imprisonment, but at that time
relatives of the slain man held out
for a full trial and a possible death
penalty.

TEEN MARKET
STUDIED HERE

$5,822,000 Is Spent
In Floyd, Is Estimate
Of Commerce Chamber

Special to The Times

New ¥York, N. Y. Nov. 27—How
big is the teen-age market in
Floyd ecounty? How much is spent
locally each year for food, clothes,
beauty care, entertainment and the
other meeds and wants of teen-
agers by them and their parents?

Based on the latest figures
amounts to no less than $5,822,000.

Most parents of teen-age chil-
dren would be unable to state just
how much their particular costs
are in this direction. They have
never figured them out.

A guide to what they amount to
at each feen-age stage  is con-
tained in surveys and stidies made
by the U. 8. Chamber of Com-
mence, by the Bureanwof Labor
Statistics and by U 8. News and
World Report. § B

They show that the costs go up
rapidly as children get older. It
takes twice @as much, for example,
to support @& 15-year-old as it 'does
an iafant,

The Chamber of Commerce re-
ports that the consumption of food,
milk, soft drinksy chewing gum
and candy inereases until it reaches
a peak in the late teens.

As to <clothing, the pattersy 'is
similar exceépt that the change is
most marked when the child en-
ters into his teens.

During the five and a half
months of the pilot food stamp
program operation in this county a
total of $400,613 in food stamps has

been added to the local economy, |

Carl R. Horn, supervisor of the
stamp program here, said last week.

The figures released by Mr. Horn
covered the period from inception
of the pregram on June 1 till No-
vember 15. Of the $400,613 total,
$300,038 was an expense borne by
the federal government. The re-
maining $100,575 represents the
total paid by those recipients whose
earmings were such that they were
required to buy a part of the food
stamps issued to them.

As of November 15, 1,435 families
representing 7,514 Dpersons were
benefitting from the program.

In a typical month, Horn said,
the program has offered assistance
to 181 families representing 936 in-
dividuals who are public assistance
beneficiaries. Others receviing
stamps in such @ month numbered
6,458 persons, or 1,212 families.

The pilot food stamp program
was initiated in this county and at
six other points in the United
States by the U. S. Department of
Agriculture as a departure from.the
program of direct food relief. The
state and county cooperate with'the
USDA inn the program.

Commenting on the claim that
some recipients had quit jobs to re-
ceive this type of relief, Hormw
pointed out that a family of eight
with no income would be eligible
to only $64 worth of food stamps a
month.
