1962. It provides 435 million dollars 
to tra.in unemployed and others 
for jobs. 

WHO CAN QUALIFY FOR 
THESE BENEFITS? 

1. People put out of work by 
automation. 

2. Unemployed youths, 19 through 
22 years of age whether they oove 
worked bef'ore or not. 

3. Farm workers getting less than 
$1,200 fa>mHy income a year. 

4. Workers who are "underem­
ployed" and cannot qualify for 
full-time job without retraining. 

5. Almost anyone Wfho cannot 
find or hold a full- time job with­
out new skills may qualify for 
Free Training, however, all of 
1ftlis group may not qualify for 
paym-ent during tmining period. 

WHO QUALIFIES FOR PAY­
MENTS DURING TRAINING? 

1. Heads of households of fam­
ilies who have held jobs for at 
least tlhree years in the past and 
youths 19-22, even without a past 
employment record. 

2. A part time worker may qual­
try for training allowance il' the 
training allowance is more bhan his 
tad!:e home pay. 

3. A j<Jbl.ess fellow who does not 
meet ·these requirements ma.y re­
ceive free training but no pay.
