Operation of Floyd county coal
mines, large and small, continued
this week without interruption.

Picketing, which ended December
8 with an agreement to a truce
pending talks between operators and
workers, was not resumed at any
point in the county, it was said.

One outbreak of viclence was re-
ported, however. Rifle bullets were
fired into the automobile of Ralph
Moore, owner of a small mine at
Orkney, at 4 a.m. Tuesday, Three
bullets hit the car and one entered
a porch post of the Moore home.

Sheriff Henry C. Hale said he was
told four of the shots were fired
from a ecar as it passed, driving
down Left Beaver Creek, and that
another was fired as the car re-
turned up the highway.

He added that, earlier in the
night, he received a telephone call
from a woman, warning that Moore
would be under attack. The caller
gave the name of a well-known Left
Beaver Creek woman, but it later
was determined that this woman did
not make the call.

Last Friday’s scheduled conference
between pickets and mine operators
at Pikeville did not materialize when
the number appearing for the par-
ley was considered not large enough
to be representative of both sides
to the dispute.

PERKINS URGES AGENCY
T0 APPROVE AREA JOBS

urged by Congressman Carl D, Per-
kins to hasten approval of Acceler-
ated Public Works projects for
Eastern Kentucky.

Calling attention to rumors pre-
valent in Washington that addi-
tional restrictions were to be placed
upon the qualifications for Ilocal
grants under the new Public Works
Law, Perkins said that the existing
regulations and restrictions are too
stringent for the hard-pressed com-
munities in Bastern EKentucky.

Since Cctober 13 when Congress
put the final touches to the new
Accelerated Public Works legisla-
tion, Eastern Kentucky applications
for federal grants amounting to
approximately $15 million are in
various stages of processing with
the Area Redevelopment Adminis-
fration and the Community Facil-
ities Administration. These applica-
tions for grants represent’projects
costing approximately $30 million
for the 21 economically distressed
counties of the Tth Congressional
District.

Grants totalling in the neighbor-

for projects in the 21
counties of the Tth Distriet. A wide
variety of Public Works construc-
tion' will be initiated soon as a re-
sult 'of these application approvals.
Included in the projects approved
are water and sewer faeilities, road
construction, recreation develop-
ment in public forests, city streets
and stream resources improvements.
Pending applications involve simi-
lar facilities, courtihiouses, munici-
pal buildings and recreational facil-
ities. These funds do not include
grants and loans under the Area
Redevelopment Administration pro-
gram and the fraining grants and

Rates Necessary

The Times has absorbed, to the
limit of its ability, rising costs of
production, and now am increase
in postage rates makes it neces-

This situation has been created
by the Post Office Department
and the action of Congress
through a series of postage
raises, We would have much pre-
ferred to let the old rates stand.
One Post Office Department reg-
ulation, now in effect, obliges
this and other newspapers to pay
10 cents for each notice of a sub-
scriber’s change of address sent
to the mnewspaper by the re-
ceiving postoffice.

The new rates will not go into
effect until January 15, thus giv-
ing subscribers time to renew at
the old subscription prices. The
new rates per year, as of that
date, will be:

In Floyd county, $3.50; in Ken-
tucky, outside Floyd county, $4;

KNOTT NEEDY'

Increased Food Sales
Reported To Supervisor
By Grocers In County

~More than $34,102 worth of food
stamp coupons were issued to needy
families in Knott county during the
first: two weeks of the pilot food
stamp project, the U. S. Depari-
ment of Agriculture reported this
week.

iCarl Horn, representative of US-
DA’s Agricultural Marketing Ser=
vice, supervising Kentucky pilof
food stamp projects, said grocers
already have reported increased
sales of food items since the food
stamp project began December 3.

The pilot food stamp projéct re=
placed the old commodity distribu=
tion program. Knott county is the
second Kentucky county to join
USDA'’s pilot food stamp program.,

The food coupons were issued to
581 needy families, Horn said. This
represents about 3,100 persons,

The Division of Public Assistance
of the Kentucky Department of
Feonomic Security has certified 965
needy families to participate in the
Knott county project. Officials an-
ticipate that about 1,100 families
are eligible to receive food coupons,
and most are eventually expected to
be certified,

Food coupon recipients ecan ex-
change their coupons for food at
any of the food markets authorized
by the Agricultural Marketing Ser-
vice to accept food stamp coupons
under the Knott county project.
Horn added that recipients also may
trade at any food stores a.uﬂwrlnbd

Pike County Merchant
Attacks Old Coal Deed
Right In Federal Court

A suit that could decisively af-
fect strip and auger mining in
Eastern Kentucky has been filed

in United States District Court
at Pikeville by a Pike county
merchant.

The plaintiff, Elbert Roberts,
Marrowbone Creek, has attacked
strip and auger mining in his
complaint as a violation of the
| Fifth Amendment of the United
States Constitution.

The defendant is the Twin Fork
Coal Company of Pikeville. The
company has been strip- and au-
ger-mining coal on Roberts’ land
since October under a mineral
lease from Big Sandy Corpora-
tion, a land company with head-
quarters in Maine.

Roberts claims in his suit that
strip and auger mining is des-
troying his land, vegetation, and
timber, rendering it unfit for ag-
ricultural and forest purposes,
and poisoning the soil and sur-
face and sub-surface waters.

He has asked $15,000 in dam-
(ages and a permanent injunction
to halt surface mining on his
property.
| The suit alleges the surface
mining is being done under pro-
visions of a legal instrument
known in the coalfields as the
“Old Northern Coal and Coke
Company Deeds.” The deeds re-
ferred to in the mountain coal-
fields as “long-form"” or ‘“broad-
form” deeds because of their all-
inclusive provisions.
| The suit attacks strip and au-
| ger mining under the broadform
deed as a violation of the Fifth
Amendment, which provides no
person shall be deprived of his
property without due rocess of
law.

The broad-form deeds were
used between 1880 and 1910 by
{ speculators and land companies
to buy mineral rights in Eastern
Kentucky.

The deed split surface rights
away from the mineral rights,
leaying the land companies in
possession of the minerals and
property owners in possession of
the surface. Clauses in the deeds,
however, gave the land compa-
nies virtually complete use of the
| surface to obtain the minerals.
| Upward of 90 percent of the
| surface and wmineral in some
Il mountain counties are covered by
[ the deeds.

So long as coal was obtained
by underground-mining methods
| in Eastern Kentucky, the deeds
| were rarely in dispute between
| property owners and the
[ companies.

The deeds have caused dis-
| harmony in recent years, how-
ever, because of the advent of
strip and auger mining for coal.

Roberts’” suit acknowledges that
while the broad-form deeds give
| owners of the mineral broad pow-
ers, the deeds were nevertheless
originally written to reserve
“something” of wvalue for the
owners of the surface rights.

His suit argues that “some-
thing” is the surface, and since
strip and auger mining destroys
the surface, his land is being
taken without due compensation.

The suit is believed the first in
in which a federal court has
been asked to decide the rights of
surface owners under the broad-
form deed. The Kentucky Court
of Appeals has traditionally held
that the deed conveys to the min-
ing companies full use of the sur-
face while in the process of min-
ing coal or other minerals.

Supreme Court Upholds
State Sunday Closing ;
Review of Law Refused

The United States Supreme Court
said Monday it will not review the
gquestion of constitutionality of
Kentucky's Sunday-closing law “for
want of substantial question,”

Only Justice William O. Douglas

dissented. He said he considered
the 19th Century blue law a viola-
tion of the First Amendment, which
| guarantees freedom of religion.
‘ The Supreme Court action in ef-
| fect affirmed the Kentucky Court
| of Appeals decision that the clos~
{ing law is constitutional and will
lend that court's stay of enforce-
ment of the law.

Since Supreme Court mandates
are not issued for 25 days after the
sitting, Kentucky officials have a
breathing spell to determine their
legal position. The Kentucky Court
of Appeals is in recess until Jan-
uary, Attorneys for both sides as-

| sume that the stay of enforcement

will be ended when the Appellate
Court reconvenes.

State Attorney General John B.
Breckinridge said his office will not
become involved in an interpreta-
tion of the complicated legal ma-
neuverings surrounding the contro-
versial law.

“That's the law and that’s that,”
Breeckinridge said of the Supreme
Court’s deicsion. He said local of-
ficials must now solve their own
problems of interpreting the old
Kenfucky statute,

Public Law 87-815, known as
the Peacetime Rehabilitation
Law, signhed by the President, Oc-

‘Also, since some areas
are now in second growth timber
and have reached the stage that is
not eonducive to the best wildlife
management, the Department plans
to sharecrop the areas to create
openings for better 'wildlife condi-
tions. The Department has the right
to sharecrop or lease any area it
so desires in its overall wildlife plan,
in aecordance with the Corps pol-
icy. Money so derived must be used
on the licensed ftraet in wildlife
management program.

Commissioner Clark pointed out
that statewide regulations will ap-
ply to hunters on the area and no
special permit will be required. He
also noted that the seasons, in nec-
essary cases, may be regulated to
suit the area and wildlife afefcted.
He said that the Department plans
to ereet signs designating public
hunting at various access points.

Although: 'the area is not now
suited to waterfowl management be-
cause of the great fluctuation of the
water level, it is hoped that at some
future date aquatic plantings that
are feasible for this type shoreline
may be possible.

The area ‘will be under the direc-
tion of a Department biologist who
will, under his project, inventory
game from time to time in an ef-
fort to determine the type and
length seasons that may be dic-
tated. Commissioner Clark said a
complete wildlife management plan
has been perfected by the Depart-
ment and will be put into execution
as rapidly as possible.

B. & 0. Will Cut Rates
On Trainload Coal

The Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road said this week it will start
April 1 to cut its rates on bitum-
inous coal shipped in trainload
lots to Eastern plants by 70 to 85
cents a ton. The reduction is sub-
ject to approval by the Interstate
Commerce Commission.

The 85-cent per ton reduction
would apply to shipments of 9,000
tons in trains of 120 to 130 cars.
