These
meats are most always lower in
price than other cuts of meats when

and no waste.

Liver gains g reputation as a val-
uable food because of its high wvit-
amin value. There 'was a time when
this 'organ was considered almost
nil and was given or thrown away.
It was sold fer only a fraction of
its present price.

Liver is an. excellent source of
vitamin A, cne slice supplies the
recommended adult daily require-
ment, It is also a good source of the
B vitamins, protein and iron. Calf
and beef liver are usuglly in
greater suppbly on the market since
much pork and lamb liver are used
in making liver sausage items. There
is o variance in price of liver from
the different animals. However, all
are nutritions end ecan be prepared
in many tasty ways. Calf liver costs
more than the others. It is tender
and delicate in flavor, and reguires
only a short ccoking time. It can
be broiled or fried and needs to be
cooked only mntil it changes color.
Beef liver costs less than calf liver.
It requires slightly longer cooking
and may be better when braised.
Cooking with moist heat also will
keep it from becoming dry. Pork
liver is wusually the Igwest priced
liver because My ~had o Sronger
flavor. Tt may be braised 'with on-
ions or tomatoes.

Since there is no waste in liver,
1 pound will give four ‘to five serv-

| ings. It is notl mecessary to soak or

scald liver before cooking.

Liver is vnerishable, requires care-
ful storage and should be refrig-
erated until ready to cook. It should
be boucht for immediate use and
kept no longer than a day or two
before it is cooked. Try serving
liver to yowr family at least once a

week.
