Coming to our desk this week were news dispatches from
Bowling Green and Ricimond announcing that contracts had
been awarded for an athlefic-academic bufl_ding at Western
State Teachers College to cost $2,425000, and an Alumni Coli-
seum at Eastern State College to cost $2,485,212—hoth to be fi-
nanced by bond issues. But here’s the rub—The money is to be
paid back by tuitions and other school receipts, the reports say.
One report was completé enough to say that the bonds would be
paid baek by increasing tuition and other fees.

Earlier we had noted every state four-yvear college as well
as the University were building dormitories by selling reventue
bonds, the money to be paid back by increasing fees to students.

It's fine tobuild up our state colleges, and we are for it.

BUT, the prime reason so few mountain high scheol grad-
uates get 10 go to college is because they lack the means to pay
‘the fees. That's why we favor establishment of regional two-
_year colleges within commuting distanee of all communities.

Four-year colleges may build their campuses bigger and
bigger to accomodate the ever-growing freshiman classes, and

* think this will solve the problem. But it will not, because rural
youth in the Mountains can’t financially afford to attend col-
lege at the present rates. By building more eampus buildings to
be paid for by inereasing rates charged students is defeating
the collegeé’s own purpose of serving youth in its area.

What does it profit a mountain high school graduate, how-
ever big and however fine they build our four-year $tate col-
leges, if these mountain youths do not haye the means and can-
not go to them?

Kentueky's college presidents are making noble and valiant
efforts to provide expanded facilities on their campuses to take
care of the ever-increasing enrollments,

But raising student fees to pay for bonds to build bigger
campuses is hardly the answer to a mountain youth’s problem
of finaneial inability to pay present rates.

Biggér campuses and higher rates seem to defeat the respon-
sibility of higher education, at least so far as East Kentuckians
are conecerned.

And a third of the 'state’s high school graduates are East
Kentuckians. Lack of equal opportunity for higher academic
training in the mountains is a big factor in the area’s record out-
migration—a trek that in time may leave a degenerate popula-
tion in the hills— if it is not corrected.

East Kentucky cannot too long continue to lose its young
and aggressive bleod to northern industry and fhe armed forces.
A chance for higher education would keep mahy at home,

A depressed area certainly eannot profit $hrough eolleges
that raise rates to students. !

Better, we think, is the plan of California and Florida. They
operate regional junior colleges and use buses to transport stu-
dents from out-lying ecommunities and rural seetions. The ones
whe pass and qualify then may go on to the four-year colleges
and universities which, lightened of their burden of bulging
freshman classes, have in the meantime deveioped a better eur-
riewlum and higher academig standings and without the need to
increase rates fo students.

This system at first looks like a monumental undertaking
that would require more meney.

But think of the cost of caring for bulging freshmen elasses
on campuses of four-year colleges, and the resultant need to
“weed them out” at the end of the year—a monumental cost to
both the state and the parent or student.

'The first and second year of college could be provide'd in
regional junior colleges perhaps at ne extra cost. maybe even
cheaper than the present ystem—and much cheaper to the par-
ent and student. Later the junior college graduates could g0 on
to four-year colleges to complete their academic training if they
qualify and so desire. i

Kentucky'’s First Turnpike Pays Way

Political sniping at the Kentucky Highway Department’s sys-
tem of toll roads is becoming more hazardous every day. Books
have j 5t been closed on the state’s first turnpike, between Lotiis-
ville and Elizabethtown, and the $2,166,766 revenue received exceed
by $354,766 the interest and bond payments needed to amortize the
project. That's good news to practically all Kentuckians,

Several years ago this toll road was atiacked as a waste of
funds and a highway that went nowhere and served no good pur-
pose. It was peinted out by some that it “never would pay for it-
sel” and the administration leaders who conceived the plan were
castigated for their part in the project. In the early years foll pay-
ments did fail to meet amortization needs. However. things are
different on this road today and, as Kentucky's tourist industry
grows and industrial development continues, this toll road should

bring in mere and mores money.

The rate of charges for use of this short-cut to the South was
Inereased slightly a few months ago and this has served to fnerease
the revenue during the last part of the year. July was the greatest
income month because of the heavy tourist travel at thab time,
returns showing some $217.777 collected in tolls, December tolls last
year went up more tham $11,000 above the 1860 return.

There are some who contend that the new foll road to Easterm
Kentucky “goes nowhere” and that its construetion is a Waste of
funds. We predict that the day will come when this toll foad. am
important Hok in the system that will open up Eastern Kentucky,
also will be self-supporting. This highway will prove-its detractors
just as wrong us the Louisville-Elizabethtowi: toll road has shown
its sdine detractors completely in error. While no attacks have been
made upofh the Western Kentucky turnpike, from Elizabethtown to
Fringetor, we believe that this road also will pay its way in due

ANECDOTE OF ABE LINCOLN

First I must tell you about Peter
Carfwright, who Wwas beyond all
doubt the greatest pioneer back-
woods preacher ever to hif the
stand. From the year of his con-
version in 1802, until his death i
1871, he preached the old-time gos-
pel salvation, with fire and brim-
stone for the wicked, and eternal
salvation for the righteous. He
preached all through the back-
woods of Tllingis and Kentueky,
and so creat was his fame, and his
power fto sway an aundience, many
famous men came to hear him.
Among these were Gen. Stonewall
Jacksor, and when the Rev. Cart-
wright knew he was in the aud-
ience; he cried out: “Stonewall
Jackson will go to hell the same as
any other man unless he repents
of his sins!”

Using his great power to sway
audiences, Rev. Cartwright onece
entered politics in Illinois and ran
against Abe Lincoln, in 1833, for
the state legislature. He beat the
budding young Abe all to a frazzle.
S0 Abe decided he wanted to learn
more about this preacher’s power
to hold an audience spellbound. A
few years after his defeat by Cart-
wrisht, 'Abe went to hear him
preach. The great preacher’s eyes
burned like fire as he piotured an
inferno for the wicked who did nof
répent, and eternal bliss for the
richteous. After his sermon, he
cried, “I wanf everybody to stand
up who would like to go to heaven.”

Every person in the great audi-
ence arose except Abe Lincoln.
Cartwright fastened his burning
evés upon the gaunt, bony face of
Lincoln and thundered: “Where do
yvou want to go, Abe Lincoln?”

“I want to go to Congress, Rev-
erend,” Abe Lincoln said a bit
sheepishly.

THAT REMARKABLE ANIMAL
THE DOLPHIN

Today the dolphin is regarded as
the most highly inteiligent animal
known, and scientists rate him
much higher in indellicence than
the chimpanzee. Dr. John €. Lilly
has just written a book entitled:
“Man and The Dolphin,” in which
he prediets that men will soon: be
able o communicate with this an-
imal and learn many miore seerets
of the unknown deep, Dolphins use
supersonde sounds to locate ob-
jects, or fto eapture their food. A
picce of invisible glass placed iIn
one’s path will be detected by the
dolphin and he will not bump

acainst it. It can make various
sounds man ean hear, sach as
harking, clicking and mewing

noises like a cat. These sounds are
produced thnrough its “blow-hole,”
or breathing passage. The dolphin,
a mammal living in the sea,
breathes fhrough & hole or “nos-
tril” on top of its head. It be-
longs to & family of animals called
“Cetaceans,” which includes whales,

The body of the dolphin is
streamlined and the ouwiside layer
of the skin or flesh, is pliable and
loose, and vieids itself to gliding
easily and swiftly through the
water. The makers of the subma-

rine got some valuable ideas from

the delphin's streamlined body.
They learned how to reduce water
friction on the outside of the sub
by a8 much 48 909%, using a plastic
skin loosely fitted over the hull of
the submarine, fashioned after the
dolphin’s outside. Dolphins can
glide through the ocean at & speed
of 28 miles per hour.

Scienfists are now studying the
hearing mechanism of the dolphin,
vhiech is remarkably sensitive and
ficeurate, and cam pick up faint
rchoes from the ocean deep, which
cannot as yvet be detécted by manu
‘hey believe wihen they have mas-
ared the dolphin’s seeret of sup-
orsonie radar and sound detection,
it 'will revolutionize underweater de-
tection devices, and add fto man’s
use .of sonar.

The most common dolphin along
the coast is the bottle-nosed dol-
phin, which grows to be about ten
eet long.

These advances were made
In six g 1 areas:

Preven medicine — Confrol
measures: 2gainst communicable
diseases; particularly hepatitis, were
instituted in 1961. Approximately

150,000 miniature chest X-ray films
were taken in the tuberculosis eon-
trol pregram, and public health
nurses made more than 46,000 visits
to TB patients.

Medical services — Federal funds
were used from the Hill-Burton
program to finance wonstruction of
many public health faecilities. Six
new hespitals, nine health centers
and ene mursing home were com-
pleted last vear. Another 12 'hos-
pitals and nine health centers are
currently under econstruction. The
deparfment shares jointly with the
Department of Economic Security
the responsibility of administering
Kentucky's medical eare program.

Public hezith laboratories — A
braneh laboratory was established
at Paducah for testing milk and
water samples and blood speci-
mens. It serves 18 counties in West-
ern EKentucky.

Environmental health — The Di-
visiorx of Radiological Health was
enlarged to include five profes~
siomal workers on its staff. They
sample air, water and food for ra-
diation contamination. The divi-
sion also inspects and registers X-
ray eguipment producing dangerous
ionizing radiation.

Maternal and ehild health — A
plan was formulated to endarge ‘the
diagnostic and evaluation clinic in
Louisville for mentally retarded
<children. A second clinde, at Lex-
ington, is in the planning stage.
Under the hearing conservation
program 63,704 children were
screened fo discover hearing prob-
lems.

Local health — More Kentucky
counties are being served by fall-
time public health officers that at
any obher time in Kentucky's putb-
lic health Listory.

Internal Revenue Comimissioner
Montimer M. Caplin has reminded
taxpayers they should include their
Soeial Security numbers, if they
have them. on their income tax re-
turns and Declarations of Esti-
mated Tax;, botlh due by April 186,
1962.

Recenf legislation authorizes the
Internal Revernue Service fto re-
quire taxpayers to furnish infor-
mation ngeessary for' assiznment
of identifyilg numbers fo them.
Numbers so assigned are reguired
to be inecluded by taZpayers on
their retwrms. The Serwvice needs

this additionfil identifiegétion under
its automadie data progessing of tax
returns. This system i§ now being

stalled.

For. an individual taxpayer, this
identifying number will be his soec-
ial seeurity number.

Report Made by Butler; {To Begin January 29

Construction Is Rising

Frankfort, Jan. 22 (Spl.)—Op-
erating cost of Kentueky’'s pub-
liec schools during the past fiscal!
year totaled $188 million, State
Superintendent of Publie Instruc-
tion Wendell P. Butler has re-
ported to the 1962 General As-
sembly now in session. -

Making a biennial report to the
legiglators, Butler said salaries of
classroom @ teachers, prineipals,
supervisors and substitute teach-
ers accounted for $100,071,353, or
about half the total.

The state’s 209 schoel superin-
tendents were paid $1,586,200 for
saldries and for their services as
secretaries of the local boards of
education,

School construction for the
past two fiscal years (1959-61)
reached an all-time high, ‘with
$60,037,023 being spent for ‘mnew
buildings, additions to buildings,
new sites and improvements to
sites and equipment.

Other sehool costs included in
Butler’s report showed $38,020,-
296 spent for debt serviee on
bonds and notes; $14,542.016 for
operation and maintenance of
school plants; $10,170,942 for pu-
pil transportation; $5,135,588 for
capital outlay; $4,743,574 for ad-

ministration of the school sys-
tem; $4,656,871 for community
services; $1.978,287 for fixed

gharges sueh as insurance and
rentals; and $1,648,969 for attend-
ance and health services.

Butler said state aid to Ilocal
sehool systems totaled $96,384,948
during the 1960-61 fiscal year;
local tax revenues provided $71,-
941,000 and Federal aid, loans.
sales of property and equipment
and rentals provided the rest.
