We have numerous creeks and
branches named Pigeon Roost in
Kentucky and West Virginia.
These were so-pamed  because
they were the reesting places of
the great flocks of passenger pig-

roost; Their coming was like the
roar of a cyclope and when they
seltled down, they covered the

and broke down the timber—
even great trces were often brok-
en!

These pigeons were S0 numer-
ous, they devoured every worm,
caterpillar, ewery acorn and
beechnut within a radius of one
hundred miles Tof their roosts.
When 'they flew during the day
L they dairkened the sun  like an|
eclipse It is udterly fantastic to
reacd the accounts of eve witness-
es recorded about 100 years ago!
| There were so many of them seen
then, Mo one dared believe they
wouldrever begome extinct! They
had lived and reproduced and
multiplied all over the eastern
part gf North America and up
‘miu Canada, for hundreds of
years, when America was a wil-
| derness and there were all kinds |
of nut-bearing frees, and no one
to bother them except the Indi-
| ans, Wwho never Killed the passen-
ger pigeons during their nesting
| seasonl. The Indians often gath-
ered the squabs and
them to make an oil which they
used for “butter.”

The passenger pigeons
never in any great danger of be-
coming extinet until the
man appeared 6n the scene. The
whites began e shoot them and

fo catch them' with snares,
against the pleading of the Indi- |
ans. The great drama came to a

sad end on Sept, I, 1914, when the

last known surviver of the great
flocks died in ‘@& Cincinnati zoo.
extinet.
