Charles
Hinds and others microfilmed pap- |
ers of the Mayo family here two
yvears ago for the University.

Finch pointed out that fire, flood
and other disasters often destroy
important, historical records and
microfilming by an institution like
the Univeisity will preserve them.
In the University, the mierofilm
would always be available for the
use of Kentucky students and
scholars.

The Harkins family papers, Finch
said, will be elassified and indexed
for study by students. He was of
the opinion that the papers of this
family was oene of the greatest ac-
qguisitions om Kentucky history in
recent years.

The original papers, consisting of
140 « .cartons, Wwere assorted and
classified by a member of the Floyd
County Historical Society amnd re-
duced to mnine boxes of valuable
historical memorabilia, The papers
cover a wide range of subjects but

will  be particularly vn-lua&b’_&e in
any study of Eastern Kentucky
land titles, early mining efforts,

logging and oil and gas deveolp-
ments.

Coal industry leaders are urging
Congress to give coal equal right
to compete with other fuels by
granting coal pipelines the right of
eminent domain—the same right
now enjoyed by oil and natural gas
lines.

In opposition to coal pipelines two
Kentucky leaders — Senator John
Sherman Cooper and Ex-Governor
A. B. Chandler—have appeared be-
fore the Senate committee holding
hearings on the proposed coal pipe-
line legislation. Both argue only
the “big” producers would benefit
and that this means loss of busi-
ness, if not the elimination, of
small mines.

George H. Love, chairman of the
board of Consolidation Coal Co.,
Pittsburgh, told the Senate Com-
merce Committee that pipelines can
cut coal delivery costs—particularly
to eleetric utilities, the coal indus-
try’s biggest customers. The sav-

CORN YIELDS

As corn planting time draws
near, farmers should be making
plans to produce as much corn per
acre as possible. Unless a farmer
can produce 75 or more bushels
per acre, it would be little profit
in raising corn. Some tips on high
vields are:

1. Best planting dates are
betwegn April 25 and May 15. Corn
planted after May 15, will reduce
yield a half bushel per day.

2. For a good stand, plant slowly,
tractor speed about three to four
miles per hour is best. Be sure to
use the right plate and plant one
to two inches deep.

3. Plant thickly from 12 to 16
thousand stalks per acre. Plant in
rows 40 inches apart, and drop ker-
nels from eight to 11 inches apart.

4. Fertilize for top yield. Follow
soil test results. For a 100 bushel
vield use 125 pounds nitrogen, 100
pounds phosphorus and 100 pounds
of potash per acre. This would be
