Don't let the calorie-countdown
keep potato salad off yvour summer
menus. Potatoes themselves aren’t
very fattening, it's what you put
on them that adds extra pounds.

Here is a recipe for a home-
cooked salad dressing that contains
only 20 calories per serving.

In the top of a double boiler, mix
together two tablespoons flour, one
sugar, one teaspoon
powdered dry mustard, one tea-
spoon salt, and a dash of cayvenne.

| Gradually stir in one cup of milk,

Cook over boiling water, stirring
constantly, until mixture begins to
thicken. Cover and cook 10 min-
utes, stirring offen.

Beat one egg slightly and stir =a
little of the hot mixture into the
egg; then add this to the rest of
the mixture. Cook three minutes,
stirring constantly. Add one table-
spoon salad oil. Remove from heat.

Recipe for making one quart of
potato salad. Cook four medium-
sized potatoes whole in the skins;
peel and dice. Or pare and dice
them and cook in a small amount
of water until tender. Drain.

Pour 3-4 cup of the hot cooked
salad dressing over the hot potatoes.
Add one teaspoon salt and one to
two tablespoons finely-chopped on-
ions; mix carefully. Let cool 10 fo
15 minutes.

Mix in two tablespoons chopped
green pepper; ‘. cup finely-cut cel-
ery; % cup diced cucumber; and
two hard-cooked eggs, chopped.
Chill for three to four
the refrigerator to allow flavors to
blend.

A half-cup serving of this potato
salad mixture has only about 100
calories.

One hundred years ago this week
Major Edmund Kirby Smith’s Con-
federates, who during the previous
week had defeated and scattered
the only Union Army force of any
importance in Kentucky, began
spreading out from Lexington,
where Smith had set up his head-
quarters. Paris and Versailles were
oecupied. The Unionist-dominated
legislature, which had heen in ses-
sion at Frankfort, had adjourned
hastily to meet in Louisville a couple
of days later. There it passed a res-
olution stating that “the invasion
of the state by the Rebels, now in
progress, must be resisted and re-
pelled . . .” Then it adjourned un-
til January 8, 1863, for Louisville
also was being threatened.

Brig. Gen, Henry Heth, a division
commander under Kirby Smith,
marched nerth from Lexington with
upwards of 5,000 men to the out-
skirts of Covington. During a per=-
iod of several days he could have
captured Covington, Newport and
Cincinnati, but Gen. Smith held
him in check in case ‘his troops
should be needed by Gen. Braxton
Bragg, who with another Confed-
erate army of about 28,000 men en-
tered Kentucky from Tennessee and |
began marching in the direction of
Louisville.

The American Medical Associa-
tion estimates three per cent of
any state’s population is mentally
retarded. For Kentucky this would
mean 91,000 persons.

“The master file,” the governor
stated, “will give us a comprehen-
sive picture of the mentally re-
tarded population in Kentucky and
enable us to do a better job of
planning care, treatment and edu-
cation.”

The file will coyver patient backs-
grounds, diagnosis, recommended
treatment and a  record of the
treatment. In addition, the Division
of Mental Retardation will use the
file to maintain a waiting list of
patients needing care at state hos-
pitals and institutions.
