The first deer season in more i 
than a half-century was held in 
Kentucky in 19'56. At that time 
game biologists estimated a herd 
of 27,000 deer. In six short years 
that figure has grown to nearly 
60,000. 

Many Floyd county residents do 
not agree that the deer population 
has grown to any such extent. A I 
group recently petitioned Governor 
Combs, asking that the Je1my Wiley 
State Park area be closed to deer­
hunting this year. Preservation of 
deer there as a wildlife attraction 
to tourists was urged. 

For the first open season Ken­
tucky sold 7,334 deer hunting per­
mits. Deer hunting permits in 1961 
totaled 12,023, or an increase of 4,-
689 over a six year period. l 

When the increase in deer is
