The Southeastern Kentucky 
Association of Emergency and • 
Rescue Squads wns formed here 
Sunday afternoon, with Homer 
D. Neeley, of Prestonsburg, as its 
fir t president. 

The organizational meeting, 
held at the Floyd County Emer­
gl"ncy & Rescue Squad building, 
was attended by representatives 
of six squads from as many coun­
ties of the region. The six squads 
represent 320 volunteers who 
have been serving their areas in 
time of disaster or emergency.• 
Six other squads are eligible to 
enter the organization. and their 
entry would bring the number 
of volunteers repre nted by the 
Association to 1,000 men. 

Purpose of the Assoc1at1on is to 
coordinate nctivitics of the indi­
vidual squads, provide a more 
compr·ehensive program of help 
for the region in time of disaster, 
foster an accident-prevention 
program and pool the resources 
of member squads for effective 
serv1ce in the event of catas­
trophe or any situation beyond 
the control of a single unit.

Mr. Hooks em~!1asized that this re­
lief provision pertains onlv to areas 
which have been proclaimed dis­
aster areas by the President.

The e new boat owners and 
those renewing have already re­
ceived t)1e1r decals, whtch are 
ltke the auto license plate, so far 
as havmg and di playmg them is 
concerned. 

Ii is true that the present li­
censes do not expire until April 
30, 1963, but anyone can renew 
his registration now and it will 
license his boat until May of next 
yem·. Also. this applies to new 
boat regisrations. Incidentally, 
because of a new system, started 
last year and further perfected 
this year. you should get your 
decal back withm two to three 
weeks after you register with the 
circuit clerk, from now until the 
rush season starts. 

Kentucky residents can regis­
ter with the circuit clerk of the 
county in which they live, or in 
the county in which they prin­
cipally use the vessel. Out-of­
state residents can register with 
any circuit court clerk in Ken­
tucky. For renewal.:, all one has 
to do is present their regi tration 
card (v.hich the clerk returns to 
them.) On new boats, or when 
you are registering a boat in 
your name for the fir t time, a 
bill of sale or some valid receipt 
is required to show that the per­
son registering the boat is the 
lawful owner. Purpose for this 
ownership proof is to prevent a 
pcr:;on from stealing a boat and 
:registering- it in his name. 

If you have a boat you ar 
urged bv Director Calman to reg­
i"ICI' now, particularly in the 
heavily populated areas where 
the clerks have to register thou­
sands of boats. It will help the 
clerks, and it will assure you of 
getting your decal before vou 
start your boating. This will save 
you being stopped by a water I 
patrolman after April 30, 1963, to 
.·ee if you have registered your 
boat, because there will be no 
extension of time be ·ond that 
date-April 30, 1963.
