New Subscription 
Rates Necessary 

Effective Jan. 15, 1963 sub­
scription rates for The Floyd 
County Times will be increased. 

The Times bas absorbed, to the 
limit of its ability, rising costs of 
production, and now an increase 
in postage rates makes it ne«Jes­
sary for us to raise. the subscrip­
tion price. 

This situation has been created 
by the Post Office Department 
and t h e action of Conrress 
through a series of · postage 
raises. We would have much pre­
ferred to let the old rates stand. 
One Post Office Department reg· 
ulation, now in effect, obliges 
this and other newspapers to pay 
10 cents for each notice of a sub­
scriber's change of address sent 
to the newspaper by the re­
ceiving postoffice. 

The new rates will not &'O into 
effect until January 15, thus giv· 
ing subscribers time to renew at 
the old subscription prices. The 
new rates per year, as of that 
date, will be: 

In Floyd county, $3.50; in Ken­
tucky, outside Floyd county, $4;

Bank President Burl Spurlock finished reeling off a list of com­
munity projects accomplished or under way in the revitaiized area 
of Prestonsburg in Floyd county, Kentucky. Then the president of 
the First National Bank in Prestonsburg concluded by saying, "People 
are investing a lot of money in this area. It looks like we're going 
to stay heTt awhile." 

One of the many who helped bring renewed vigor and enthus­
iasm to an urea plagued with economic troubles, poor roads and a 
population decline, was William J. "Bill" Reynolds, Jr .. rlght-of-'lvay 
supervisor for United Fuel Gas Company. 

This Allen, Kentucky, resident, "among many, many others," 
he insists, recognized long ago the need for more and better edu­
cational facilities in Floyd county. But B111 Reynolds not only saw 
the need; he did something about it. 

Recognition for the years of hard wQrk that it took to do some­
thing about it came this summer to Bill. He was named' to member­
ship in tJhe Floyd County Hall of Fame. Introducing him at the 
seventh annual meeting as & new member of the Hall of Fame was 
Marvin Music, Prestonsburg businessman and Hall of Fame presi­
dent. 

"Bill Reynolds has done more than any other individual, except 
Governor Bert Combs, to make our college a reali:ty," Music said. 

Ma.rvin Music was talking about the Prestombw-g community 
College, authorized by the last session of the Kentucky Legislature 
and scheduled to open lts c:loor's for the fall term of 1964. He coUld 
just as well have been talking about the new Vocational High School 
whkh Floyd county is getting. The eontract for this $167,000 build-' 
ing was let in November. Or he could have been talking wbout the 
new library or the three new eenti'alized elementa·ry grade schools 
which will get most Floyd county students out of one-room schools 
within the next two yeus. 

BiU Reynolds W8S pres1dent of the Floyd County P.-T ... <\. Council 
for three yean; quring the time the Council started definite action 
to Improve educal1ion in Floyd oounty. He is a member of the Big 
Sandy College Development CQr;poration which spearhea<led the drive 
!for a community college in Floyd county. 

"We soon had all the civic organizations in bhe county helping 
out," says Reynolds. "For example, I toJked to a Woman's Club 
in David about .the need tor a community college. They wrote the 
other Woman's Clubs in the county and 'We ended up with &n en­
dorsement from every one of them." 

The College Development Corporation worked with the Com­
mission on Higher Education in Kentucky while it made a two-year 
study of Kentucky education. As a result of this comm1ssion's rec­
ommendations, the Kenttreky Legislature authorized four community 
colleges to be built. One wihl be in Prestonsburg. 

Eighteen days before the Legislature was to meet. and consider 
the proposed colleges, a financial drive '\\·as staTted to pro\·e that 
the people of Prestonsburg aud Floyd' county were interested enough 
in the college to help pay for it. Bill Reynolds headed this successful 
drive during part of his 19'61 vacation. The rest of this three-week 
vacation he spent negotiating for the property that the college will 
be built on. 

ReyiMllds is active in .politics in his area of Kentucky. "Most 
everyone is in Kentucky," he grins. He was defeated in 1959' when 
ihe ran for State Representative, but '\\ill probably be back in the 
race again in future elect.ions. He has many of the necessary po]jtical 
qualifications. He likes people and' he knows a lot of them. He works 
long and hard on civic projects. 

If he has one attrtbute that isn't thought of as politic-al, though, 
it is modesty. In talking about his wor.k as chairman of the finance 
committee which raised almast $100,000 in 18 days, he takes no credit. 
"It was easy to promote," he says. 

"We had people who couldn't read or write contribute to the 
college," he recalls. "They want something better :for their children 
and their grandchildren. 

"We cashed a.n old-age pension check for one man and he gave 
us part cf it. One little boy brought in his piggy bank and gave 
everything In it. The largest gift was $5,000. Everyone of the 510 
schoolteachers jn the county contributed. And one Cub Scout Pack 
in Prestonsburg donated its entire treasury-$1.29.'' 

Bill Reynolds plays dawn his part in Floyd county's educational 
and economical reamakening. He points out that the reason he got 
involved in the first place was because he felt tha:t Floyd county 
children, inoluding his three, were entitled to a good education. iBut 
'Whatever the reasons, he is proud of the results. And, judging from 
his Hall of Fame membership for "special achievement in service 
to humani.ty,'' Floyd countians are a.lso proud of BiU Reynolds.

Fo!lov.·in"" hearings in the 87th 
COngress. the Perkins bill was re­
ported by the !ull House Education 
(lnd L«bor Committee but failed to 
clear tlle House Rules Committee 
for floor action before the adjourn­
ment of the 87th Congres.-;. 

During the course of Perkins' 
Subcommittee hearings on the youtr 
unemployment problem, it was re­
vealed that thC're were almost one 
million people between the ages of 
16 and 22 who are out of school 
and unemployed. The unemployment 
!'ate in this group is ab:>ut twucP 
the national rate. Since that time 
Perkins said that Labor Depart­
ment statistics show a marked in-· 
crease in the number of out of 
school and unemployed young peo­
}:le. 

"Unemployment in our young peo­
ple v.ill continue to increase during 
the course <>f the 1960's because we 
will have 40 per cent more persons 
under 25 years of age entering the 
labor market in the 1960's than we 
had in the 1950's-unless e.f.fective 
action is taken to find employment 
for young people and furnish th€'111 
with the necessary skills to obtain 
it," he said. 

The Youth Employment Act of 
1963 would establish a Youth Con­
servation Corps with an enrollment 
Ievel of about 25,000 young people 
the first year, 50,000 the second, 1 

75,000 the thdrd e.nd 100,000 for each 1 
subsequent year. One-third of the 
Corp's enrollment strength would 
be reserved for use by states on 
st?te conservation projects and the 
1:-alance of the Corps woUld be util-

I ized by the u. S. Department of the 
Interior and the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture on Federal forests, 
parks und public lands to perform 
deferred recreational and conser­
vation, maintenance and construc­
tion work. 

In addition to the Youth Con­
servwtlon Corps the bill would create 
a progmm to provide on-the-joo 
work experience and inoome for 
young men and women between the 
ages of 16 and 22, in local and st8le 
government services and in private 
non-proftt public interest institu­
tions. This program would enable 
out of. school and unemployed' young 
people to gain useful work experi­
ence and income in actual on-the­
job work situations in the local 
communities in which they live.

Assembly To Study 
State R edistricting 

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 2 (Spl.) -
The Kentucky General Assembly 
will convene January 28 in special 
session to consider reapportionment 
of the sta·te's legislative districts 
and the possibility of changing the 
date of the primary election. 

The date for the beginning of the 
special sesston was set in a proc-, 
lamation issued by Gov. Bert Combs. 
The legislators will convene at 1 
p.m. on that day. The two topics · 
to ·be considered were listed in the 
Governor's proclamation summon­
ing the Assembly to meet. 

The Governor ear!.y in December 
told a federal court in Louisville I 
that he would call the special ses­
sion. Three fedeml judges, who were 
a:bout to hear a suit filed by the I 
City of Louisville to force legisla­
tive reapportionment, continued the j 
case and said they would wait to 
see what action the General As- I 
sembly takes. I 

The present 100 House and 38 ! 
Senate seats in the GeneJ-:1! Assem- I 
bly are ·based on the 1940 census. 
The suit by the City of. Louisville 
contends that since that time there 
has been a shift of popula t!on to 
the urban areas and that legisla­
tive districtJs should be changed to 
reflect this population shift. 

Three proposals for redistricting 
House seats and ·three proposals for 
redi.<stricting Senate seats are ready 
for considerntion by the state J.aw­
makers. All six proposal'! were pre­
pared by the bipartisan Governor's 
Commission on Reapportionment. 

The Assembly could adopt two 
of the six plans--one for House and 
one .for Senate seats-or could draft 
its own plans. 

Regarding the question of chang­
ing the date of the primary elec­
tion (set !or :May 28 under the pres­
ent law), Combs' proclamation said: 

"It may be impossible for the 
General Assembly to enact a reap­
portionment .bill prior to the filing 
deadiine for the May primary, at 
which time members of the General 
Assembly will be nominated." 

Legislative candidates a.re required 
~Y law to file at least 45 days be­
fore the primary in counties and 55 
days before in districts. 

"It may be necessary to change 
the primary election date in order 
that reapportionment may ·be ac­
complished before the legislative fll-· 
ing deadline," the proclamation 
SQ.id.
