The 84-bed Hazard hospital, with
26 apartments, $2272000; for the
Whitesburg hospital, $1,694,000, and
for the Middlesboro facility, $1,651,-
000,

Robert L. Johnson, director of the
Division of State and Local Ser-
vices, University of Kentucky Med-
ical Center, singled out the MeDow-
ell and Hazard hospitals for com-
ment in a prepared address to the
gathering.

“Although it ecan be argued that
McDowell does indeed serve & pop-
ulation grouping . . . it can be
equally argued that its sebting is
not one conducive to attract a pro-
fessional staff,” he remarked.

The McDowell hospital is in the
rural section of Floyd county, where
there is no nearby sizable town, but
has a beneficiary population second
only to the miner's hospital at Har-
lan.

‘Challenge’ Is Noted

Johnson said the location of the
MeDowell hospital suggests it would
be extremely diffieult to recruit s
highly trained staff for it.

“The challenge of McDowell will
require the best thinking of every
person here,” he said.

Runyon said he will be able Lo
prove that none of the money was
ever converted to his personal ben~
efif.

Grady Sellards, for 41 years
the University of Kentucky's Ag-|
ricultural Extension Service
swine and meats specialist, Te-
tired last week following a dis-
tinguished ecareer. He has been
acelaimed the Seuth's outstanding
authority on swine husbandry.

Sellards, a native of Floyd |
county, was graduated with dis-
tinetion in 1921 from the Univer-
gity’s College of Agriculture,
Lexington, and went to work
with the service the next day. He
is a son of the late John and Mag-
gie Clark Sellards, proprietors of
the old Valley Inn here.

With few definite plans except
to travel and pursue his hobby
of collecting short stories, he
said that he wants to do the
things he always wanted to do
but never had the time.

“My biggest regret on retire-
ment,” he added, “is saying good-
bye to my friends."”

As a veteran of the sgervice,
Sellards—like many of the other
pioneer agents and specialists—
has traveled every county of the
state in his 41 years. He has also
used every mode of transport
available—horse, mule, auto,
train, bus, boat, foot and plane—
| except mortorcycles or bicycles.
