Dr. Martin reviewed the pressing
needs of college facilities in the
state, said that enrollment at East-
ern from Floyd county had tripled
and that college students would be
doubled within this decade,

" He said that there was controversy
within the ranks of educational
leaders as to the selution to the
problem  of mounting enrollment.
One group was advocating the rais-
ing of fees to control the number
of entrants and another group was
suggesting tests that allow
only the brilliant to enter. He
thousm. both groups were wrong,
all studenfs should be given
e opportunity.to. dauu the train-
ing possible to meet the competitions
& the modern world.

He offered the Kiwanians, mauy
of them leaders in the move t0 es-
t| tablish the Prestonsburg Commun-
ity College, advice as to whaf they
should do to make the college here
a strong institution.

Make the town attractive and do
‘rot be satisfied with less than a
strong faculty, he said. Adequate
housing is a must for a good faculty
and he suggested a commitiee to
help provide it. The instifution will

|need a strong Hbrary and a good

laboratory.

“Be sure the students will get
as good training here as they can
anywhere in the state,” umd

In many ways this was a rough
strawberry season, Maybe the most;
difficnlt that we will have, Even|
with the flood followed by drought, |
and then a late freeze killed & large |
percent of the blooms, several
growers that I have falked with
said they made some money.

The short supply of berries|
throughout the middle states, caused
prices to remain steady throughout |
the season. The shortage of berries
alsy brought the (ruckers into the
county to buy berries, Since these |
truckers were offering aftractive
prices, many growers sold at the
pateh rather than to the processor.
This was predicted two years ago
at several strawberry meetings. |
What made this situation so dam-|
aging tHis year was that tofal pro-’

necessary to supply both fresh and
process markets. The question that
I would like to have answered, and
probably no one can, will the truck-
ers be available again next year
and the year after. The experience
of those that have followed the straw-
berry game for many years, indi-
cate that these truckers will not be
back unless there Is another short
strawberry crop.

The Big Sandy valley has greal
potential as a strawberry producing
area. Today a good start has been
made. Many growers have demon-
strated that there is as much or
more money to be made producing
strawberries as any other farm eun-
terprise. The land, people and
market is available, what is needed
now is a strong determination on
the part of farmers and others to
make it go.

With the new strawberry patches
set this spring, and the proper care
of old patches, next spring should
be the best strawberry year in the
history of Floyd county.

If every grower will pledge to
first establish a process market,
then I am sure the strawberry in-
dustry will grow so that there will
be both a process and fresh straw-
berry market for all of the valley,

rditricult to summarize the hardships
facing all mankind.

Yet,
book of the Bible may provide a
soothing balm to the

It is titled, quite simply, “The
Book of Job,” from the same Bibli-
|eal book, and started, as Hebrew
scholars feel, as a play and written
in verse for one actor, a bard, play-
ing many parts, or for 4 company.

The tormenting guestion, “Why
does man suffer?” is a constant and
omnipresent query to mankind of
every age, regardless of color, creed
or race.

Mankind, as Job foday, is a pawn
within the nueclear condition. He is
buffeted and harassed by the in-
evitability of man's inhumanity to
man,

“How can God permit this?'" he
asks himself and the world. And
there i3 no clear-cut answer to mod-
ern man or Job.

The Biblical Job unknowingly. is
& pawn in a celestial argument be-
tween God and Satan. God wagers
that Job will remain unswervingly
loval despite the most fiendish tests |
to which Satan can put him, God's
dignity rides on Job's faithfulness,
and here perhaps is the only answer
offered Job (or man) in the abyss

of despair (minus sons, family,
wealth, lands, cattle, friends, health
and sight.)

. The answer and consolation is, “At
last T am God's,"” and the viewer
leaves unsettled, perhaps, but ful-
filled.

Such profound fare has taken on
a spectacular showing in the scenic
hill eountry of Southeastern Kentue-
kv. This is hardly the center of the !
performing arts for avant garde |
drama.

Yet every summer since 1959 at |
Laurel Cove within the woodsy con- |

ESTABLISHED BY ASSEMBLY

Frankfort, July 8 (Spl)—
Kentucky's General Assembly

The parole measure, which
goes into effect Oectober 1, 1963,
empowers the State Parole Board
to decide when a prisoner is eli-
gible for parole. In effect, juries
will preseribe maXimum sen-
tences for convicted criminals
and the Parole Board will deter-
mine minimum senfences. The
old law required a prisoner to
serve a specified fime before he
was eligible for parole,

The parole act expands the
State Parole Board from three to
five members. If raises the mini-
mum salary of members from
$7.500 to $10.000 a year, with an
additional $500 a year for the
chairman. Members now get $8.-
000 and the chairman $8,500.

The act also ereates a commis-
gjon on corrections as general
overseer on all aspects of proba-
tion and parole.

Members, serving without pay,
would be eomposed of the com-
missioned of the Department of
Corrections, directors of the De-
partment’s Division of Probation
and Parole and Division of Insti-
tutions, chairman of the Parole
Board and seven members ap-
pointed by the Governor.

The appointed members would
include two cireuitl judges, a psy-
chiatrist, a professional educator,
a representative of business and
industry, a labor representative
and a practicing attorney.

The act appropriates $125,000
for 1963-'64 to meet additional
costs caused by the changes.

On the final day of the session,
U. S. Representative Carl Per-
kins, Hindman Democrat, told
the state House of Representa-
tives that the hospital bill was
“the most humanitarian act ever
taken by this Legislature.”
