DANIEL M. HAGER 

"Daniel M. Hager was born in 
Johnson county, K,y., July 9, ~820, 
and is a son of Daniel and Vio­
lette (Porter) Hager, natives of 
Virginia. Daniel Hager settled in 
Floyd county, Ky., which county 
he represented in the Legislature 
one term; he also served as coun­
ty judge two terms. Johri Hager, 
grandfather or ou1 subject, was 
a hative of Germany, and came 
to America as a British soldier 
during the Revolutionary War. 
Daniel M. Hager received such 
educational atl vantages as the 
common schools of his neighbor­
hood afforded. He passed his life 
on a arm until wenty-one years 
of age, when he kept store for 
six months, after which he spent 
two years in Salyersville, Magof­
fin county. In 1863, lie enlisted in 
the army under Col. John M. 
Brown, and was promoted to the 
rank. of Sergeant .lfajor. At the 
close of the ar, he returned to 
Paintsville, John on county, and 
engaged in merchandising.
