STUDY EPORT ISSUE 
Prestonsburg's two urban renewal 

projects cleared preliminary hurdles 
th!.l; week and moved into the sec­
ond phase of application for U. S.

Pupil absenteeism, which has been 
malting inroads on Floyd county 
school finances. was subjected to a 
detailed study this summer bY Her­
bert Prater, director of pupil per­
sonnel. The report recently issued 
covers the eight high schools and 
the elementary grades of those com­
munities. 

The highest average of pupil ab­
ences in the 16 schools studied was 

in Prestonsburg elementary classes. 
It stood at 13..5 days per pupil. It 
was 12.5 in the high school. only 
slightly k>wer than in the grade 
school. 
Percentage~iSe. Prestonsburg led 

all the schools studied. although ac­
tually Garrett elementary had a 
higher figure of 13.8 days per pupil. 
However. the absences per pupil in 
the grades was set at 10.8 per pupil. 

The survey covered the school 
year of 1962·196'3: A total of 74,690 
days were missed in the schools 
under study, it wa.s noted. 

McDowell high and 1\rade schools 
had the best record, the report 
shows. Average pupil absences in 
the high school were calculated at 

5.2 per pupil and m U e grades the 
average wa 8.2. .M.artin had the 
next low t record in the high 
schools for average absences of only 
6.9. However. in the elementary 
classes the ab cnces were set at 
12.5 per pupil. 

Figures for Betsy Layne high 
school and grades were calculated 
at 11.2 and 12.8 and in Maytown 
high school and grades it was set 
at 10.4 and 9.2 per pupil. Wayland 
high school and gratJe school ijg­
mes are 8.5 and 11.7 and in the two 
divisions at Wheelwright the aver­
age pupil absences are set ~t 9.~ 
and 8.9 per PUPil.

"We know that the death rate ppt· 
100 milLon vehicle mile is 4 .6~ in 
states with vehicle inspection. This 
compares with an average of 5 58 
in stat . which do not have inspec­
tion programs," he said. 

"The average dC'ath rate per 100 
million mil in Kentucky for the 
pa~t 12 yeats has been 7 .8. Ken­
tucky does not have a motor ve­
hicle in·pection program." 

Asking, "Who wants inspection?" 
Lovern noted that "a public opin· 
ion poll, sponsored by the National 
CommittC'e on Traffic Safety, show­
ed that 97 per cent . of the people 
interviewed favored periodic 
spection of all motor vehicles." 

He said that an interesting side­
light of the poll is the fact that this 
percentage was con.<;tant in state 
that have inspection laws. as well 
as in those states which do not have 
inspection 

"The Kentucky Department of 
Public Safety is hopeful that the 
General A . embly will look with 
favor on the passage of an annual 
inspection prog •·am in its 1964 ses­
sion," Lovern added

Nat Caldwell, a reporter for 
'Ihe Nashville Tennessean, said 
" ome fairly high level people" 
at the Bureau of Mines would be 
named coconspirators. T h e s e 
suits. he said, arc being prepared. 

Caldwell has investigated coal­
nine operations in Eastern Ten­
nessee and Western Kentucky for 
his newspaper. He told of the 
suits during testimony on a bill 
that would extend the federal 
mine-safety laws to mines em­
ploying fewer than 15 men. 

He aid the legislation is being 
pushed by the United Mine 
Workers of America and the big 
coal operators to force small 
mines out of business. 

"The union,'' he aid, "is the 
management of the coal industry. 
It supplies the manag ment idea 
and the finance ideas." 

Caldwell' charge that the 
U. M. W. and the big operators 
had joined to push the proposed 
law that would bring the small 
mines under the federal safety 
act was supported by Robert Hol­
comb, president of the National 
Ir.dependent Coal Operators A -
saciation. 

Holcomb said the Bureau of 
Mines was under the domination 
of the U. M. W. and would en­
force any such law only to drive 
small unions out of business. 

He said the U. M. W. wants the 
small mines shut down because 1 

most of them are non-union. 
"I think that is exactly what 

all the fuss is about," Holcomb 
said. '·If a union mine acquires 
the business of a non-union mine 
the union is richer by 40 cents for 
each ton of coal mined."

"The maternal grandparents of 
Alonzo Holbrook were Jesse and 
Frances Holbrook Lyon natives of 
North Carolina. Jesse Lyon was 
born in Wilkes county, North Caro­
lina. April 5, 1789; Frances Holbrook 
Lyon, his Wife, born in the same 
county, April 5, 1786. They mar­
ried in their native county Aptil 5, 
1811, came to Kentucky in 1821, 
and settled in Floyd, now Lawrence 
county. Jesse Lyon, who was a farm-

1 er and blacksmith, died APtil 5. 
J879, at the age of ninety years. His 
widow died June 30, 1882. Alonzo 
Holbrook was reared on a farm and 
educated in the common and select 
schools of Johnson county, Kentuc­
kY. He remained with his father un­
til he was about twenty years of 
age, and was a teacher in the com­
mon schools everal years; in the 
year 1876 he engaged in the mer­
chandising business at Flat Gap, 
Johnson county, which business he 
has successfully continued. He was 
appointed postmaster at Flat Gap, 
October .6, 1879, of which office he 
is the pnesent incumbent. 

"April 8, 1882, he was married to 
Sip Rule, a daughter of A. W. and 
Angelina Spradlin Rule. A. W. Rule, 
father of Sip Rule Holbrook, was 
born August 14, 1814; Angelina 
Spradlin Rule, his wife and Sip Hol­
brook's mother was born June 21, 
1826. A. W. Rule and !Angelina

25, 1846. Their children were Martha
