Appalachia, As Seen 
By Two Congressmen 

Virginia's Congressman Howard Smith, as chair­
man of th~ p~w.erful Rules committee, may have 
succeeded. m kl~lmg present hopes of passage of t he 
Appalachian b1ll. He may have, in . effect, sen­
tenced a large parl of his 'Own state and those 
other stateR which constitute the retarded area 
known ~s Appalac.hia to more of the same neglect 
that has b~en the1r lot for generations. 

He cons1de1 eel the bill an unnecessary "boon­
~log~le," and stopped his committee froin grant­
mg 1t the clearance it required before getting to a 
vote. 

Actually, Cong~·essman Smith, a reactionary of 
the Byrd brand, IS prejudiced against federal ef­
forts to help undeveloped and underprivileged 
areas and peoples. He is an apostle of the doctrine 
of "survival of the fittest," and dismisses with the 
"boondoggle'' label all effo1,ts of his government 
to meet human need. 

The Times pridefully points to the opposite views 
expressed by Congressman Carl D. Perkins, of the 
S~\ e~1l~ district of Kentucky, in appealing to the 
Vu·g;n11a Congressman to let the bill move onto the 
House floor for a vote: 

"The funds provided in this bill are not handouts 
to a poor regio·n, even though the region is in need, 
but rather are funds with which modern highways 
and development roads can be constructed and 
'Other public facilities obtained in order for the re­
gion to form a sustaining economic base. All of the 
projects authorized by the bill would return far 
more than the investment in the form of increaserl 
gross national product and more taxpaying cili­
zens." 

Congressman Perkins said that the provisions of 
the Appalachian Bill did not ovel'lap or conflict 
with the anti-poverty measure recently passed by 
the Congress. "The Poverty Bill," said Perkins, 
"concerns itself \'>'ith meeting the immediate em­
ployment, education, training, and loan needs of 
individual: and small families." The Appalachian 
Bill primarily concerns ib;elf with construction of 
public "·ork::; and the development of natural re­
sources. Perkins pointed out that the bill author­
ized 2,850 miles of development highways and local 
access roads, that $840 million of the cost of thec:e 
highways would be borne b~· the federal govel·n­
ment and the states in the Appalachian region 
would :mppl.'· about $360 million to the total pro­
gram. The bill also contemplates the actual con­
struction of health facilities including hospitals, 
and diagno:-;tic and treatment centers for which 
the federal share of the cost would be 80 (; . Fo1· 
the firt'l two fi~cal years of the program $11 mi I­
lion would be authorized for this purpoRe. 

Another provision would assist small farmers in 
the development of pasture land, he said, with $17 
million authorized for the first two fiscal years to 
provide 80 ~o of the cost of such projects. Perkins 
said that such programs if appropriately utilized 
could be particularly helpful in many instances in 
eliminating the devastating effect of land destruc­
tion through modern mining methods. He also out­
lined critical urgency provisions in the bill provid­
ing $21.5 million to enable the U.S. Department of 
[nterior to develop solutions to the tragic destruc­
tion of land resources by surface mining which 
could pave the way for development of the area 
for public recreation, reforestation, for the restora­
tion of scenic values and for other objectives which 
would fit in with the development needs of the re-
gion. 

The Kentucky Congressman also pointed out that 
provisions in the bill permitting the construction of 
vocational school facilities to complement the pro­
visions of the Vocational Education Act of 1963 
would enable the Appalachian school system to 
achieve the ::.'iatus and standards now attained by 
the nation's most advanced school sys·tems. 

Thus do two men see the plight of the "have-not" 
areas of the United States. One, and all others who 
think as he does, would condemn as a giant boon­
doggle any naUonal effort to raise Appalachia from 
it, isolation anu underdevelopment. The other rec­
ognizes Appalachia and its people as a part, a 
very vital part, of these United States and entitled 
lo the help which must some day come if ever the 
mountainous sections of Kentucky and other states 
of the area are to escape the unhappy role of step­
child to the body politic, wanted only to feed its 
natural resou1ces into the national industrial maw.

A recent discussion among sev­
eral fishermen at near:by Dewey 
Lake centered on "wha:t causes 
a lake to tur-n over and when 
does this usually occur?" 

Quizzing several authorities, 
we learned tha·t the "turn over" 
of a lake is a physi·cal fact and 
usually is based on temperature 
differences in different levels of 
water in a lake. Some turning 
can also 1be ca:used 1bY creation 
of gas by decaying vegetation on 
a lake ~bottom, with the gas r is­
ing to the top and carrying some 
deep water to the top with it. 

Under normal conditions warm­
er wa·ter is found near the sur­
face of a lake ~nd anyone rwho 
has gone swilmming knows that 
they'll encounter tempe11atures 
several degrees cooler only a 
few feet down. The surfaee is 
warmed .by the sun and the air 
and. unless distunbed. warm 
water rises lby convection. 

!But. in the winter, the process 
may be reversed. Air a•bove the 
water will be considerably colder 
than the water. It will chill the 
surface water to a lower temper­
ature than the wa;ter lo;wer do~vn. 
The chilled water will then sink, 
forcing the warmer water ·to the 
surface and, in effect "turn over" 
the la•ke. 

The "turning over" of a rbody 
of water can occur any time such 
conditions prevail: when the air 
temperature is well 1bel01W that 
of the water surf.ace , so it might 
happen to a small degree every 
night. But it nsurully is most pro­
nounced, particularly in northern 
lakes. shortly aliter the winter's 
ice breaks up.
