John A. Ewing and Dr. W. J. 
Grant to the Southern Medical 
Association at its annual meet· 
ing in New Orleans. 

"Since the advent of bal'bitu­
rates (andl other potent hyp­
notics and antiepileptic drugs, 
there remains no place for bro­
mides in our pharmacopoeia," 
bheir report stated. "Clearly, they

have no place in the treatment 
of patients suffeting from neu­
roses or the psychoses." 

·Bromides are used to calm ex­
cess emotional disturbances. 

Drs. Grant and Ewing said 
their study of more than 1,200 
mental patients in North Caro­
lina haspi<tal showed that as many 
as one of every 10 had taken 
some bromides. One of every 200 
had taken excessive amounts, the 
doctors said. 

The effect of the bromfdes on 
the patients vaned from drowsi­
ness to sleeplessness, from quiet 
depression to •.vild behavior bor­
denng on insanity. 

The psyohiatrisbs said many of 
the person:s suftenng only from 
bromide poisoning had been given 
shock treatments and others were I 
given care normaHy reserved for 
the mentally ill.
