legislation au~honzmg fe deral grants to church­
owned educatiOna l instit u t ions w ill be held u ncon­
~titutional as a direct breach of the tradition al 
principle of "s~pat·ation of Ch urch a nd State." 

Surely a tr1buna l w hich , following the ~ame 
principle of ::;ep;-n ·ation, prohibits prayer in t h e 
public sch.~oh; of th~ nation will not o\·erlook t h at 
greater offense ag:am~L th e constitution, the :=;up­
pott of church-mamtamed education. 

Thi.::; neiYSpa per recent] ~· hailed the ae: hieYement 
of Congressman Carl D. Pel'l\.ill& in \\inning- fed­
et·al ::;upport fo-r Yocationa l ~chools. It does not 
join the many other~, inclu(ling the Pt·esident of 
the United State~. in acclaiming- the leg·islation 
which turn-; tax: monieA to the support o r colleges 
and schools foun ded. maintained and operated by 
religious !(Toups. That inelude:=; any a n rl all relig­
ious groups. 

This leg·islation lets the baJ s chnn1. The mad 
scramble for the lion's share lies dead ah ead. Those 
clnu·ches which hold they are entitled to t h eir 
share from the federal \\'indfall must g-et bu:".y now 
in politics, exerting political pressures. enlisting 
political friends at the hig·hest echelon, and as 
quicl\:l~T as possible. And those Rtandin~; b\· their 
belief in separation of Church and State will op­
erate at a disadYantage, struggling under heavy 
financial burden 1vhile facing a government-en­
dowed competition. 

If the supreme law of the land will not permit 
the reading of the Bible in the public schools, or 
the saying of a simple prayer-if these a lleged 
infring-ement:; u pon the r igh,ts of unbelieYers and 
others constitute a Constitutional offense, s urely 
Lhe use of t he tax monies of unbelieYers, believers 
and others in the support of schools foun ded and 
operated in the name of religion is flagrantly un­
constitutional. 

Thi.:; ·we reason, without conceding that pra)·er 
for those ·who are willing to participate in prayer 
to Almighty God , without offending the "sensibil­
ities" of those who are unwilling, i~ such an of­
fense. IN e insist that the freedom to pray is as 
Yital to those ·who ·want to pray aR the freedom 
from prayer iR to the pert-lon who would avoid 
prayer. 

On this educational matter, it appears that there 
is an attempt to clear the way for a Church-State 
partnership. 

On the matter of prarer, it seems that the at­
tempt is not to protect the liberties of young citi­
zens of thet-ie United States but, rather, an attempt 
to separate t hem, the schools and the nation from

: Predicts Chances 
For Heart Attack

Except for French Canadians 
all of us in the Umted States and 
Oanada are supposed to speak th( 
s.ame language.

Flood Marker For 1862 and 1957 

Following the flood of 1862, Jake Mayo, a resident of the 
Beaver Creek section marked the height of the water at the 
mouth of Arkansas Creek, one mile below Martin, Kentucky. He 
later showed the historic mark to his sons, the late Sol Mayo, 
and Miles Mayo, now 80 years of age, and shown in p~wtograph. 
The 1862 mark is on the rock at the left of the crosspiece. 

Followino· the 1957 flood, Miles Mayo marked the height 
of the seconl,greatest Big Sandy River flood. The marker is 
shown on the bottom extension of the framework. The 1862 flood 
was 25 inches higher.
