The second project, one which
is more distant, is stream clear-
ance on Right Beaver Creek
where the U. S, Corps of Engi-
neers would employ local labor.

more than 300 Floyd fathers who
have applied for work under the
pilot program have been ap-
proved for employment,

Five projecis have been ap-
proved for work. These are clean-
ing amnd repairing of streets in
Prestonsburg, Allen and Martin,
work on county roads and clear-
ing and improving of cemeteries.

Thirty fathers® are slated to
start work here next Monday,
doing street work. Fifteen will be
employed at Martin and 10 at
Allen on the same type of work.

For their work these men will
be paid §1 an hour,

Towns and counties sponsoring
projects are required fo supply
workers with tools such as shov-
els, mattocks, sledges and the
like. Prestonsburg Mayor George
P. Archer said the city’s budget
does not include such equipment,
and donations of such fools, or

A total of 9,611 students in 317
Eastern Kentueky schools—mbst-
ly one-room and isolated units—
now enjoy lunches made possible
|by the Special Assistance Pro-
leram,
| Floyd county leads all Kenfue-
ky school systems with 55 schools
taking part and 2952 students
being served.

Best feature of the Special As-
sistance Lunch Program, which
offers a balanced noon diet to
all Kentucky school youngsters,
is that those children not able
to pay do not have to pay. The
special program for needy stu-
dents—providing more reimburse-
ment to schools and more pro-
tein food itemis—has been empha-
sized since 1962, when an amend-
ment was passed by Congress to
the School Lunch Act of 1046,

In this special plan, those able
to pay spend 10 to 15/ cents—the
average is 10 cents—toward their
lunch. Remainder of the cost is
reimbursed to the school.

At most of the schools in the
old Regular Lunch Program, the
students are charged 25 cents.

Teachers usually are respon-
sible for management of the
lunch program. In most small,
isolated schools in Mastern Ken-
tucky, an electric hot plate serves
to heat the lunch, in some a pot-
bellied stove.

Paper plates are recommended
—‘“they cost less than a cent a
meal and eliminate dish wash-
ing,”" Bevins said.

In some schools, a minimum
of pots and pans are available,
and the pupils bring their own
plates and wash them.

Food allocated to the sehools
provides enough protein for 20
days a month and includes such
items as canned chicken, canned
pork, chopped meat, peanut but-
ter, and cheese, Lewis said.
Canned goods also are delivered
to Eastern Kentueky from the
surplus-foods warehouse in Rich-
mond.

The responsibility of the school
is to provide bread, fruit, other
vegetables, and milk to complete
the' meal requirements, So the
most-expensive commodities are
provided by the program, Lewis
added,

“The law says we must furnish
at least onedthird of the daily
nutritional ‘requirements of a
child,” Lewis explained.

All schools in Kentucky are
eligible for this Special Assist-
ance Program, bub most outside
the Eastern Kentucky area are
in what is known as the Regular
School Lunch Program. These
have a cafeteria and lkiichen fa.

Hoovel' s&t. up the list of “fen
most wanted fugitives” in 1950,
170 of the 184 men it bas listed
have been captured, an 'average
of better than one a month.

Karl Detzer describes. the suc-
cezs of the list in a March Read-
er's Digest article, *“At Large
and ‘Most Wanted': Ten Danger-|
ous Men.” The public, ordinary
citizens, tipped off the police in
56 of the “most wanted” cases.
