[ United Mine Workers of America
and the soft coal industry Mon-
|day—the first new contract ne-
| gotiated sinee 1958—provides for
a $2-a-day wage increase and

W. A. Boyle, president of the
union, and Edward G. Fox, pres-
ident of the Bituminous Coal Op-
erators A s s oc iation, disclosed
| that negotiations came close fo
a break-down at one point over
welfare fund royalties.

The contract provides for pay-
ment. of 80 cents a ton for hand-

ling coal on which a royalty has |

| cents & ton is the standard royal-
ty charge.

‘““The association agreed to
this union demand only to avoid
an interruption of production of
coal,” 'said Fox.

Boyle said the provision would
‘‘require some policing’’ to make
sure the royalties are paid.
