The superintendent, who K may
not suecceed himself, is now one
of nine statewide officials elected
every four years by the people.
The present state board of seven
members is now appointed by the
governor,

Pracedure of the commiitee at
an April 13 meeting in the state
Capitol was to conduect a public
hearing on the guestion, clear
the proposal through a subcom-
mittee on edueation, and then
submit it for approval to the full
commitiee,

The committee, headed by
Rumsey B. Taylor, Sr., Prince-
ton, is now ready to submit this
recommendation with any others

| it may have to the full assembly

for approval before ultimate
submission to & vote by the peo-
ple.

At the hearing in the House
Chamber, Dr, Harry M. Sparks,
current superiniendent of publie
instruection, and J. Marvin Dod-
san, execufive secretary of the
Kentucky Education Association,
stated they believe that any re-
vision of the present 1891 Con-
stitution which strips voters of
the power to elect either super-
intendents or the board that ap-
points superintendents would be
defeated at the polls.

Appeintment of the superinten-
dent by an elected board has

HOW NATURE PREPARES
HOMES FOR WILDLIFE
Nature, always wise in her
ways, prepares houses for the
many different species of
wildlife of the forest. She
makes countless thousands of
trees with large cavities, or
hollows, in them, and she also
leaves many dead trees with
holes in them. None of these
should be cut or destroyed.
Every dead and hollow tree in

the forest is used as a home

by some wild animal or bird.
Without these homes, the wild
life of the forest could not live
through cod winters, or have
places in which to rear their
young.

Squirrels live in hollow
trees in winter, and bears hi-
bernate in trees with large
cavities in them. Woodpeckers
sleep in dead trees with holes
they make or in holes already
made by squirrels or other an-
imals.

The beautiful redbud trees
glorify our hillsides as no
other trees can. The redbud,
cercis canadensis, is a member
of the pea family, legumes, as
is shown by the beans it bears.

People of
our region watch eagerly for
the first splash of the redbud
glory on our hillsides; some-
times an unusually cold spring
will kill the flowers—and how
we do miss them at such a
time!

The redbud’s blossoms show
the usual form of the pea blos-
som, and they always appear
well ahead of the leaves, lend-
ing a touch of gaiety to our
hills after their long winter
drabness.

One peculiarity of the clus-
ters of the reddish-pink flow-
ers is, they seem to grow right
out of the redbuds’'s dark
trunk, and the flower buds in
clusters may be seen clinging
to the black bark of the bare
branches.

The redbuds aré usually in
full blossom in time 1o greet
the return of the song birds,
the thrushes, the Warblers and
the catbirds. 4

Redbuds oftenorm denge
thickets in old cleé@rings, or on
dry hillsides, buf tl'm\r rarely
grow more than®35 feet tall.
The bark is blihtkrah with
shallow furrows. ™ The leaves
of redbud are Smooth, not
toothed, heart-shaped, short-
petioled and palmately veined,

The gorgeous blossoms pro-
duce numerous elusters of flat
bean pods; some people regard
these bean pods as edible and
frv them in butter to eat. They
are said to be delicious.

The normal range of the
redbud is i the wooded hill-
sides, eoves and ravines from
Florida to Texas and north to
New York, Pennsylvania,
West Vlrgmia Kentucky and

west to l\ﬁchlgan Wisconsin
and Nebraska.

In that instance the defendant was fined $100.00 plus costs, the maxi-
mu penalty permitted by law, and not $20.00 as reported by the statement
in the Floyd County Times, The jail sentence was suspended due to serious
illness in the family of the defendant. This action was taken by me indepen-
denﬁy of the City Attorney who had recommended that the jail sentence be

imposed.,

The statement made by the Committee for Mr. Sturgill relativé to the
handling of liquor violations by the City Court is misleading and untrue, The
most serious liquor problems facing the City come from business establishments
located outside the city limits on either side of town.

“THAT FRONT ROOM AGAIN"

Away back in the early days of this column
1 paid a half-tearful tribute to the front room as
I knew it at Fidelity long, long ago. In the many
years since then I have been told, in person or
by letter, that my front room at Fidelity was al«
most identical to the front room in every other
part of the state and in neighboring states. And
hundreds of people, who, like me, are no longer
young, have said that this room was the most dis~
tinctive part of the old-fashioned house. Some
people were well-to-do enough to have a parlor
as such and a guestroom besides; but a large per-
centage have said that their “best room” was a
combination parlor and guest room. It was the
place where company of distinction were enter-
tained, where the visiting preacher slept. It wias
not just another bedroom, for it had all the fix-
tures of the parlor, too.

In the summer of 1963 I interviewed one of
my former students about the front room at her
grandma’s as she remembered it. If you were to
listen to the tape-recording of that leisurely inter-
view, you would declare that I had been prompt-
ing her, for her grandma’s front room, though a
hundred and fifty miles east of Fidelity, had some-
how been preserved down into the time of my
student, who is still only a little past thirty years
old.

For fear you have forgotten, or never known,
the front room, let me sketch it, partly from mem-
ory and chiefly from this tape-recording. The fur-
niture matched — bed, dresser, washstand. The
chairs had homemade cushions. The stove was a
vast improvement over the older fireplace, (In-
cidentally, we bricked in our fireplace when we
bought the Wilson heater for our front room.) The
dresser was high, with a hairbrush and comb fto
maftch; on it sat a coil-oil lamp, with a tinted
shade. Over in the corner was a so-called ecenter
table, with a marble top. On that table stood or
lay the old family Bible, stuffed with pictures and
pressed flowers. And every picture in the album
and inside the Bible was personal and also stand-
ardized, so much so that you might guess in ad-
vance just what you would find. And the records
in the old Bible, which formed, for most people,
the official history of the tribe, looked and sounded
like the ones in our big Bible at Fidelity.

On the floor was the best rag earpet that be-
longed to the family, protected, except on Sundays,
by pulling down the shades to keep the sunlight
from fading the various stripes of colored strands.
And, at the windows, there were lace curtains, too,
strikingly like the ones I knew, Lace curtains, you
younger people, were curtains to you; but we, and
my student’s grandma, called shades curtains,
too; hence the need for an additional word in lace
curtains. At the door was a padded brick, with
colored silk-scraps cover, and briar-stitching
around each serap. And, my student told me, there
was the typical musty odor over everything, for
the room was shut up six out of seven days and
had had time to accumplate this front-room odor.
5 The longer T live, the more amazed I be-
come that our most ordinary customs were so
much alike in large areas of our country. Some-
how it seems natural for language to keep some
of its oddities, but why should the way a house is
decorated survive over areas thousands of times
higger that the Fidelity area or the larger area
around Mammoth Cave National Park? Ages ago
the pioneers left Virginia and North Carolina and
came into what was then called the West. And, in
every such sebtlement, fraditional ways were kept
up, long after the oider generation had passed
away. Some places in southern Miinois and south-
érn Indiana are so mauch like our own western
Kenutcky that the Ohio River seems like a mise
take or, at best, a branch,

Lexington, Ky.—Spring may be
the time fior romance, but there's
one kind of “courtship”

but romantic. That's the spring-
time swarming of fermites,
which is part of their courtship
prior to setting up housekeeping,
says Dr. Richard Miller, UK Ex-
tension entomologist.

The only good thing about this
courtship rite is that it warns
homeowners termites are living
nearby — and may be moving
nearer. In spring, some of the
winged, reproductive members
of each termite colony decide fo
start their own families, They
swarm to locate a place fo set-
tle down, and they may pick
your home as a likely spot.

If you see termites swarming
in or around your home in fu-
(ture weeks, take advantage of
|the wamming, Dr. Miller recom-
,mends Find out if your home
|has a termifte infestation. I so,
\start measures immediately—or
|you'll end up supporting a ter-

mite family that may number
'm the hundreds of thousands.

Termites live in the soil and
the workers leave the colonies,
| by way of earthen tubes, to look

|for their only foodstuff, cellulose,
of which wood is the chief and
most common source. When they
run up against a house founda-
tion, they search out any possi-
ble openings and move in, form-
ing what amounts to a continu-
ous supply line of tiny tunnels.
The beams in your cellar or
the sill under your front door—
in fact, anything made of wood
—is just what they're looking for,
They even go through a concrete
block wall with ease if there’s
a tiny crack in it, Since termites
remain hidden except when they
‘g0 coyrting and house-hunting"
in spring, the swarms may be
your only warning that these
pests have turned your home
into their personal cafeteria—
with you footing the bill,
Although wood is the magjor
item on the fermites’ menu, they
must return to the soil to get
moisture. For this reason, poison-
ing the soil around the tfermite
colony is the most effective con-
trol measure, Dr. Miller points
out, Locating the colony and
poisoning the soil is a difficult
job, requiring the help of a
trained, well-equipped pest con-
frol operator. Be sure to select
