TIDBITS

of Kentucky Folklore

If we would be honest with our-
selves, we would have fo ‘admit
that a very large part of what
we do. or eaf, or wear, or say
has to do with keeping up appear-
ances. In more recent years this
is called using certain status-
symbols. The most interesting
phase of this tireless effort f{o
keep up with the Joneses is that
what puts us into the first place
in ‘one generation usually brands
us as far bzlow first in the next
generation or even a period of
time much shorter than that. In
my three quarters of a century|
I have seen probably a dozen|
genuine periods of change in
symbols, In fact, mearly all of
these nearly 1,550 articles in this
coltinn could be classed under
this heading.

Living in a remotfe, back-coun-
fry section, I was acquainted with
customs that had become some-
what old-fashioned elsewhere.
Since vehicles have long branded
us.as to our social positions, that
would be a good place to begin.

NEW HEALTH
JOB STARTS

Martin County Plans
Physical and Dental |
Exams for Population

The Martin county health |
program began Wednesday,
Jan. 20, a three-month project
which will offer thorough |
physical and dental examina- |
tions to approximately 3,000
persons—roughly, 22% of the
county’s population.

Three groups have been se- |
lected to receive these exam-
inations:

1. All children born in 1958 |
who are now enrolled in the |
first grade in Martin county; |
2. The entire families of those
children listed in the first
grade; and 3. Other families of
the county to total 22% of the
population. These families
have been chosen at random
from the census files of the
Tuberculosis Eradication Proj- |
ect. The selection was done |
by means of a computer at the ‘
University of Kentucky’s De- |
partment of Community Med-
icine,

Included in the tests which |
these families may receive
will be thorough physical and
dental examinations, several | _
laboratory tests (blood ‘and
urine), vision and hearing
tests, chest xX-rays, measure-
ment of height, weight and
temperature, an electrocardio- |
gram, a Pap smear for women
and pulmonary |
(lungs) and blood
pressure tests for many adults.
If given by a private physi-

Performing these tests will
be a public health team from |
the Kentucky State Depart- |
ment of Health and the U. S.
Public Health Service. This
team consists of four physi-
cians, a dentist, three nurses,
twa laboratory téehnicians, an
x-ray technician, two clerks,
and 15 auxiliary workers em-
ployed in Martin eounty. The

The multiple screen-
ing project began a year ago
as part of the late President
Kennedy's Community Ser-
vices and Faecilities Act of
1961. During ‘the past 12
months the @ sereéening team
has given physieal and dental
examinations to a large per-
centage of the first-grade chil-
dren in 13 counties of Eastern
Kentucky.

The tubereulosis eradication
project began two years ago
in Martin eounty,” and has in
that time given tuberculin
tests to more than 99% of the
school children and 60% of
the aduls in the ecounty. Its
long-range objective is the
complete eontrol of tubercu-
losis within the county, and
of every
household.

These two projects have
now joined forces to brimg to
Martin' cointy an extensive
health program. The screening
team will provide the diag-
nostic serviees, and plans are
under way' @ at the University
of Kentucky and the State De- |
partment of Health to provlde
such . clinies and other foll:}w-l
up procedures as are indicated |
by the resulfs of the examina-
tions and tests.
