The tulip poplar, liriodendron
tullpifera, is the official state
tree of Kentucky, Tennessee and
Indiana. This lall and stately tree
always blooms in our region
about the middle of May.

For the first time known, |
swarms of the tiny, black snout |
beetles are attacking the tulip‘
poplars throughout this region
and doing heavy damage. Some
of the large tulip poplars now |
show more than half their leaves |
killed, [

The snout beetles are about |
one-fourth inch long, but four or |
five of them can soon eat enough |
| of the leaf to kill if. They feed |
on the underside of the leaf,
much in the manner of the I‘.-'Iex-I
ican bean beetle, and when about |
half of the leaf is eaten, it turns |
orown and dies as if it had been |
scalded by fire.

The beetles show the same
|habits as the Mexican bean
| beetle. When a leaf is touched on
which they are eating, they let
loose and drop, in this way es-
| caping birds and other enemies. |

The wholesale destruction of
(the leaves of the fine tulip pop-
|lars by this pest is reminiscent
of the destruction of the chestnut
trees several years ago by a
parasific fungus that killed them

'93% of Junkyards Take

Steps To Comply With
State Screening Law

Highway Commissioner Henry
Ward anpounced this wesk fthat
b3 percent of Kentucky's junk-
vards are screened and 93 per-
cent of the owners have taken
steps towaid compliance with the
state screening law,

Ward said the Highway De-
partiment issued 46 permits dur-
ing May, which increased fto 479
the total number of permils is-
sued since the Department ne-
gan enforcing the screening law
on July 1, 1964. Permits ate is-
sued only after suitable screens
have been erected,

Out of a total of 758 junkvards
in Kentucky at the end of May,
708 had submitted applications for
permits.

Since the state has stopped fak-
ing complaints through the coun-
ty courts and is new going di-
rectly to the grand jury, the total
number of complaints filed in the
county courts stands at 144, Sixty-
one have been dismissed because
of compliance and 58 have been
held over to the grand jury.

Of these 58, 11 have peen @is-
missed because of compliance
either before or after being in-
dicted. Of the remaining 47, 27
have been indicted and 20 are
awaiting action of the grand jury.

The screening law enacted by
the 1962 Kentucky General As-
sembly  requires junkyard deal
ers to build suitable  sereens
around their yards if they are
within 2,000 feet of the highway
centerline. Dealers have the op-
tion of moving their business if
they do not wish to build Sereens.

A
birth certificate recorded at birth
is the best proof of age available.

1 Since most people now reaching

retirvemeni age will not have this
document, the . Soecial Security
Administration will accepl other
proofs. Older records are pre-
ferred fo 7recently © established
documents,

The following is a list of some
proofs which are acceptable to
the Social Securify Administra-
fion. (They are in order of pref-
erence’ ;

1. Birth certificate (recorded
soon  after birth); 2. baptismal
cerfificate: 3. signed statement
by physician who was in attend-
ance atb birth; 4. military record;
5. passport; 6. school record;
7. insurance policy which shows
age or date of birth; 8, marriage
record showing age or date of
birth; 9. age of parent on child’s
birth certificate; 10, census rec-
ord. 11. statement of other per-
son.

Those nearing retirement age
should consider getting one or
more of these proofs to bring to
the social security office when
application is filed, Reed said.

Why? Because the heart
works harder under conditions
of high heat and humidity to
maintain body temperature at
normal levels,

It does this by pumping a
greater volume of blood at a
faster rate, actually measur-
able in controlled experi-
ments. The normal heart has
enough reserve power to over-
come the stress imposed by
heat and humidity. The de-
mands placed on a damaged
heart, however, may add up
to dangerous strain — as much
as or even more that the bur-
dens imposed by exercise or
other exertion.

‘What’s the answer? Accord-
ing to the Heart Association,
the wise thing to do is: take
it easy, and try to keep cool.
In addition, the wsual hot
weather tips are good adwice
for the cardiac as well as for
healthy people of all ages.
These include eating and dres-
sing lightly, taking frequent
baths, staying out of the sun,
and avoldmg too much ex-
ertion. .

Summer heat has another
built-in hazard that especially
applies to the person who has
poor or defective blood eircu-
lation. It takes badly needed
salt out of the body.

Most people perspire heayvily
in summer, losing
amounts of salt and fluid in
the process. You .should. ve-
place them by drinking more
water than you normally do
and by taking extra salt,
usually at mealtimes,

This may pose a problem,
however, for those heart and

high blood  pressure  patients |

whose doetors are frying to
decrease the amount, of salt
such patients consume, or are
attempting to promete salt
exertion or loss, through the
use of ce am drugs.
