VIRGINIA SNAKEHOOT 
'Ihere used to be a snake 

tale going the rounds through 
our region about the life-and­
death struggle waged between 
a large blacksnake and a tim­
ber rattler. Oldtimers, who 
~aid the • had watched this 
savage contest, told how the 
blach nake would loose its 
coils from around the rattler 
and crawl fast to a certain 
weed and grab a bite of it, to 
kill the rattler's venom; then 
it would race back to resume 
the struggle, which alwa;s 
ended in the death of the rat­
tler. 

'l he pl3nt that was supposed 
to kill the rattler's venom is 
Virginia s n a k e roo t. This 
plant's roots were once widely 
used as a remedy for snake­
bite. The roots have a strong 
taste and smell p recisely like 
that of turpentine, which was 
also reputed to have the pow­
er to kill snake venom 

Virginia snakeroot grows tn 
rich, moist. wood throughout 
the mountain of Kentucky 
and West Vtrgima, but IS not 
abundant. It has beautiful, 
heart-shaped leaves, tapermg 
to a sharp point, nd each leaf 
has a deep cleft at the base. 
The calyx of the bloom is 
shaped like a snake partly 
stretched out, with crooks in 
its body like the letter S. The 
roots of Virginia Snakeroot 
are in much demand on the 
herb .markets. The plant is m 
the same family as Wild Gin­
ger and Dutchman 's Pipe, 
called the Birthwort Family.
