The assistant state geologist,
Preston MeGrain, sald that the
Klmhmme pipe in which Brown-
ing has discovered a high con-
centration of platinum is pos-|
'8ibly the only one around.

“As far as Kentucky is con-|
cerned, it is somewhat of an
anomaly.”’ McGrain said. Brown- |
ing said the site is the only one

in the United States, for that
matter,
McGrain said the Kentucky

Geological Suryey, for which he
works, had tested some samples
from the Eliott county forma-

tion and had identified some of
the minerais Browning's assays|
included garnets |
a fitanium and
but not platinum, goald |
diamonds.

However, Mc Grain added,
Browning ‘‘did two things we
didn't de. He took core samples
and made extensive assays,”
neither of which the geological
survey is equipped to do.

Browning announced Monday
that assays revealed platinum in
a concentration several hundred
times greater than required for
econhomically feasible mining.

Core and surface samples also
revealed marketable amounts of
industrial diamond corundum,
garnets, gold, silver, other rare
earths and ofher metals usually)
| found with platinum.

Kentanna Minerals plans to set
up a refinery af Ashland soon,
he reported, and will build al
multimillion-dollar plant if the|
pipe vields concentrations as
rich as the incomplete tests in-
dicate are there. Kentanna is
preparing now to start a gravity
separation plant on the site it-
self,

The dike is in the northeast
corner of Elliott county, near the
hamlet of Stephens and on the
Hamilton Fork of Little Fork, a
tributary of the Big Sandy River.

The visible part extends about
100 feet up the side of a 200-

The most recent figures on
platinum production that could
be obtained here yesterday were
for 1949. In that year, the Uniled
States produced only 24,000 troy
ounces, compared with 151,317
troy ounces for Canada.

Browning was quofted as say-
ing the Elliott county pipe should
contain a minimum of five mil-
lion tons of processable ore, of
which 2.8 percent would be var-
fous minerals.

Lexington, Ky.—Since disagree-
ments arise in every family, par-
ents often wonder about the ef-
fect husband-wife gquarrels have
on ‘the children. Mrs. Mary
Browder, UK Extension family
life specialist, believes it's im-
(portant that children sometimes
|hear parents disagree and ‘‘make
(up” so they'll know how to handle
'such situations themselves later
in life.

Almost all husbands and wives
get angry with each other at
times, Mrs. Browder notes, and
children may hear these dis-
agreements. Knowing that Dad
and Mom sometimes quarrel
doesn’t hurt the children as long
as they know their parents ecan
\talk about their disagreement
'and get over it. What really dis-
|turbs children is the wor ry that
(their parents won't ‘“make up”
and that the family will spli{ up.

Some parents make a great ef-
fort to hide their quarrels from
the children, she says. However,
this may give children the wrong
impression of marriage and of
relationships between people —
they may come to feel that anger
is abnormal and that all people
who are happily married live in
perfect harmony all the time.
Sometimes, too, children grow
up believing that any disagree-
ment between parents means the
two people don’'t love each other
and that the marriage is about
to break up.

““A child growing up in a home
where there is normal acceptance
of feelings will have a better
chance of a successful marriage
himself,”” Mrs. Browder points
out. “He learns that all parents
have disagreements sometimes,
but that these differences and
black moods don’t mean some-
one is about to pack up and
leave. By observation, he picks
up a basi¢ truth—that his own
feelings of anger are normal and
|that those he loves can be less
[than perfeet at times.

“Naturally, I'm neot recom-
mending all-out battles at the
family dinner table,” she con-
finues. ““But making it clear that
‘Dad and I are angry at each
other right now, but we'll work
it out later' is better than pre-
tending everything is great when

can trigger all sorts of ideas in
young imaginations. When talk-
ing stops, children are caught in
a situation they ean't handle.”

“Setting up some ground rules
is important, however,”’ she
says. “‘Some issues can be aired
in front of children and some
can't. For example, Mom’s for-
getting to pick up Dad’s suit at
the cleaners could cause frustra-
fion that could be discussed be-
fore the children. But a feeling
that Dad paid too much attention
to some other woman had bhest
be aired in private.”

If children hear quarrels, they .
also should hear *“making up,”
Mrs. Browder emphasizes.
“Learning from their parents’
example that they can be angry,
talk it out, come to some de-
cision, hug and make up will
help a child better handle dis-
agreements in his own marriage
later. f hugs and kisses hetween
Mom and Dad aren’t part of a
child's life, then disagreements
probably shouldn’t be either.”

The *“making up” also shows
children how to say “I'm sorry”

later in life. The home in which
children grow up is the best
place for them to practice inter-
personal relationships. There
they learn firsi-hand some of the
normal reactions fo feelings.
They can learn, too, that people
get angry, make up and still love
each other — that a few angry

' feelings, freely expressed, don't

mean a divorce is.coming.

“It’s not what happens to a
person that matters so much,
but how he feels about it,”" Mrs,
Browder points out. *“*A child
whe grows up in a home where
he feels he can safely let his
feelings show, without the danger
of lesing love, will have a more
secure feeling about himself and
about his ability to have good
relationships with others. He's
not afraid to admit he’s wrong, |
for he understands that no one |
is perfect, and he can be free |
from hostility that can’t be ex- |
pressed.” '
