Draft-eard burners and ‘‘re-
treat o peace” demonstrators
demanding withdrawal of United
States Forces in Viet-Nam ared
accused of breaking faith with
the nearly 1,000,000 Americans
who have died in the service of
their country.

The charge was leveled by
William J. Driver, administra-
tor of Veterans Affairs, and
chairman of the President’s Vet-
erans Day National Committee,
as the nation prepared to ob-
serve Veterans Day last Thurs-
day.

Driver pointed out that more
than 30 million Americans have
donned uniforms fto inswre the
survival of freedom and liberty
in the course of nine wars dur-
ing the nation's" history, and
that approximately 1,000,000 of
these palriots met death in ser-
vice. “If those who now refuse
to serve, and those who preach
peace at any price were to pre-
vail,” he declared, *“it would
make a shameful mockery of
the sacrifices and deeds of valor
contributed by all our veterans, |
living and dead.” '

The VA Chief, a veteran of
World War II and the Korean
Conflict, said he supported fully
the right of so-called peace |
demonstrators to assemble and
protest, for “such a right is a
vital part of the heritage for '
which our veterans fought and |
died. But those who would evade
service, and yield Asia to the
Communists should pause to
consider how long such freedom
to criticize would be tolerated
