SMALL, BUT WORTH 
GETTING EXCITED ABOUT 

\Yhy all the excitement about a small manu­
facturing p'ant which will employ, to begin with, 
no more than ·10 people when a single coal mine 
employs five times as many? 

That question has been asked recently, and it 
is not an impertinence to ask it. For coal continues 
to be king in this county, it remains the big em­
ployet· of labor and is the heaviest single contrib­
utor to the economy. 

\Ve are not unaware of these facts, nor are we 
orgetting the contributions made by coal opera­

tions such as those of Princess Coals, Inland Steel, 
George E. Evans, the Reed interests, Stephens-Elk­
horn, Cooley and a number of smaller operations. 
But public interest is always turning to the new, 
and the established stand-bys, by the very nature 
of their solidarity, do not claim the attention they 
deserYe. 

The analogy is far from perfect, but we recall 
the world,vide acclaim of Lindbergh when he flew 
the Atlantic, non-stop, to Paris, and we compare 
that with the acceptance as commonplace today 
of daily flights made overseas in planes \\'hich 
could stow the Spirit of St. Louis in their baggage 
compartments. 

But the new plant here and similar enterprises 
I· unched at Betsy Layne and Auxier claim public 

t i tere8t because they are more than :o;omething 
merelv new to the area. Thev demand and desen e 
attent'ion because they are b:ail-blazers toward the 
diversification of industry which Floyd county and 
Eastern Kentucky so badly need. Small as they are 
at the beginning, these new industries are pioneer­
ing, and, if they succeed, industrialization on a 
Hca~e little dreamed of may result for the entire 
regiOn. 

Eastern Kentuck\· coal has surdved a succession 
of handicaps - freight rate differentials, govern­
mental favors to competing industrie ·, among 
others-and its place in the area picture i· fixed. 
Now, if these other industries can weather early 
storms and deYelop and grow stronger, the eco­
nomic future of this county and section will be 
immea ·urably brighter, and employment will come 
to greater .segments of the total population.

It is not the sort of experiment that would occur to a bureau­
crat in Washington or even, probably, to planners in Frank­
tort, for it demands a great deal of the young people it helps. 

Thirty-eight of Mor an's high school graduates ride school 
buses into West Liberty every morning, then transfer to an­
other bus which takes them to Prestonsburg, 45 miles away, 
for classes at the community college extension of the Uni­
versity of KentuckY. The bus then brings them back each after­
noon in time to transfer to local schoot buses wmcn tnen scat­
ter them across the county. 

These youngsters get up around 5 a.m. None Is traveling 
less than 100 miles daily in buses. They hope to finish two· 
year junior college courses but the Office of Economic Oppor­
tunity is underwriting the first year as an expetiment which 

1 can be renewed if it works well. OEO provides transportation , 
f ooks and supplies. The students v.ill eam their tuition with 

at least 15 hours of work weekly, after school.
