' At University of Ky.

Groundbr eakmg ceremonies
for the University of Ken-
tucky's $17 million dormitory
complex were held Friday.

University and state officials
turned the first dirt at the
afternoon ceremony on the
[ ecnstruction site behind the
UK  Medical Center.

The new housing complex
will include eight low-rise
buildings of three stories each,
two 23 story towers and -a
central dining facility. The
first five of the low-rise build-
ings, each to house 176
students, are scheduled for
coinpletion next September.

The dmming facility is ex-

pected to be finished by
| December, 1966, with the two
towers, housing 6566 students

each, and the three remain-
ling low-rise buildings, to be

ready in 1967. The entire com- |
plex will provide quarters for|
| 2,712 students.

Apparent low bid on the
first five dormitories has been
submitted by Foster & Creigh-
ton Co., Nashville. The firm's
bid has been listd by the State
Finance Department as $4,474,-
000.

Bids for electrical and me-
chanical installation were
taken separately and will be
assigned to general contrac-
tors.

Financing for the complex
is being handled jointly by
UK and the federal govern-
Housing and Home
Finance Agency. The HHFA
will purchase $8 million worth
of revenue bonds being issued
by the University, while the
remainder of the financing
will be handled through bonds
offered to private investors.

In addition to the $17 mil-
lion housing complex, UK is
already planning other student
housing projects, one which
will provide 1,000 beds and
another dining faeility. Com-

So impressed has Irving Air

Manufacturing at first wiil be
restricted strictly fo sewing.

In
preparation for opening of the
plant, & training program for
employees will be started next
week in the Floyd County Emer-
gency & Rescue Squad building
here.

Applications for employment at
the plant also will be received by
the Kentucky Employment Ser-
vice at the Rescue Squad build-
ing, September 20 through Sep-
tember 22, from 8:30 a.m, till
4:30 p.om. daily. Most of those
employed will work as machine
operators. Only persons 18 vears
of age or older will be accepted.

Sixteen machines will be in-
stalled on the second floor of the
Rescue Squad building for the
training of employees in two
shifts daily. Gov. Edward T.
Breathitt, who worked closely
with the Prestonsburg group in
effecting all arrangements and
the contract with Irving Air
Chute, has agreed to afford state
assistance with the training of
workers by supplying three men
temporarily for the maintenance
of machinery and two as instruc-
fors,

Marvin Music, president of the
Prestonsburg Chamber of Com-
merce, lauded the initiative of
business men here.

'they are willing to venture out in
a bootstrap operation to provide
work for our people here at home.

aminations, marking and other
activities related to the protec-
tion and conservation of trees.
The story of the CFM Program
is told largely by these statistics:
In the 1964-’65 fiscal year end-

viced 3,541 requests for assist-
ance and marked 12,668,000 board

into the pockets of the owners.
These figures compare with a
five-year average of 4,766 re-
quests serviced and the marking
of 11,440,000 board feet of timber
which retwrned $219476 to own-
ers.

(Note—Although the past fiscal
year’s requests number less than
the five-year average, a truer
picture is reflected from the
year's greater amount of board
feet marked and the higher in-
come fto landowners).

In receiving the report from
the Forestry Division, Natural
Resources Commissioner J, Q.
| Matlick said: “I am real happy
that we have expanded state ser-
vices to private woodland owners,
through our highly qualified ser-
vice foresters, and look forward
to an even greater program in
the future.”

According to K. B. MeClintick,
| supervisor of the CFM Program,
| the service forester's worth to
| timber owners—in terms of dol-
{lars and cents—is irrefutably
| proved in these examples of ree-
ord:
| 1. A landowner in Livingsfon
| county was offered $5,000 for all
his timber on a 200-acre tract. A
| forester marked the timber and
| it sold for $9,000.

2. R, 8. Cannon, of Graves
county was offered $40 for all the
timber on a 20-acre fract. The
| timber was marked by a for-
| ester and later sold for $1,610.
| 3. The DeWeese Brothers, of
I‘Hickman county, were offered
| $3,500 for all timber on a 100-acre
{ tract. Marked by a forester, if
‘ later sold for $5,500.

4. Another woodland owner,
who had a ‘high percentage’ of
black walnut on a small traet,
told the Forestry Division he
wanted to make a sale but wasn't
certain about how to do it. He
had received unsatisfactory bids,
the best being about $700 for the
“cutting rights.”’ After a selec-
tive marking by a forester, the
tract brought $2.400 at auction.

A recent letter to Gene Butcher,
state director of forestry, is typi-
cal of the reaction to the work
done by service foresters. Com-
plimenting a forester for his
marking of timber in Butler
county, the landowner told
Buteher;
| ““The report prepared (by the
forester) . . . is excellent along
| with the forms to be used for sale
advertising and cutting contracts.
It is a pleasure to see this type
of work prepared and the fine
manner it was assembled.

“I am sure that the continua-
tion of such quality work will en-
hance the income from timber-
land and insure a forward place
for Kentucky in the proper man-
agement, use and marketing of
our forest produets.”

Technically-trained £ o r esters
have been providing assistance to
private woodland owners since
1937. At the time, a congressional
act created the Cooperative Farm
Forestry Program, designed
| mosfly to assist farmers. In 1950,
| the CFM Program was born, con-
| tinuing the old setup but stress-
;ing' service to all woodland own=
ers.
[ From the beginning of the ex-
' panded program, the woodland
owner has been expected to co-
operate with the forester by ae-
companying him in the work, ex-
pressing an interest in good for-
estry, and showing his intent to
follow proper recommendations.
In return, the landowner could
expect free service for woodland
examinations, tree planting as-
sistance, and guidance in all
phases of forest management. He
gels timber marked for a nomi-
nal charge — 40 cents per 1,000
beard feet. Proceeds are used to
pravide for marking paint and

| other expenses.

Throughout the years, Butcher
says, & major problem has been
manpower limitations resulting
from well-defined budgets. Re-
quesis from woodland owners
have piled up in one local area,
while in another the work might
be almost at a standstill. Trans-

| ferring manpower, making tem-
'porary assignments, and other
' methods of rendering service in

the peak load areas were con-
stant problems.

Now, many of these headaches
have been eased by service for-
esters working directly out of the
district offices. They are able to
travel together in many in-
stances, thus giving more service
to a particular area. Travel time
is held to a minimum because the
foresters spend one or more
nights, as may be necessary, in
the area where the work is in
Progress.
