iSrlnce Kentucky Lake ecame to
be, a little more than ftwenty
years ago, houses have sprung
up at rather frequent times along
the road from the village to the
lake itself; in fact, where my
own house used to be could now
be called a part of PFidelity,
though a good half mile, air line,
used to separate us from the
village.

The greatest compli-
ments that . have come to me
from readers of this column have
been in the form of questions as
to what place in the writers'
home eounties I am wriling
about. One of the earliest gues-
tions came from an elderly wom-
an who had left a Western Ken-
tucky €ounty not long after fthe
end of the Civil War but stll
took heér home-county paper. She
wanted to know whether I was
one of the Wilsons of Sassafras
|R1dge I immediately wrote her
and thanked her for identifying
me with her old eounty, for I
somehow felt that my little wil-
lage and its customs and peaple
were strikingly like those of her
county and I hoped that the Wil-
sons ‘of Sassafras Ridee would
not be ashamed fo own me as
“‘one of them.”

¥You see, life in the period from
early pioneer times until the first
decade of the fwentieth century
went along in a fairly ordinary
channel, so much so that it would
have been possible to fransfer,
by some sort of magic, a whole
neighborhood into other sections
of fthe sfate and sister states
without deing violence lo lan-
guage and cusfoms and even
names. Farming was pretty much
as it started ont to he when the
first settlers entered the land.

{county. I am not interested in
some ‘forfune.’” I merely am try-
ing to trace the family origins of
these families. In the past I have
received lefters about the ‘Bar-
ney Fortune.” I personally doubt
if the Barneys ever had a for-
tune and I am nof interested in
such.

“Thomas Marion Barney,
where born is unknown, died No-
vember 21, 1851. He married Bar-
bara Schaffer, who died Feb-
ruary 21, 1873. Thomas had a
brother, $Squire Barney, who
married Rebecca Douglas, Jan-
uary 28, 1822. I can trace the
Barney [amily from Thomas
Marion Barney and Barbara
Schaffer Barney down lo date
but T am unable to get anything
authentic prior to them.

‘“The Ratcliff family emigrated
from England to Virginia and
from there seftled on Tygart
Creek in the early 1800’s. Sam-
uel Ratcliff married Emm a,
daughter of Peter Duzan, of Up-
per Tygart valley.

A letter from Mrs. Curtis
Vaughan, Hindsville, Arkansas,
comments on the Vaughan fam-
ily. Her ancestor was William
Vaughan, brother fo Grandsire
Ayres T. Vaughan, who lived and
died near Auxier, this county.

“1 am very much interested in
the Vaughan family of which you
have writien,"” Mrs, Vaughan
'says. "My own land was orig-
inally seffled by the early
Vaughans. Samuel Vaughan, son
of William and Ferby Vaughan,
is buried in our Vaughan family
cemetery he

Mrs., Vaughan writes of the
beauty of the Ozark counfry with
its fall coloring. Beaver Dam, on
King’s River, on which many
Floyd countians worked many
months, is now completed. The
impoundment is beginning to fill
and there are many boats with
“beautiful homes being built
around the dam."

Laurence B. Gardiner, 1863
Cowden Avenue, Memphis 4,
Tennessee, also writes on the
Vaughan family.

“My information en Vaughan
is limited entirely to Virginia
records as I have spent consid-
erable time on the family in that
state, hoping to prove my own
line. T have been able to go back
to Thomas Vaughan who died in
Sussex in 1788. His wife ' was
Dorothy Jones, and they had
sons, Fielding (my ancestor);
Thomas, Jr., who remained some-
time in Sussex, then leaves ca
1800; and William, the eldest
child born ca 1740 whom I know
nothing further about exeept that
he was living at the time of his
father’s will. I suspicion he was
in Granville county, North Cavo-
ling, as there were Vaughans
there who came from Sussex
later and seemed elosely con-
nected with the family. I have
not done any work on the North
Carolina Vaughans yet.

“There Were numerous
Vaughans in the Eighteenth Cen-
fury in the neighboring counties
to Sussex, all stemming from an
early William and Sarah
Vaughan, of Charles City county.

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THE WOOD THRUSH,
bird invariably arrives baek 111
our region around April 18. Old-
timers call it, “the chay-dee-
ling-ng!” This is in imitation of
its ringing song. People used to
plant their corn when they heard
the first song of the wood thrush.
The people of West Virginia call
it, “the dark hollow bird,” as if
seems to do its finest singing far
back in the deep, dark hollows
of the mountains. It sings the
loudest and liveliest on A
cloudy days of spring, as the
poet Riley once wrote: “There's
the song of the thrush when the
skies are gray.” : i

The wood thrush is a classical
singer and its loud, ringing song
can be heard almost a mile
away on a still spring day. Iis
voice is clear, flutelike and rings
out the bells of spring.

The thrush's baeck is a rieh
shade of brown and its white
breast has prominent dark spots,
giving it the name of “spotted
thrush.” After the thrush returns
and begins to fill the hills and
valleys with his loud, ringing
tunes, the spring woods seem to
come alive and everything be-
gins to move fast into new leaf,
life and bloom.

THE BROWN THRASHERS.
Some of these birds have already
returned from Florida. The
‘brown thrasher has a rich shade
of brown on the back but ils
breast is striped and not spotted.
It has a long, down-curving bill
and a long, sweeping tail, which
it thrashes like an old-time flail
—hence the name thrasher.

The brown thrasher is the state
bird of Georgia. It is quickly
identified by ifs yellow eyes,
brown baeck and long tail. Its
song goes a little like that of the
catbird, but is more musical and
has a classical quality that sets
it high on the list. The notes are
sung in pairs of phrases. Some

writers have put the brown
thrasher's spring song into
words, as follows:

“Time fo . . . plant corn—

Plant it, plant it!

Sow if, sow it!

Thresh it, thresh it!

Hide it, hide it, do, do!

I see it, I see you:

I'm that famous thrasher

Cloaked in brown.”

The brown thrasher devours
such obnoxious insects as grass-
hoppers, caterpillars, bugs and
moths.

THE LOUISIANA WATER-
THRUSH. This bird may be seen
around the middle of April, hop-
ping along the rocky bed of some
mountain brook, wagging its tail
constantly; it is called, ““water
wagtail.”” Most country people
call it,
it is called, “waterthrush,” it is
not a thrush but a warbler. It
prefers to live and nest in the
wild haunts of mountain brooks

-‘ ‘whose banks are lined with moss,

rhododendron, and where the
| clear mountain water pours over
| boulders and churns itself into
!silvery spray.

The waterthrush builds its nest
|in mossy banks along the brooka

' |it loves. It is one of the finest

lmngers of nature, and when it
flies up out of the brook and
lights in a ftree to sing, it fills
the whole valley with .a loud,
ringing song that echoes afar
through the silent haunts of the
mountains. The song begins with
a series of slurred whistles and

notes. The song seems to be an
expression of the wild haunts of
the deep mountain brooks; it
speaks of the deep peace and
‘beautiful solitude of the silent
cloisters of the mountain brooks.

THE RED-EYED VIREO. This
bird also comes back in April
and is called, “the preacher
bird." All day long it will sit in
a iree and orate, or “preach” in
slow, deliberate phrases, like a
polished orator carefully choos-
ing his words. This bird has red
eyes and a white stripe over the
red eyes; its back is olive-green
and there is mo mark on the
white breast.

These birds are “nature’s feath-
ered rockets,” and they are the
best and swiftest flyers of all.
They can remain on the wing all
day long and catch insects as
they go. They make twittering or
chippering noises while fl
They build their nests mblde
chimneys and glue them to the
walls with their own sticky sa.
liva. They are highly valuable
birds as they devour mosquitoes,-
gnats, moths and other pests and
are never known to light on the
ground or in a tree.

Many have réported that they
are told that this vote will be
for State-Owned Liquor Stores.
This is erroneous for the simple
reason that the 1966 legislature
did not pass the bill authorizing
state-owned liguer stores. The
petition is for a vobe to make
Floyd county wet territory for
the legalized sale of alcoholic
beverages. If this is done the
county will revert to what it w as |
when it was wet before.

If the eounty is voled wet we
would have from 17 te 19 pack-
age liquor outlets. This is set up
on the basis of one liguor outlet
for every 2500 populafion. How-
ever, there would be no limit to
the number of beer outlets. Any
restaurant or recreation center
could qualify to sell beer and
grocery Stores could become
carry-out omutlets for beer.

The only revenue which the
county would receive directly
from the passage of this petition
would be in fhe license fees from
the stores and from fines., The
major revenue would go to the
state and federal funds, of which
a4 small portion would frickle
back to the county.

cases where harrassment calls
are repeated over a period of
time,

this time to meet every request
to trace a call. But, he said, the
equipment will be used more and

| more -in the future as the fele-

phone company and law-enforce-

ment officials step up action
against nuisance and ohscene
calls.

“Southern Bell has long been
concerned about the problem of
nuisance and obscene calls,”
said Atherton, “and we want to
do everything we can fo help
bring this type of call to a halt.”

The method of call tracing now
being used by Southern Bell does
not involve any wiretapping or
listening in on conversations, he
pointed out. He said the equip-
ment records the number from
whieh the nuisance and obscene
calls are placed and that the po-
lice then take the steps toward
arrest and conviction.

Kentucky law provides a pen-
alty of one year in jail, a fine of
not less than $50 nor more than
$1,000, or both, upon conviction
of making obseene calls. The law
is effective 90 days from March
